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TIMZ:

‘All seeding will take piace between July 1, and September 15, 1978,
or as required by the U. S. Forest Service.

EQUIPMENT:

Seeding will be done with a disc-type drill with two boxes for
various seed sizes. The drill rows will be eight to ten inches
apart. The seed will be planted not less than one-half inch
deep or more than one inch deep. Tne seeder will be followed
with a drag, packer, or roller to insure uniiorm coverage of
the seed, and adequate compaction. Drilling will be done on
the contour where pessible, no up and down the siope. Wrnere
siopes are too steep for contour drilling, 2 "cvclone" hand

seeder or simiiar broadcast seeder will be used. Seed will then
be covered to the depth described above by whatever means is
practical.
