reason, to extend the drilling deadline a second tine.
You'll see in our brief that Marathon
tal ks about how difficult it is to get BLMdrilling

permts in the potash area, how you're dealing with
devel opment areas and drilling islands, et cetera.
And they raise questions about what the status is with

Fasken's efforts on that. Those are all legitimte
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inquiries with the good cause. | see that. Okay?
The problemwi th what they're
requesting here is, | think, best articul ated on
page 12 of their brief where they say that in a
circunst ance where anyone seeks to extend a drilling
deadline or a conpletion deadline, that the Division
can consi der other devel opnent pl ans, conpeting
applications as part of the contested hearing,
I ncl udi ng anal yzi ng whet her Fasken's plan to devel op
this acreage will prevent waste and protect
correlative rights, and including, as | see with the
hi ghl i ghti ng, consi der conpeting devel opnent pl ans,
conpeting applications filed by other operators. In
ot her words, doing exactly what the Division did two
years ago when they issued this pooling order. Okay?
That is an unprecedented position. |
don't think it's good policy. O course it doesn't
matter what | think, but I think it's bad policy that
once you have a final pooling order that you're going
to have working interest owners conme in with second
t houghts and say, well, we want you to consider a
conpeti ng devel opnent plan or we've sonehow concl uded
t hat what you' ve pool ed here doesn't conply with the
Ol and Gas Act. And | think to consider those

matters, which have been addressed al ready by the

Di vi si on under a final pooling application, is not a
good policy because it's just going to be a revolving
door of contested conpeting devel opnent pl ans.

Qur application does not address
pooling. Qur application addresses good cause.

That's the only issue: VWhether to extend the drilling
application deadline. That is a different issue from
pooling. And if there is no good cause, then the
order term nates automatically and the parties are
then free to thereafter file proposed devel opnment
plans, file applications, cone to the Division with
conpeti ng devel opnent cases if they can't reach an

agr eenment .

But Marat hon's decided no authority to
suggest to you that each time you get an application
to extend a drilling deadline or each tinme you get an
application to extend a conpletion deadline, that that
somehow opens the door to relitigate the final pooling
order. The Division and Comm ssion orders they cite
do not address final pooling orders, do not stand for
that proposition. There's a Division rule that we
cite in our briefs, 19.15.4.12D, that does not support
this notion that you see up here on the screen.

And finally you have | egal doctrines,

which we briefed: waiver and res judicata. Okay?
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And those doctrines exist to prevent parties from
litigating or relitigating matters that have been
resolved in an adjudicatory hearing. And that's what
happened two years ago. Two years ago was the tine to
contest the pooling of the acreage. Two years ago was
the tinme to submt conpeting devel opnent plans. Two
years ago was the time for themto suggest, well, this
pool i ng does not conply with the Ol and Gas Act or
that it doesn't protect correlative rights or prevent
waste. That was all done two years ago. Okay?
There's no authority now to reopen all those issues.

The only issue is whether there is good
cause to extend the drilling deadline for another
period. That's the only issue that's under the
applications. That's the only issue that's been
noticed for hearing. So we object to what you see, |
t hi nk best summari zed, on page 12 of the brief.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Ms. Bennett.

MS. BENNETT: Thank you. | would Iike
to share ny screen.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Pl ease.

And Marathon Q| has an interest in
this unit. Right?

MS. BENNETT: It does, yes.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: VWhat is their
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I nterest?

MS. BENNETT: So Marathon -- and | put
up this map to orient the Division.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Ckay.

MS. BENNETT: So Marathon owns an
interest in the west half of Section 15, and I'm
hovering right over the west half of Section 15 right
now. Marathon has a 47.5 percent interest in the west
hal f of Section 15. And Section 15 is part of the
acreage that Fasken pooled in 2022. So in 2022 the
Fasken pooling orders covered the west half of 15 and
22.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Ckay.

M5. BENNETT: And then, in addition to
the interests in Section 15, Marathon al so has
interests in Section 10 to the north, and Fasken's
pool i ng applications and those orders do not include
Section 10.

So that's Marathon's interest.
Mar at hon is a pool ed working interest owner under the
order that Fasken and seeks to extend.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Ckay.

M5. BENNETT: So | have four points |I'd
|l i ke to address, and | did really condense ny remarks

based on the Division's schedul e today.
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THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Thank you.

MS. BENNETT: But first | do want to
address a recurring theme in Fasken's brief and
reiterate it today that Marathon's position is this
w de-reachi ng, expansive position advocating that any
time an operator or a conpeting working interest owner
wants to, it can seek to reopen a Division order.
That's not what's at issue here at all. |If Fasken had
drilled these wells, we wouldn't be here.

Marathon is not trying to reopen a
final order. Marathon is not trying to advocate a
position that for every extension request the Division
has to undertake this analysis. It's |limted to these
specific circunstances that Marathon outlined in its
brief.

This is a second extension request.
This isn't a first extension request that the Division
does grant as a matter of course. This is a second
ext ensi on request extending Fasken's drilling w ndow
now to three years. That's an extraordi nary request
from Fasken and, as Fasken itself has acknow edged,

I nvokes the Division's discretion, and Fasken bears

t he burden of denonstrating good cause.

So first of all, thisis limted to a
second extension request. Marathon's position is also
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limted by the fact that Marathon has a substanti al
wor ki ng interest here: 47.5 percent in the west half
of Section 15. And it's |imted because of the
drilling constraints in this area that Marathon
outlined in its brief.

Here, as |I've indicated on this map --
and this is BLM s potash area map -- the only dril
Island in this area that's currently approved is in
t he sout hwest quarter of Section 22. |[|'ve put this
arrow here. So any devel opnent in the west half of
Sections 22, 15, and 10 have to occur fromthat drill
I sland, at least as it currently exists. So under
Fasken's devel opnent plan, drilling Sections 22 and 15
could lead to the stranding of Section 10.

So these are very narrow circunstances
under which Marathon is asking the Division to take
careful consideration of Fasken's second extension
request. So | do want to just reiterate this is a
very limted request under very specific circunstances
contrary to Fasken's argunents.

Secondly, Fasken argues that Marathon
needs to, but can't, reopen the underlying Fasken
cases and that this is Marathon's attenpt to
relitigate the pooling cases. That's not accurate.

Fasken itself had to i nvoke the D vision's discretion
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to seek to anend these orders. Fasken itself opened
the door for this. As | nmentioned earlier, if Fasken
had drilled these wells, we wouldn't be here. Fasken
Is essentially throwng itself at the Division's nercy
and saying, | ook, our orders would otherw se

term nate, but we need you to exercise your discretion
and find good cause.

So Marathon's point is that it does not
have to relitigate the underlying cases and, in fact,
Is not trying to. What Marathon wants to do is have
the -- or what Marathon is asking the Division to, is
fully consider the totality of the circunstances
presented presently -- not in 2022, but presently.
Mar at hon's position is a forward | ooking position -- a
present and forward | ooking position. Fasken keeps
trying to turn the lens back to 2022. That's Fasken's
doi ng, not Marathon's. Marathon is asking the
Di vision presently, today, under the rubric of
Fasken's extension applications, to consider whether
good cause exists to grant those extensions.

Fasken made the argunment again today
that the only way that the Division can reopen a case
is for notice. Well, first of all, the Division
doesn't need to reach that argunent because Marathon's

not seeking to reopen the underlying cases. But
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secondl y, Fasken's argunent just doesn't w thstand
scrutiny because notice of an extension application is
specifically required for working interest owners.
And that notice would be neaningless if working
i nterest owners had to sit passively by and listen to
the applicant's rationale for why they think an
ext ensi on request is warranted, and the working
I nterest owners sit there handcuffed, and the Division
sits there with blinders on not listening to the
circunstances as they presently exist. So the fact
that the Division requires notice to working interest
owners |i ke Marathon underm nes Fasken's argunent.
Fasken's second argunent is that the
Di vision can't consider Marathon or another operator's
conpeting applications as part of the good cause
requi renment or good cause standard, and that flies in
the face of the Gl and Gas Act's ongoi ng mandat e t hat
the Division prevent waste and protect correlative
rights. It isn't a mandate that's frozen in tine.
That's an ongoi ng mandate, and the Division has the
duty to evaluate that now, in the future, and that's
the reason why the Division's orders say that the
Division retains jurisdiction over the matters to
enter additional orders as necessary.

My third point is that Fasken's w ong

that Marathon didn't cite any authority in support of
Mar at hon's position. In fact, the two Comm ssion
orders and the Division order that Marathon cited, the
Ascent / Apache/ Mewbour ne orders, do support Marathon's
position here.

I n those cases, Ascent argued
repeatedly, | think in six different briefs and the
briefing was over a hundred pages, that Apache and
Mewbour ne' s applications were barred by res judicata,
t hat Apache and Mewbourne were seeking to inproperly
relitigate the Ascent pooling orders, that Mewbourne
shoul d have but couldn't reopen the underlying cases.
| think there was a fourth argunent that's very
simlar to the argunent that Fasken's maki ng today.
And the Conm ssion and the Division rejected those
argunments, and the Division, in particular, said the
Conmmi ssion has already rejected those argunents. Res
judi cata does not bar Apache's conpeting applications.
Res judicata does not bar Mewbourne's conpeting
appl i cati ons.

Fasken's argunent is that those cases
are di stinguishable because, in those cases, Mwbourne
and Apache sought de novo review of the underlying
Ascent orders, and so those orders were not,

quot e/ unquote, final from Fasken's perspective. And
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that's true. That is a distinction here, but it's a
distinction without a difference because Division
orders stay -- they have full vitality unless a stay
I's requested. So seeking de novo review to the
Conmi ssi on does not stay the effectiveness of a
Division order. It's still final. So right there,

t hat underm nes any distinction between the

Apache/ Ascent cases and today's case.

But beyond t hat, Fasken hasn't
perfected its order. Those orders are subject to
conditions precedent. Fasken still has to get an
ext ensi on approved by the Division, and Fasken stil
has to drill the wells. So while it's true that there
was not a de novo review taken by Mrathon, that
doesn't take these orders out of the rubric of the
Apache/ Ascent / Mewbour ne cases. So those cases, |
t hink, do provide the Division with authority to
consi der the conpeting applications as part of the
good cause requirenent.

Also -- | neant to say this as ny first
poi nt under this topic -- Marathon did not brief res
judicata and waiver in its briefing before the
Division for the sinple reason that those issues are
not ripe. They weren't ripe at the tinme this briefing

was bei ng undertaken because Marathon had not yet
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filed a conpeting application. Marathon has now filed
a conpeting application, it's in the Division's queue,
and so these issues of waiver and res judicata can be
fully briefed by Fasken in a notion to dismss, and
Mar at hon can fully brief a response on those, and that
could be presented for the Division in a concrete
fashi on as opposed to the straw man argunent that
Fasken is presenting to the Division today. And
Mar at hon's confident that it will win on those
argunments once they're properly before the Division.
So to sum up, Fasken acknow edges t hat
i f the Division denies the extension due to the |ack
of good cause, then Marathon and others can submt
conpeting applications. Wat Marathon's asking the
Division to do today is, for the sake of efficiency,
conbi ne those two steps. They can happen in parallel.
That's what happened, essentially, in the
Apache/ Mewbour ne/ Ascent cases, or that's what the
Comm ssi on envi sioned, and that can happen here. And
so for those reasons -- well, Marathon's just asking
for the opportunity to be able to present its
conpeting applications and for the Division to be open
to considering the totality of the circunstances as
part of the good cause rubric.

Thank you.
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THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  So | think I
foll owed nost of what you said. And does that include
your reply? Did you basically reply to the response?

MS. BENNETT: | did.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  You did. Ckay.
And are you, then, conceding that if the Division
finds good cause to extend the orders, then the
conpeting applications wll not be consi dered?

MS. BENNETT: Yes.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Ckay.

MS. BENNETT: | nean, | don't know that
that's a concession, but if during the hearing on good
cause, and if Marathon were to present conpeting
applications at that hearing and the Division were to
find that good cause warranted the extension of
Fasken's orders, which it very well may reach that
deci sion, then, yes, that would have the effect of
denyi ng Marathon's conpeting application. That's an
outcone that | identified in the brief.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: And since the
heari ng on good cause will be under the admnistrative
due process rubric, and | can only consider relevant
evi dence, how is the conpeting application rel evant
during a good cause hearing?

MS. BENNETT: Thank you. The conpeting
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application is relevant because the Division has an
ongoi ng obligation to assess whet her Fasken's second
extension request is in the best interest of the
protection of correlative rights and the preventi on of
wast e, and so evidence of the conpeting applications
woul d show t hat Fasken's second extensi on request is
not warranted because they would highlight the
deficiencies in the devel opnent plan that Fasken is
seeking to extend.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: And, Ms. Hardy,
you don't take a position either way?

MS. HARDY: No, | do not. Thank you.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Wy did you
enter on this case?

MS. HARDY: Because Earthstone and
Read & Stevens have an interest in these spacing
units.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Are they pool ed
I nterests?

M5. HARDY: Yes, | believe they're. So
they're subject to whatever determ nation the
Comm ssi on makes and the Division makes, so we want to
be sure that their interest is protected.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Well, hold on a

second. So under the current pooling order, they are
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pool ed interests?

MS. HARDY: Yes.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Ckay. Have you
reviewed this conpeting application or do you know
anyt hi ng about the conpeting application?

M5. HARDY: | have not. | just |earned
just now that it had been fil ed.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: | see.

And Freya, do we have a case nunber for
this conpeting application?

When was it filed, Ms. Bennett?

M5. BENNETT: It was filed on Tuesday.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: On Tuesday.

M5. TSCHANTZ: On Tuesday? What are
the well names?

Okay. M. Feldewert, ultimately this
cones down to the argunent that -- the way I
understand it, and, Ms. Bennett, correct me if |I'm
wrong -- that, fromwhat | understand, the Division
requi res notice when an applicant wants an extension
on an order. What is the purpose of that notice if
not to be able to challenge at | east the good cause
aspect of the application for an extension. Whether
or not that extends to conpeting applications is a
wi der view of that notice argunment there. So that's
nunber one.

Nunmber two, what | understand is that
the Division has an ongoi ng obligation under the Q|
and Gas Act to protect correlative rights and prevent

waste, and Ms. Bennett's arguing that |eaves the door
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open for conpeting applications. And finally that a
conpeting application is relevant to a good cause
heari ng based on what |'ve already stated.

Ms. Bennett, does that sum up the
argunent ?

MS. BENNETT: Yes, it does. And I
woul d just note that -- M. Exam ner, are you asking
If I was replying to M. Feldewert's response?

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Yes.

MS. BENNETT: And obviously if | had

Now, she says -- and you asked ne this:
What about this ongoing obligation. There is an
ongoi ng obligation. You have an obligation under the
Ol and Gas Act to prevent waste to protect
correlative rights, and, in the adjudicatory hearing
that resulted in these pooling orders, the Division
exercised that right and nade its determ nati on.

Okay? In an adjudicatory hearing that resulted in a
final order, which is a big distinction fromall the

cases that they cite. You can't have res judicata
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wi t hout a final non-appeal able order. The three
matters they cited, it was all orders fromthe sane
case, and the Division correctly determ ned there was
no res judi cata because the orders were unappeal ed.
There had been no final non-appeal able order. Okay?

Once you have a final non-appeal abl e
order, then res judicata applies, and you don't keep
relitigating whether the pooling of the acreage
prevents waste and protects correlative rights,
ot herwise there will be a revolving door. GCkay? And
they're going to try to draw a distinction between
this case and every other case, but | guarantee you
that if you issue an order in this case that says,
yes, once you file an application to extend a drilling
deadline, we're going to exercise our authority and go
back and | ook at conpeti ng devel opnent pl ans,
conpeting applications filed by other operators, and
do the sanme thing all over again that was adjudi cated
when these pooling orders were issued. OCkay?

So that's the problem [It's not the
good cause. It is the scope of the hearing. Okay?
And our point is, in these types of applications where
there's been good cause, where you're filing under the
good cause paragraph of the pooling orders, where you

have, obviously, a final adjudicated pooling order,
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you don't go back and have second thoughts and | et
operators cone in and say, well, we want to analyze
now again whether it will prevent waste and protect
correlative rights, and we want you to consi der now
sonme conpeting devel opnent plans that we're going to
bring forth. Gkay? That's not what that does, and
there's | egal doctrines that prevent that.

You asked ne what's the purpose of the
notice for the good cause. Okay? The purpose of the
notice is to cone in and contest whether there's good
cause. Okay? And one of the reasons you do that is
expressed in the Exxon/ XTO case that they cite. Ckay?
And that is a working interest owner under pooling
order needs to know if you're going to extend a
drilling deadline for a couple reasons. Okay? Maybe
t hey have concerns about whether there's good cause to
extend that deadline and they ought to have an
opportunity to adjudicate that. Ckay?

Secondly, sonetines sonme operators out
there, as soon as they get the pooling order, they do
a cash call. They do a cash call. They force you to
make an el ection, force you to pay your share of the
costs, and then they sit there and hold your npney.
Okay? Now, that is not the case here. Fasken has not

make any cash call on anybody. Okay? But that woul d
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be part of the good cause hearing. You can | ook at
that. She can ask. Have you required Marathon to
make a cash call? No. They can inquire as to why
they haven't drilled up to this point. Those are al
legitimate inquiries. But to expand it to the scope
that they included here in their brief, okay, is not
proper, it's never been done before, it's not
supported by the Division and Comm ssion orders, and
it flies in the face of res judicata and wai ver.

Now, they said at the |ast hearing they
were going to brief res judicata, and they didn't do
It. And the reason they didn't do it is because it
applies directly to them now. OCkay? So they had
their chance. | don't know why they didn't brief it,
but they didn't after they said they were. And we
don't need to sit here and wait for their application
to be filed and then cone in and decide to adjudicate
res judicata. Their notion, by asking you to consider
conpeti ng devel opnent plans or conpeting applications
filed by other operators, raised the issue now, and it
shoul d have been briefed. W briefed it. | know why
they didn't brief it. Because it applies directly.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Ckay. Thank
you.

MS. BENNETT: M. Exam ner, may |
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pl ease respond to that?

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Yes.

MS. BENNETT: First of all, | want to
clarify a few things. Marathon did appear in the 2022
heari ng. Marat hon had been engaged i n negotiations
wi th Fasken, which is why Marathon agreed to | et
Fasken go forward. Marathon had asked Fasken for a
conti nuance, which Fasken did not agree to. So
Mar at hon appeared in that case and preserved its
rights to the extent necessary. That's reflected in
the transcript.

| don't disagree that the Division went
t hrough the pooling case in 2022. That's not
Mar at hon' s position. Marathon's position is that
ci rcunst ances have changed. We're not in 2022
anynore. Fasken has brought this case back to the
Di vi si on, has reopened the case of its own accord to
seek the Division's discretion.

M. Fel dewert nentioned that res
judi cata applies as soon as there's a final judgnent.
That's not accurate. There are three other factors
that are involved in the res judicata analysis, and,
at the proper tine, Marathon will brief why those
three factors, or at least two of those factors, are

not nmet here. So it's not as sinple as saying res
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judicata attaches to a final judgnent. That's not the
anal ysi s under New Mexico state |law, including the |aw
that Fasken cited in its briefing.

And at the June 27th status conference,
Fasken raised res judicata, and | did say that
Mar at hon woul d brief that. That was in the heat of
t he noment when | was put on the spot about what |
woul d do. In fact, | said | don't think Murathon
needs to reopen these cases. |If that's the notion |
have to file, that m ght be what it's captioned, but
that's not the relief I'Il be seeking. And | also
said that the right tinme to raise these issues is when
Marat hon files its applications and Fasken can then
file a notion to dism ss.

Mar at hon does not need to be put in the
box that Fasken has created and neither does the
Division. There is an orderly fashion through which
this can proceed, and Marathon is invoking that
orderly process.

And | did just want to point out that
t he case imedi ately before these between E.G L. and
MRC denonstrates that pooling orders are not
inviolate. In that case, as | understand it fromthe
di scussion, E.G L., a pooled working interest owner,

proposed infill wells under an existing order. |
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mean, there's no dispute that Marathon coul d propose
infill wells under the existing order. This is not a
conpl etely unprecedented area as Fasken woul d have you
believe. There are clearly tinmes when the Division

can consi der conpeting applications, and this is one

of them

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Oh, you did.

And M. Savage, did you file an
obj ection?

MR. SAVAGE: Did not.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  You're
noni tori ng?

MR. SAVAGE: Just nonitoring. Thank
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you.
THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  So,
M. Rodriguez, these are your cases, are they not?

MR. RODRI GUEZ: They are.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Ckay. What's
happeni ng with negoti ati ons between your party and the
ot hers?

MR. RODRI GUEZ: So ny understanding is
t hat negoti ati ons have been noving forward, especially
after Civitas has filed its applications in these
cases. But this is a high-priority project for
Civitas. |It's sonmething that they -- we intend to
drill next year, and Civitas prefers to have these
cases set for hearing soon as possible so it has
clarity on how this acreage will be devel oped for the
bor e.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  So,

Ms. Bennett -- and then I'I|l conme to you,
M. Savage -- do you know anyt hi ng about the
negotiations in this case?

M5. BENNETT: | don't. |'m encouraged
by M. Rodriguez's report, but the last | heard from
Chevron was that they intended to send out conpeting
proposals and that they intend to do so in the near

term And I'm not signaling anything to M. Rodriguez
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about the status of the discussions because |I'm not

privy to those, but based on ny understanding, | was
ready to ask the Division for -- well, the earliest --
just doing sonme quick math -- that | think the Chevron

applications would be ripe would be October 31st.
That's assum ng they send the proposal letters out in
the near term So | was thinking that a status
conference on October 31st m ght be an appropriate
next step.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Uh- huh.

M. Savage?

MR. SAVAGE: | was just aware that
Chevron did the objection and that was about it.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Ckay. So you
don't take a position on when you cone back.

MR. SAVAGE: We do not. W are
neutral .

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Ckay. Very
good.

MS. BENNETT: M. Exam ner, can |
provi de one nore comment ?

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Yes.

MS. BENNETT: These cases that Civitas
contest were originally filed by Tap Rock nmaybe two

years ago or sonething, and Chevron had filed
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conpeting applications, the Zion [ph] applications,
and then both parties dism ssed their applications.
And so this is a high priority for Chevron too. This
Isn't something that's just com ng out of the blue for
the first tinme. There's a history of this -- each
party wanting to devel op this acreage.

So | just wanted to put that into
context that Chevron just isn't deciding as of today
to send out conpeting proposals. This has been on
their horizon for a couple years. And | won't go into
all the details about why both parties dism ssed their
applications, but they did.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Ckay. Thank
you.

M. Rodriguez, when did you file these
applications with the Division?

MR. RODRI GUEZ: | believe they were
filed in June or July.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Did you file
t hen?

MR. RODRI GUEZ: Let's see. On
July 8th.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: July 8th. Ckay.
Thank you. So they're brand new. Okay. All right.

MR. RODRI GUEZ: They are. But ,
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M. Examner, 1'd like to just add a little bit
nore color to what Ms. Bennett had said.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Sure. Okay.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: So | actually do want
to get into why these were dism ssed. These cases,
whil e they were pending on the docket, there was an
unl eased 40-acre Fed tract that had since been |eased
by an entity called Pride Energy, and that entity
wanted that tract to be included into the conpeting
applications. So the parties agreed to dism ss those
applications. And so the applications that Civitas
had recently filed are essentially admtted
applications that include that.

There really isn't nuch nore to figure
out as far as, you know, what these applications
should ook like. | think that it would be nore
appropriate to set these as a contested hearing sooner
than a status conference, being as the parties have
had several years to actually discuss how the parties
intend to develop this acreage or exchange trade
negotiations. So Civitas's preference would be to set
this for a contested hearing with hopes of resol ving
these matters before that date would arrive.

FELDEWERT: M understanding in
speaking to the client -- | haven't seen the letters,
but I think we would be in a position to be able to
file for an October regular hearing docket so that
notice is provided, and then nove to whatever date
you t hi nk woul d be appropri ate.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Ckay.

Ms. Bennett?

So if that week is available for the
Division, and if E.GL.'s applications are filed for
t he October 10th docket, then that would work, it
seens to ne.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: | didn't hear
from M. Feldewert which of the dockets in October --
we have three dockets: 3, 10, and 31 -- that the
proposal or application will be ready for. So |I'm not
willing to set a contested hearing today. | am

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Thank you.

So are on the docket today are Flat
Creek cases represented by Sharon Shaheen.

Ms. Shaheen, who filed objections in
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your cases?

M5. SHAHEEN: That is a good question.
These have been pending for a little while, and
Mar at hon has conpeting applications. |It's alittle
conplicated in that Flat Creek has proposed Bone
Spring wells in certain depths of the Bone Spring.
Civitas has conparable cases in the other depths in
t he Bone Spring, so those are not conpeting. Both
t hose sets of applications are for |ay-down wells, and
they overlap with proposed stand-up wells by Marathon.
So |'msure that Marathon filed objections, and |
apol ogize that | didn't take a look to see who
actually filed objections. | believe that Ci marex
recently filed an objection to the Civitas cases.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Ckay. Thank
you, Ms. Shaheen. So what do you want to do with your
cases before | go to the other parties?

MS5. SHAHEEN: Well, these cases are
currently set for a contested hearing date on
Sept enber 5t h.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER:  Ckay.

M5. SHAHEEN:. The parties have been
conferring. Cimarex is a little bit of a new player
here. | understand that they may have been conferring

wth Civitas. Flat Creek has been conferring with
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Mar at hon, but it's taking sonme tine, and Flat Creek
woul d ask that the contested hearing date be vacated
and that we set a date for a status conference in
Sept enber.

premature, and Civitas would also prefer that the
contestant hearing be vacated and a status conference
t ake pl ace instead.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: Civitas filed case
nunbers 24712 and 24714 in the | ower depth of the Bone
Spring, which sits below Flat Creek's cases. Those
cases are 24734 and 24735. And Civitas filed case
number 24713 -- oh, I'"'msorry. | have it backward.
|"mjust going to give you the case nunbers. 24713 is
t he Bone Spring case and 24712 and 24714 are the
Wl f canp cases.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Ckay. All
right. Thank you, M. Rodriguez.

M. Savage?

MR. SAVAGE: Yes. So Cimarex was in
negotiation with the parties, or are in negotiation,
and when we initiated the negotiation we did file the
obj ections. And negoti ations have been going very
wel |, apparently, fromwhat | hear, so we withdrew the

objections. But Cimarex would like tinme to see the
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negoti ations cone to fruition and be finalized, so we
are also in consensus that it would be good to push it
back to 9/5 -- the status conference.

THE HEARI NG EXAM NER: Thank you,

And | grouped them because they both
seek to pool a 640-acre horizontal well spacing unit,
one in the Bone Spring and one in the Wl fcanp, which
underlies northeast quarter of Section 9, north half
of Section 10, and the northwest quarter of 11 in
21 South, 27 East, down there in Eddy County.

24427 involves the Bone Spring. GCkay?
It al so seeks approval of an overl apping hori zont al
wel |l spacing unit for the three dedicated wells.

They're targeting with these wells the
Second Bone Spring Sands and the Third Bone Spring
Sands. And the reason | raised that is because
they' re overl apping a 160-acre Bone Spring unit that
i s dedicated to the Aval on Bone Spring East pool.
Since we're targeting the deeper sands, we understand
It will be assigned to a different pool since these
are not Avalon wells. So you'll see on our conpul sory
pooling checklist that we put "to be determ ned" for
t he pool. Ckay.

Case 24430 involves the Wl fcanp. Sane
acreage. But it also seeks approval of a nonstandard
spacing unit as needed. And | say "as needed" because
it's not clear what pool is going to be assigned. The

east half of Section 9 and all of Sections 10 and 11
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are assigned to the Alacran Hills Wl fcanp gas pool,
which is subject to 320-acre spacing. The west half
of Section 9, which is also involved here, is assigned
to the Wol fcanp Alacran Hills Upper Wl fcanp oil pool,
which is 40-acre spacing.

Now, Devon's wells for these in the
VWl f canp are going to be targeting the Upper Wbl fcanp,
and they expect to produce oil. So if the wells are
pl aced in an oil pool, then, you know, we don't need
approval of a nonstandard spacing unit. |'msorry.
If it's placed in the oil pool, then they will need
approval of a nonstandard spacing unit for effective
well spacing. |If it's placed in the |arger gas pool,
even though we think we're going to produce oil, then
we woul d be a standard spacing unit for the gas pool.

The exhibits filed in each case are
essentially the same because the sanme acreage is
I nvol ved. Each contains a checklist, both of which
saying the pool is to be determ ned, and the C 102s
al so do not contain a pool or pool code for these sane
reasons.

The | and statenent is from David
Broussard, who has submtted a self-affirmed statenent
in each case. This is his first tine testifying. W

believe his resune attached to each case as C-1
