WildEarth Guardians and New Energy Economy’s joint motion for clarification was heard.
After oral presentations and comments by the parties, the commission and Hearing Officer
Felicia Orth, Commissioner Bloom voted in favor of reopening deliberations to discuss the
point of including “in downhole operations” in the applications section of 19.15.14.9C,
Commissioners Razatos and Ampomah voted against. The joint motion for clarification
was denied.

The Commission next discussed the adoption of the final order. Commission Counsel,
Zachary Shandler previously provided the commissioners with a statement of reasons for
adopting a final order. The statement of reasons and final order were discussed and the
commission agreed upon revisions to make to the final order. Commissioner Bloom
motioned the commission to accept the final order with the edits discussed. Dr. Ampomah
seconded the motion. The commissioners voted unanimously in favor of accepting the final
order with revisions. Commission counsel will prepare a final order which will be
circulated to the commissioners for their signature.
