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Docket Nos. 35-04 and 01-05 are tentatively set for December 16, 2004 and January 6, 2005. Applications for 
hearing must be Hied at least 23 days in advance of hearing date. OCD Rule 1208.B requires parties who intend to 
present evidence at an adjudicatory hearing to file a pre-hearing statement no later than the Friday before the 
hearing, and serve a copy on opposing counsel of record. If the OCD does not receive a pre-hearing statement 
from the applicant by the close of business on the Friday before the hearing, the hearing may be continued or 
dismissed by order of the examiner. If a protesting party fails to submit a timely pre-hearing statement, the 
hearing may be continued at the applicant's request The following cases will be heard by an Examiner.
