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L CASE 15117: Application of Huntington Energy, L.L.C. for approval of a Federal Exploratory Unit which
includes minerals owned by the State of New Mexico, as to the Basin; Fruitland Coal Gas Pool, San Juan
County, New Mexico. Applicant secks approval of the A’tsa’ Unit, comprised of 14,545.28 acres, more of less,
of federal and State lands situated in various sections of Township 25 North, Range 13 West, N M.P.M. and
Township 24 North, Range 13 West, N.M.P.M., all in San Juan County, New Mexico, as to the Fruitland Coal
formation. This area is located approximately 30 miles south of Farmington, New Mexico.
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2. CASE 15118 Application of OXY USA Inc. for a non-standard spacing and proration unit and compulsory
pooling, Eddy County, New Mexico. Applicant secks an order (1) creating a non-standard, 160 acre spacing
and proration unit comprised of the N/2 5/2 of Section 26, Township 23 South, Range 30 East, NMPM, Eddy
County, and (2) pooling all mineral interests in the Delaware formation underlying this acreage.
