The other point I'd like to bring up is
that if you'll look in the ordering paragraphs, that
order -- it says, "The operator shall furnish the
Division in each?known pool of working interest owner,
itemized schedule of actual well costs within 90 days
following completion of the subject well. If no

objection to the actual well cost is received by the
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Division, and the Division has not objected within 45
days following receipt of the schedule, the actual well
costs shall deemed to be reasonable well costs. If
there is no objection to the actual cost within the
45-day period, the Division will determine reasonable
well costs after public notice and hearing."”

Most operators have not supplied this to
the Division, and the Division expects the applicants to
supply this required information.
