1. CASE 14421: (Continuedfrom the March 4, 2010 Examiner Hearing.) 
Application of ConocoPhillips Company for amendment of Division Order No. R-2403, as amended, to increase the 
authorized injection pressure in its MCA Unit Area, Lea County, New Mexico. The Maijamar Cooperative Agreement 
Unit encompasses portions of Sections 14 to 23 and 25 to 35 ofTownship 17 South, Range 32 East and portions of Section 
30 ofTownship 17 South, Range 33 East, N.M.P.M. Applicant seeks to increase the approved surface injection pressure 
for water injection in this project area to 2150 psi. Said unit is located approximately 3 miles South of Maijamar, New 
Mexico. 

2. CASE 14440: Application of Mewbourne Oil Company for compulsory pooling, Eddy County, New Mexico. 
Applicant in the above-styled cause seeks an order pooling all mineral interests from the surface to the base ofthe Yeso 
formation in all formations and pools in the NE/4 SW/4 ofSection 5, Township 20 South, Range 25 East, NMPM, Eddy 
County, New Mexico. Applicant proposes to dedicate the pooled units to its West Draw "5" K. Well No. 1. to be drilled as a 
wildcat oil well at a standard location 1650 feet from the South Line and 2310 feet from the West Line (Unit K.) of said 
Section 5. Also to be considered will be the cost of drilling and completing said well as well as actual operating costs and 
charges for supervision, designation of applicant as operator of the well and a charge for risk involved in drilling said well. 
Said area is located approximately 3 miles Northwest of Lakewood, New Mexico.

Applicant in the above-styled cause seeks an order pooling all mineral interests from the surface to the base ofthe Yeso 
formation in all formations and pools in the NE/4 NE/4 ofSection 7, Township 20 South, Range 25 East, NMPM, Eddy 
County, New Mexico. Applicant proposes to dedicate the pooled units to its West Draw "7" A Federal Well No. 1. to be 
drilled as a wildcat oil well at a standard location 1250 feet from the North Line and 330 feet from the East Line (Unit A) of 
said Section 7. Also to be considered will be the cost of drilling and completing said well as well as actual operating costs 
and charges for supervision, designation of applicant as operator of the well and a charge for risk involved in drilling said 
well. Said area is located approximately 3.25 miles Northwest of Lakewood, New Mexico.
