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WHEREUPON, the following proceedings were had at
9:00 a.m.

CHAIRMAN WROTENBERY: Okay, we'll go ahead and
get started. This should be a very quick meeting of the
0il Conservation Commission. It's October 14th, 1999, and
most of us are here in the OCD conference room in Santa Fe.

I'm Lori Wrotenbery, Chairman of the 0il
Conservation Commission.

We've got Commissioner Jami Bailey representing
Land Commissioner Ray Powell here.

Commissioner Robert Lee is participating in this
meeting by telephone. 1It's going to be such a short
meeting, we determined that we would hook him in by phone
rather than asking him to make the four-hour trip back and
forth between Santa Fe and Socorro.

Lyn, do we need to say anything more to make
Commissioner Lee's participation official?

MS. HEBERT: Commissioner Lee is attending
pursuant to the Division's rule on attendance of
Commissioners at hearings by telephone.

CHATRMAN WROTENBERY: Okay, great, thank you.

We also have Florene Davidson, the Commission
secretary, Lyn Hebert, the Commission's legal counsel,
Steve Brenner is going to record this short meeting for us

today, and then the 0il Conservation Division's legal
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counsel Rand Carroll is going to assist us with one of the
items on the agenda.

First thing is the minutes of last meeting of the
0il Conservation Commission, it's the one we held in
Farmington on September 23rd, 1999.

Commissioners, have you had a chance to review
the draft minutes?

COMMISSIONER BAILEY: Yes, I have, and I move
that we accept the minutes of the last meeting.

COMMISSIONER LEE: I second.

CHAIRMAN WROTENBERY: All in favor say "aye".

COMMISSIONER BAILEY: Aye.

COMMISSIONER LEE: Aye.

CHAIRMAN WROTENBERY: Aye. And I will sign those

minutes on behalf of the Commission.

CHAIRMAN WROTENBERY: And let's see, we did have
a couple of cases that were originally scheduled for
today's meeting, but they have been continued.

One of them is Case 12,186. This is the de novo
hearing on the Application of Chesapeake 0il Operating,
Inc., for compulsory pooling in Lea County, New Mexico. At
the request of the parties, this case is being continued to

the Commission's hearing on November 17th, 1999.
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And then we had three cases involving the Wiser
0il Company. These were Cases 12,148, 12,149 and 12,150.
They all involve Applications of the Wiser 0il Company to
qualify three of their waterflood expansion projects for
the recovered oil tax rates, and these particular cases
have been continued to the Commission's hearing on November
17th, 1999, at the request of the de novo Applicant.
