REVISION OF ORDER NO. 1 OF THE GCOMMISSION,

"GENERAL STATE PRORATION ORDER."

In the event thai the reasonable market demand for
0il, as determined by the Commission, in any of the gas
and oll fields in ILea County, New Mexico, for any fifteen
day proration period 1is less than the amount that would be
allocated to the fleld, according to Order No. 1 of the
Commission, the amount allocated shall be the reasonable
market demand. The alloeations to the other flelds shall
be 1In accordance with order No. 1, after deducting from
the total Lea County allocation, the allocation for the
particular field or fields in which the reasonable market
demand, as determined by the Commission, is less than the
allocation, according to Order No. 1.
