31 THE COMMISSION: 

This matter came on th i s day f o r hearing on pe t i t i on duly f i l e d a t 
Santa Fe, New I-fexico, before the O i l Conservation Commission of New Ifexico, 
hereinaf ter referred to as the "Commission." 

NOW, on th i s 8th day of January, 1952, the Commission, a quorum 
being present at an emergency session, being f u l l y advised i n the premises, 

FINDS: 

1 . That applicant, Gulf O i l Corporation, completed a gas v e i l i n 
the SE/4. SE/4 section 22, T. 12 S., R. 33 3 . , NMPM, i n January 1950; that 
subsequent to such completion there has been no p o s s i b i l i t y of marketing 
such production. 

2. That by reason of lack of production the state o i l and gas lease 
vould not be perpetuated and thus expire i n the immediate f u t u r e . 

3. That an opportunity lias presented i t s e l f f o r the gas production 
from the M . K , I , State No. 1 Well to be sold to Amerada Petroleum Corporation 
but used contrary to the provisions and requirements of the Commission's 
» i u J . e 

4. That f a i l u r e of the Commission to exercise i t s emergency powers 
and grant a t e n ^ r a r y exception i n th i s case vould vork hardship upon th i s 
applicant. 

IT 13 THEREFORE ORDERED: 

That the applicant, Gulf O i l Corporation, and Amerada Petroleum Cor­
poration, purchaser, are hereby granted an emergency order not to exceed 
15 days from and a f t e r January o, 1952, to produce, market, and u t i l i z e such 
production from i t s N . M . I . State No. 1 gas w e l l , located i n the SE/4 SE/4 
section 22, T. 12 3 . , R. 33 E . , NMPM, exempt from and as an exception to 
Commission's Rule 404; PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that Gulf O i l Corporation sha l l 
f o r t h w i t h and p r io r to January 10, 1952, f i l e v i t h the Commission and wi th 
the Co^SLissicr.er of Public Lands at Santa Fo, Nov tkx i co , an a f f i d a v i t that 
said •.?sll i s ac tual ly being produced.
