_This cause came on for hearing at 9100 o'clock a.m. on July
11, 1956, at liobbs, New Mexice, before Warren W. Mankin, Examiner,
duly appointed by the Oil Censervation Commission of MNew Mexice, herein-
after referred to as the "Commissien"”, in accordsnce with Rule 1214 of the
Commissien's Statewide Rules and Regulations.

NOW, on this ____ o day of August, 195, the Commission,
a quorum being present, bhaving considered the application, the evidence
adduced, and the recommendations of the Examiner, Warren ¥. Mankin,
and being fully advised in the premises,

ELNRS

(1) That due notice having been given as required by law, the
Commissioen has jurisdictien of this cause and the subject matter thereof)

(2) That the applicaticn filed herein complies in all respects
with the provisions of Mule 701 of the Commission's Rules and Regulations;

(3) That the applicant, Barney Cockburn is the operater
together with Carl K. Carson, J. B. Stevenson and Don E. Woodward owns
the federal oil and gas lease upon which has been drilled the Wyatt-Phillips
Well Mo, 3, located in the NE/4 NN/4 of Section 33, the Wyatt-Fhillips Well
No. 6, located in the SW/4 NW/4 of Section 34, and the Wyatt-Phillips Well
No. 8, located in the NW/4 Mi/4 of Section 34, all in Township 17 South,
Range 33 East, NiPM, Lea County, lMew iexice, through which wells the
applicant preposes to imject water inte the (ueen formation of the Cerxbin
Pool.

(4) That the propesed program will not adversely affect the
interests of any other eperators.

(5) That mro ebjection has been entered to the granting of this
annlication.
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(6) That the proposed program will promote conservation and
will tend {0 prevent waste through the production of eil which aight not
otherwise have bsen recevered.

(7) That periedic reports should be submitted te the Commis-
sion by the applicant disclesing the progress of the secondary recovery
PTOGTaR.

(8) That continued production from the Grayburg-San Andres
formation in the Maljamar Pool is mot inconsistent with the prepesed pro-
gram and that suech centinued production will prevent waste and preotect
correlative rights.

(1) That the application of Barney Cockburn for permission
to inject water inte the Queen formation of the Corbin Pool in Lea County,
New Mexico, for the purpese of secendary recovery of oil therefrem, be
and the same is hereby appreved.

{2) That the injection shall be made through the tubing of the
Wyatt-Phillips Well No. 5, located in the Ni/4 NW/4 of Section 33, the
Wyati-Phillips Well No. 6, located in the SW/4 NW/4 of Section 34, and
recomplote and inject water through the casing-tubing annulus of the
Wyatt-Phillips wWell Ne. 8, located in the NW/4 NW/4 of Section 34, all
in Tomship 17 South, Range 33 East, NMPM, Lea County, New Mexice.

(3) That monthly pregress reports on the water fleed project
shall be submitted to the Commission in accerdance with Rule 1119 of the
Comnission's Rules and Regulations.

(4) That the applicant is permitted te produce through the
tubing of the said Wyat$-Phillips Well No. 8 frem the Grayburg-San Andres
formation of the Msljamar Pool, Lea County, New Mexice.
