Case 1174, cal led on the Commiss ion ' s own mot ion to consider the 

grant ing of an exception to Rule 502 I (a) (daily product ion tolerance rule) of 

the Statewide Rules and Regulations f o r a l l wel ls i n the Caprock-Queen Poo l , 

w i l l be heard on November 13, 1956. It has been brought to the at tention of 

the Commiss ion that operators are having d i f f i c u l t y i n producing the to ta l 

monthly al lowable without , i n some instances, exceeding the da i ly product ion 

tolerance of 125%. I t has been indicated that the product ion problems encount­

ered are due to p a r a f f i n and the low v i scos i ty of the o i l i n this pool. 

Cit ies Service O i l Company has indicated that they w i l l present 

some tes t imony i n this case. Other in teres ted par t ies should also consider 

o f f e r i n g t es t imony . 

No considerat ion w i l l be given to increas ing the monthly product ion 

to lerance.
