FIMpSs 

(1) That da* public notice having Lean given as requirea by 
law, the Commission has jurisdiction uf this catue and the subject 
matter thereof. 

(2) That the applicants are tha owners and operators of that 
portion ^f State of New M«xic> Oil and Gaa Lease Na. B-1483 cotapris 
ing Lat 2 NE/4) ^f Section 2 and that portion wf State ̂ f New 
Mexico Oil and Gas Lease No. WU9 consisting of Lot 3 <N£/4 NW/4) 
jf Section 2, Tawaship 18 S uth, Range 21 East, NMPM, Eddy County, 
New Mexico. 

(3) That the applicants propose to coming la tha Empire-Abo 
Paul production from the two units into a conston tank battery 
Ideated in the NE/4 NW/4 of said Section 2, after separately meter­
ing the production froa >ne of tha two units. 

(4) That the production trm each unit should ba separately 
metered before eostfaingling, using corrosion resistant positive dis< 
placement or du»p-type meters, since royalty interests in tha two 
units are not eoasnon. 
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<5) That approval of tha subject application will neither 
cause waste nor impair correlative rights, provided adequate meter­
ing, testing, and storage fac i l i t i e s are installed. 

If IS THiESfOES OHDEHED; 

(1) That the application of Carper Drilling Company, Inc. 
and I . J. Sivley far an order authorising the« to eomaingle the 
Empire-Abo Pv>ol production fro» portions of two separate leases 
comprising respectively L>t 2 (NW/4 NE/4) .A Section 2 and L^t 3 
(NE/4 NW/*> of Section 2, Township 18 South, Range 2? East, Miffti, 
Eddy County, New Mexico, ne and the same is hereby granted. 

PftOViQEP HOtfEV&R, That the production from each of the above-
described 'units'''shall he separately watered prior to comingling. 

(2) That a l l meters shall he operated and maintained in such 
a manner as to ensure an accurate measurement of production at a l l 
tines. 

That a l l meters shall he cheeked for accuracy at intervals 
not to exceed one Month until further direction hy the Secretary-
Director, teeters shall he calibrated against a master meter or 
against a test tank of measured volume and the results of such 
calibration filed with the Cotsmission uo the Commission form en­
titled "Meter Test Report."
