Applicant, i n the above-styled cause, seeks 
authority to d r i l l a well at an unorthodox location 1980 feet from 
the North l i n e and 660 feet from the West l i n e of Section 7, Township 
18 South, Range 26 East, West Atoka-Morrow Gas Pool, Eddy County, 
New Mexico, the N/2 of said Section 7 to be dedicated to the we l l .
