3. The proposed format utilizes more up to date word processing
capabilities to generate rules in a consistent format.

4. Utilizing the new format, the Division will be able to incorporate
revisions to the rules in a timely manner and provide users with replacement
pages to enable them to keep their rulebooks up to date.

5. The new format will show an effective date for each rule, and the
