4 you, i n your review of the i n f o r m a t i o n o r i g i n a l l y presented, 

5 do you n o t i c e any s u b s t a n t i a l l y s i m i l a r or s i g n i f i c a n t l y 

g d i f f e r e n t from the o r i g i n a l i n f o r m a t i o n presented t o the D i -

7 v i s i o n ? 

8 A I t ' s s u b s t a n t i a l l y s i m i l a r . 

9 Q In looking at the w e l l s which have been 

selected, have you picked any p a r t i c u l a r w e l l s or on what 

basis d i d you pick the wells? 

A A l l have s i g n i f i c a n t production data to 

get a trend of decline t o p r o j e c t the u l t i m a t e recovery to 

economic l i m i t . We included the three t h a t were used before 

15 i n the previous hearing, which we f e l t had not changes 

Ig s i g n i f i c a n t l y . We also chose two w e l l s a d d i t i o n a l l y t h a t 

17 followed the trend of the pool, and then we also included 

another one t h a t i s o f f to the edge. 

19 Q I n other words, i t ' s your b e l i e f t h a t 

20 these w e l l s are r e p r e s e n t a t i v e of production throughout the 

21 pool and are not selected because they're p a r t i c u l a r l y good 

22 w e l l s or p a r t i c u l a r l y bad w e l l s , or f o r any other reason 

23 other than they're r e p r e s e n t a t i v e of production --

24 A Yes, s i r . 

25 Q across the pool, i s t h a t c o r r e c t ? Do

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1 you have an opinion as to what the appropriate drainage and 

2 spacing f o r the South B i s t i Gallup O i l Pool should be? 

3 A Yes, s i r . A f t e r doing these studies and 

4 analyzing the decline curves and the logs and sample 

5 analysis data, we f e e l t h a t 80 acres would be approximately 

fi the drainage area. 

7 Q Ms. W i l l i a m s , are you f a m i l i a r w i t h the 

8 s p e c i a l pool r u l e s f o r the South B i s t i Gallup O i l Pool? 

9 A Yes, s i r . 

10 Q Are there any p r o v i s i o n s w i t h i n those 

11 r u l e s t h a t cause you any p a r t i c u l a r problems? 

12 A Yes, s i r . Rule No. 4, w i t h the l i m i t s of 

13 s t a k i n g a pool w i t h i n 150 f e e t from the center of a quarter 

14 q u a r t e r . 

15 Q Staking a w e l l w i t h i n -- w i t h i n t h a t 

16 l o c a t i o n , i s t h a t --

17 A Yes, s i r . 

18 Q And why does t h a t cause you d i f f i c u l t y ? 

19 A Well, we have several reasons. We f e e l 

20 t h a t i t ' s r e s t r i c t i v e i n c o n t r a s t to the statewide and 

21 adjacent B i s t i Pool r u l e s . I t i s burdensome i n respect to 

22 being sure whether or not you're l e g a l or not, w i t h being a 

23 square versus a c i r c l e . 

24 Q Let me stop you there f o r a moment. Why 

25 does t h a t p a r t i c u l a r l y cause a problem as a square versus a 
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c i r c l e and — 

A I t ' s d i f f i c u l t t o emphasize a 150-foot 

3 radius i n a system t h a t has been long t r a d i t i o n a l l y from the 

4 outside or border of a quarter quarter section boundary. 

5 Q Now when you're t a l k i n g about d i f f i c u l t y , 

g i s i t d i f f i c u l t y w i t h c o n t r a c t o r s and f i e l d personnel t h a t 

7 you use? 

g A Yes, s i r . 

9 Q And t o the best of your knowledge are 

most surveys done from corners and sice l i n e s and survey 

t r a c t s r a t h e r than from the center? 

A Yes, s i r . 

Q I n a d d i t i o n to the problems caused, the 

14 d i f f i c u l t i e s i n e s t a b l i s h i n g a l e g a l l o c a t i o n , are there any 

15 p r a c t i c a l considerations i n the f i e l d t h a t cause d i f f i c u l t y , 

Ig t h a t t h i s r u l e causes d i f f i c u l t y with? 

17 A Well, the area borders the B i s t i t i g h t 

Ig Badlands. We have archaeological areas. I t ' s approximately 

10 t o 15 miles from the area t h a t ' s known as the Chaco Can-

20 y ° n National Park. 

21 The archaeology i n the area has been es-

22 timated from 10 to 12 s i t e s per s e c t i o n . We have c u r r e n t 

23 Indian r e s i d e n t s plus we have h i s t o r i c Navajo s i t e s i n v o l -

24 ved, al s o . 

25 Q And what — what has — l e t ' s look f o r a

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1 moment at the archaeological c o n s i d e r a t i o n s . What are the 

2 requirements w i t h respect to those considerations as f a r as 

3 b u i l d i n g l o c a t i o n and d r i l l i n g a well? 

4 A We are req u i r e d t o have an on - s i t e ar-

5 chaeological survey done on the w e l l pad w i t h a 100 f o o t 

6 b u f f e r on each side of the pad and any area of impact t h a t 

7 we wi11 — 

8 Q And i f some archaeological f i n d i n g i s 

9 made, what's (unclear)? 

JQ A We — i f i t i s a s i g n i f i c a n t archaeologi-

H c a l f i n d , we have t o be at l e a s t 100 f e e t away from i t . 

12 Q From -- from the periphery of the — 

13 A Yes, s i r . 

14 Q -- of the f i n d . 

15 A Yes, s i r , from the s i t e , yes, s i r . 

15 Q And you stated also t h a t there are people 

17 who have houses, l i v e , a c t u a l l y l i v e i n the area? What are 

18 the requirements w i t h respect to tha t ? 

19 A I bel i e v e t h a t ' s around 400 f e e t . 

20 Q Have you prepared an e x h i b i t i n connec-

21 t i o n w i t h -- t o demonstrate the problems caused by Rule 4? 

22 A Yes, s i r , our E x h i b i t Number Five i s a 

23 s e c t i o n w i t h the scale being 660 f e e t per inch and the f i r s t 

24 row, P l a t 1, P l a t 2, and P l a t 3, I have t r i e d to show w i t h 

25 the 150-foot radius t h a t i f a s i t e were found, a s i g n i f i c a n t 
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1 s i t e were found i n t h a t r a d i u s , there would be v i r t u a l l y no 

2 place t h a t we could move our pad to remain standard. 

3 Q Is the red c i r c l e the — the 100-foot r a -

4 dius l e g a l l o c a t i o n ? 

5 A Yes, s i r . 

g Q Is t h a t what t h a t i d e n t i f i e s ? 

7 A Yes, s i r . 

g Q And what i s the s o l i d square? 

9 A The s o l i d square i s a t y p i c a l Dugan loca-

10 t i o n , which i s 300 by 300 f o r a Gallup w e l l and the dashed 

11 l i n e i s the 100-foot b u f f e r r e q u ired f o r the archaeological 

12 survey. 

13 The area of the actual w e l l pad, which 

14 would be the impacted, v/ould be 9 — 90, 000 square f e e t com-

15 pared to the 70 — almost 71,000 square f e e t t h a t i s con-

15 tained i n the c i r c l e . 

17 Q I n other words, i f I look at t h i s e x h i b i t 

IS c o r r e c t l y , i f you would -- were confined at an archaeologi-

19 c a l s i t e or i f there were a residence w i t h i n the l e g a l loca-

20 t i o n , i t would be v i r t u a l l y impossible to b u i l d a l o c a t i o n 

21 and d r i l l a w e l l w i t h o u t impacting e i t h e r the archaeological 

22 s i t e or the residence. 

23 A Yes, s i r . 

24 Q And t h a t doesn't even take i n t o account 

25 any topographical considerations which you'd menntioned pre 
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1 v i o u s l y . 

2 A No. 

3 Q Nov; the P l a t 4, what does P l a t 4 show? 

4 What's the blue area? 

5 A P l a t 4, the blue area i n d i c a t e s the 

5 statewide r u l e s and also those t h a t are i n e f f e c t f o r the 

7 adjacent B i s t i Pool. That would be 330 f e e t from any boun-

g dary of the quarter q u a r t e r . 

9 What I have t r i e d to show there i s t h a t 

10 i f there were a s i g n i f i c a n t s i t e found, or i f there were a 

11 h i s t o r i c a l s i t e or even a c u r r e n t residence, we would be 

12 able t o avoid the area. 

13 Q You heard Mr. Fagrelius t e s t i f y t h a t 

14 there are also some ge o l o g i c a l reasons why t h i s 150-foot 

15 radius i s -- i s perhaps too r e s t r i c t i v e . Looking at Plats 5 

16 and 6 what are you attempting t o show there which might also 

17 impact on the geology? 

Ig A In 5 and 6 what I was t r y i n g to show was 

19 the d i f f e r e n c e i n area. 

20 The c i r c l e , the 100 f o o t — 150-foot rad-

21 ius from the center of the quarter quarter involves an area 

22 t h a t i s 4 percent of the area of the quarter quarter; how-

23 ever, the statewide pool r u l e s and the B i s t i , adjacent B i s t i 

24 Pool r u l e s , would cover 25 percent of the area of the quar-

25 t e r q u a r t e r . 
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1 Q And i n other words, i n — i n B i s t i and 

2 under the statewide r u l e s you can locate a w e l l i n approxi-

3 mately 4 — 6 times as much area as — as i n the South B i s t i 

4 Gallup — 

5 A Yes, s i r . 

6 Q — Pool? 

7 A And what would you request t h a t the Com-

g mission do to a l l e v i a t e the problem? 

9 A Well, we would request t h a t the standard 

10 statewide pool r u l e s and the B i s t i Gallup Pool r u l e s would 

11 aPPly also to the South B i s t i Gallup. 

12 Q And those r u l e s r e q u i r e a setback of 330 

13 f e e t , I b e l i e v e you said? 

14 A Yes, s i r . 

15 Q From the edge of the quarter quarter sec-

Ig t i o n r a t h e r than measuring from the center. 

17 A Yes. 

18 Q Are there any a d d i t i o n a l r u l e s which you 

19 would suggest modifying and which are perhaps more r e s t r i c -

20 t i v e than need be w i t h respect t o w e l l locations? 

21 A I f the radius of 150 were even changed to 

22 & square i t would f a c i l i t a t e our — 

23 Q That would p r i m a r i l y go towards the ques-

24 t i o n of a c t u a l l y measuring f o r your surveyors and — 

25 A Yes. 
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1 Q — other c o n t r a c t o r s — 

2 A Yes. 

3 Q — measuring from the outside, i s t h a t 

4 r i g h t ? 

5 A Yes. 

6 Q I t would not s i g n i f i c a n t l y --

7 A Rather than f i n d i n g the center and then 

8 going from the center. 

9 Q So they would now be able to go from the 

10 outside and measure i n but i t would not — would i t s i g n i f i -

11 c a n t l y improve your f l e x i b i l i t y as f a r as the location? 

12 A Yes. 

13 Q Having a 300-foot square would be --

14 A Yes. 

15 Q -- as acceptable as having the 330/330 

16 c i r c l e ? 

17 A The square, as you can see even from our 

18 t h a t would give us a greater f l e x i b i l i t y t o move the l o -

19 c a t i o n i f need be. 

20 Q But your preference would be to go to the 

21 330-foot s e c t i o n --

22 A Yes, because of the archaeology i n the 

23 area and the Indian r e s i d e n t s , plus there's the topography 

24 i n the area i s " i f y " a t best and i t would greater enhance 

25 t h a t . 



1 Q Now w i t h respect to d r i l l i n g of an unor-

2 thodox l o c a t i o n , I b e l i e v e Rule No. 5 authorizes administra-

3 t i v e approval of an unorthodox l o c a t i o n f o r topographical 

4 reasons, i s t h a t c o r r e c t ? 

5 A Yes, s i r . We f e e l t h a t i t would also be 

6 to our b e n e f i t and any other operator i n the area t o have 

7 the Rule No. 5 to also include nonstandard l o c a t i o n 

8 a d m i n i s t r a t i v e approval f o r archaeological reasons. 

9 We also f e e l t h a t t h i s might not be a 

JO bad r u l e t o include i n t o a l l of the statewide r u l e s as 

11 reasons f o r nonstandard l o c a t i o n . 

12 Q Base upon your experience i n the f i e l d , 

13 are the archaeological reasons as compelling as 

14 topographical reasons f o r r e l o c a t i n g a w e l l , w e l l pad? 

15 A Yes. The archaeology has a large 

15 s i g n i f i c a n c e i n the San Juan Basin. There are thousands of 

17 s i t e s t h a t are recorded and several thousand, I'm sure, t h a t 

18 are unrecorded. 

19 Q And I b e l i e v e you i n d i c a t e d e a r l i e r there 

20 are as many as — how many, what was the density of s i t e s 

21 t h a t you found i n — 

22 A The d e n s i t y of s i t e s i n t h i s p a r t i c u l a r 

23 area i s from 8 t o 12 per s e c t i o n . We're approximately a 

24 mile and a h a l f from a s e c t i o n t h a t has a known density of 

25 s i t e s of 40 s i t e s i n t h a t s e c t i o n . 
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1 We're approaching the west p o r t i o n of the 

2 pool. We have what they c a l l the Anasazi Chaco North-South 

3 Road, which i s s i t e s which run along from Chaco Canyon up to 

4 Aztec Ruins. 

5 Q Were E x h i b i t s Three through Five prepared 

6 by you or are you f a m i l i a r w i t h the e x h i b i t s and now of 

7 t h e i r accuracy? 

g A Yes, s i r . 

9 MR. STOVALL: We'd move the ad-

10 mission of E x h i b i t s Three through Five. 

H MR. STOGNER: E x h i b i t s Three 

12 through Five w i l l be admitted i n t o evidence. 

13 Q I s there anything else? Are there any 

14 other matters w i t h respect t o the South B i s t i Gallup Pool 

15 r u l e s t h a t Dugan Production would l i k e to see modified? 

Ig A Yes, s i r . Mr. Dugan would l i k e a change 

17 of pool name and he f e e l s t h a t i t i s important and he r e -

18 grets he i s not here today t o t e s t i f y i n person. 

19 Q And have you prepared an e x h i b i t i n con-

20 nection w i t h t h a t request? 

21 A Yes, s i r , E x h i b i t Number Six. 

22 Q And would you i d e n t i f y E x h i b i t Number 

23 Six, please? 

24 A E x h i b i t Number Six i s a poem w r i t t e n by 

25 Cheri Gunn of Dugan Production, which i s also known as our 
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I Good Times Rhyme. 

MR. STOGNER: So we can save 

3 some time here, Mr. S t o v a l l , I ' l l take n o t i c e of a l l t h i s , 

4 but l e t ' s move on. We've got a l o t of cases today. 

5 MR. STOVALL: I was j u s t about 

6 to say, Mr. Stogner, I'm going to allow the Examiner to read 

7 the e x h i b i t a t h i s convenience, and I would move the admis-

8 sion of E x h i b i t Number Six and I have nothing f u r t h e r . 

9 MR. STOGNER: Okay, E x h i b i t 

10 Number Six w i l l be taken under advisement. 

11 

1 2 CROSS EXAMINATION 

,3 BY MR. STOGNER: 

14 Q Ms. Willi a m s , l e t ' s go to your E x h i b i t 

15 Number Four a t t h i s p a r t i c u l a r time and i n the r e s e r v o i r pay 

16 data you show several i n t e r v a l thicknesses on there. You 

17 show your Good Time Sands, a d d i t i o n a l primary sands, and 

18 secondary sands i n f e e t . What p a r t i c u l a r H value d i d you 

19 use i n your c a l c u l a t i o n i n 3 t o c a l c u l a t e the recovery f a c-

20 tors? 

21 A What p a r t i c u l a r H value? 

22 Q Yeah, the H value, the thickness. 

23 A Those were the -- taken i n -- i n the Good 

24 Times Sand the net pay thickness i n H were f i g u r e d i n the 

25 f e e t thicknesses t h e r e . Then the primary sands, the f e e t , 
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1 the H was f i g u r e d at — say, i n the December Dream No. 1 i t 

2 was 9 f e e t and the secondary sand was the 19 f e e t . 

3 Q So the f i g u r e s i n column 3 are a combina-

4 t i o n of — of each one of those H values or did you j u s t — 

5 A Column 3? 

6 Q Yeah. 

7 MR. STOVALL: He's r e f e r r n g to 

8 the v o l u m e t r i c recovery column. 

9 A Oh, over here? 

10 Q Yes. 

11 A Yes, s i r . 

12 Q Okay, so you added up a l l the t h i c k n e s -

13 ses, pay thicknesses. 

14 A Yes, s i r , but we used a d i f f e r e n t recov-

15 ery value. The probable recovery value t h a t we used i n the 

16 Good Times was 10 percent; the primary 5 percent; and the 

17 secondary was approximately 1-1/2 f o r the probable. 

18 Q M l r i g h t y . How about the — the poros-

19 i t y ? Did you also take an average or how d i d you do i t ? 

20 A Yes, s i r , the p o r o s i t i e s were averaged i n 

21 the area, i n the d i f f e r e n t zones. 

22 As you can see, there's separate i n t e r -

23 vals t h a t we have p e r f o r a t e d and those were taken i n d i v i d -

24 u a l l y and then added together and averaged. 

25 Q And the same i s also your Vsh values. 
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A Yes, s i r , t h a t ' s ( u n c l e a r ) . 

Q And so i f I look at the December Dream 

No. 1, you added up 6 f e e t plus 9 f e e t plus 19 f e e t to get 

your -- t o get your H value? 

A No, s i r , those were taken separately and 

then each column i s a t t r i b u t e d to -- each primary -- the 

Good Times Sand, the primary sand, and the secondary sand 

were done i n v i d i d u a l l y and then added together f o r the v o l u ­

metric recovery. 

Q What i s the average age of most of these 

w e l l s out here? 

12 A Well, we s t a r t e d w i t h the December Dream 

No. 1, which was January 19th of 1984. The l a s t w e l l t h a t 

we completed was the W i t t y No. 6, which was i n August of 

' 87. 

They're approximately, oh, maybe 15-16 

months. 

Q Okay. Now, when I look at your E x h i b i t 

Number Three, your production during October of 1987, there 

are some r e l a t i v e l y small f i g u r e s per day production there. 

A Yes, s i r . 

Q 3.8, 2.4,2.6. Looks l i k e your best one 

up here i s the 39.4, your Mary Lou No. 4? 

A Well, t h a t , as you can see, was only com­

pl e t e d i n J u l y . I t ' s a t y p i c a l Gallup area where the i n i -
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1 t i a l production i s higher and then drops o f f r a t h e r steeply. 

2 Q Oh, yeah, the Calgary No. 88 was a 72.9 

3 — 

4 A Yes, s i r . 

5 Q and t h a t was also completed i n Ju l y . 

5 A Yes, s i r , so i t ' s only had approximately 

7 f i v e months of production. 

8 Q So i t appears they drop o f f f a i r l y f a s t . 

9 A Yes, s i r , and some of them are b e t t e r 

10 than o t h e r s . 

11 Q What type of s t i m u l a t i o n i s required out 

12 here on these wells? 

13 A Well, we pe r f o r a t e d and st i m u l a t e w i t h 

14 acid and then f r a c t u r e them w i t h sand and water. 

15 Q Upon i n i t i a l completion or — 

16 A Yes, s i r . 

17 Q Are there any sections i n here t h a t have 

18 two w e l l s on a p r o r a t i o n u n i t ? 

19 A No, s i r . 

20 Q Okay. Let's take a look at your E x h i b i t 

21 Number Five, and t h i s i s the l o c a t i o n question. 

22 I f we d i d give t h a t 330 f e e t r u l e s , l e t ' s 

23 v i s u a l i z e t h a t we have four 80-acre p r o r a t i o n u n i t s coming 

24 together at one p a r t i c u l a r p o i n t , i t ' s foreseeable t h a t you 

25 could have four w e l l s bunched up together, i s t h a t not 
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1 r i g h t ? 

2 A I t i s foreseeable t h a t could happen, yes, 

3 s i r . 

4 Q And would t h a t be a prudent --

5 A Well — 

6 Q — operation a t t h a t w e l l pad? 

7 A Since we are recommending t h a t 80 acres 

8 be used, at the maximum there v/ould only be two. 

9 Q Well, l e t me rephrase t h a t . 

10 A Oh, r i g h t . 

11 Q When I look at — l e t ' s say t h a t I have 

12 four 80-acre p r o r a t i o n u n i t s , a l l stand-up — 

13 A Right. 

14 Q -- coming together, we could have four of 

15 them — 

16 A A l l r i g h t , yes. 

17 Q -- four w e l l s bunched up. 

18 A Yes. 

19 Q Is t h a t a prudent operation or would be 

20 be d e f e a t i n g our purposes? 

21 A I n our o p i n i o n , as you say, t h a t could 

22 happen, but I don't f e e l t h a t we would be developing i n t h a t 

23 g e o l o g i c a l --

24 Q Is there something t h a t we might could 

25 put i n the r u l e s to — to head t h a t o f f , t h a t p a r t i c u l a r 
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1 s i t u a t i o n ? 

2 A The problem t h a t I foresee w i t h t h a t 

3 would be t h a t they — i f you would use o f f s e t t i n g f o r t i e s , 

4 then there may be ge o l o g i c a l f a i l u r e , or archaeologica1ly 

5 s i g n i f i c a n t homes, roads, topography t h a t would not l e t you 

6 d r i l l i n o f f s e t t i n g f o r t i e s . 

7 Q Presently w i t h the way the pool stands 

8 now, i t ' s — i t ' s f a i r l y w e l l developed. Do you foresee 

9 t h a t the main p o r t i o n of the pool w i l l be developed any 

10 f u r t h e r ? 

11 A Well, we have some acreage t h a t w i l l be 

12 developed, or we hope to develop, to the west, but as the 

13 pool stands r i g h t now, we s t i l l have acreage t h a t we would 

14 l i k e t o be developed. 

15 MR. STOGNER: Are there any 

16 other questions of t h i s witness? 

17 MR. STOVALL: No. 

18 MR. STOGNER: A l l r i g h t , she 

19 may be excused. 

20 Are there any questions of Mr. 

21 Fagrelius? 

22 I f not, he may also be excused, 

23 too. 

24 And, Mr. S t o v a l l , do you have 

25 anything f u r t h e r . 
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1 MR. STOVALL: Just b r i e f l y , I'd 

2 l i k e t o s t a t e t h a t Dugan Production, as the sole a c t i v e 

3 operator i n the pool at t h i s time and the owner of three 

4 quarters of the acreage i n the pool, would l i k e to see the 

5 pool r u l e s 80-acre spacing continued. We believe t h a t the 

6 evidence supports the w e l l i n t h a t area w i l l d r a i n 80 acres. 

7 As you can see from the e x h i b i t s , the pay sands are r e l a -

8 t i v e l y t h i n . While production are not high, Dugan Produc-

9 t i o n has been able to make -- make money i n the area, and i t 

10 intends to continue t o develop the area and 80-acre spacing, 

H i f b e l i e v e s , i s a p p r o p r i a t e . 

12 Por the reasons s t a t e d , Dugan 

13 Production would encourage the D i v i s i o n to modify Rule 4 t o 

14 allow a w e l l to be d r i l l e d a t a l e g a l l o c a t i o n 330 f e e t from 

15 the quarter quarter s e c t i o n l i n e . The problem which you've 

16 i d e n t i f i e d w i t h respect t o d r i l l i n g by closeology, i f you 

17 w i l l , i s one which Dugan Production recognizes would not, 

18 unless j u s t i f i e d by p a r t i c u l a r considerations i n a p a r t i c u -

19 l a r l o c a t i o n , c o n s t i t u t e a p r a c t i c e which would normally be 

20 undertaken. Again, as the sole operator and owner of such a 

21 s u b s t a n t i a l p o r t i o n of the pool, they f e e l at t h i s time 

22 there there would be no reason to impose any l i m i t a t i o n 

23 other than the standard 330/330 setback. 

24 And f i n a l l y , I would ask t h a t 

25 you. please read E x h i b i t Number Six and i t i s — while we 
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make l i g h t of i t , i t i s a f a i r l y serious matter f o r Mr. 

Dugan. 

MR. STOGNER: Thank you, Mr. 

Sto v a l 1 . 

Does anybody have anything f u r ­

ther i n Case Number 8 6 85? 

I f not, t h i s case w i l l be taken 

under advisement.
