Suntex Energy Corporation applies f o r an order vacating 

or modifying Division Order No. R-8404, and i n support 

thereof states: 

1. Applicant i s the operator of the following wells 

i n Rio Arriba County, New Mexico: 

a. Well No. 1, i n Unit J of Section 14; 

b. Well No. 2, i n Unit N of Section 14; 

c. Well No. 3, i n Unit N of Section 11; 

d. Well No. 7, i n Unit O of Section 14; and 

e. Well No. 8, i n Unit K of Section 14, 

a l l i n Township 28 North, Range 1 East, N.M.P.M., as 

projected i n t o the unsurveyed Tierra Amarilla Land Grant. 

2. The above wells were formerly operated by Texas 

Rose Petroleum, Inc., under a j o i n t venture with applicant. 

Due t o the default of Texas Rose Petroleum, Inc., applicant 

i s now e n t i t l e d t o operate the aforesaid wells. 

3. By Order No. R-8404, the Division ordered Texas 

Rose Petroleum, Inc. and i t s surety t o properly plug and 

abandon the above-identified wells by March 30, 1987, or to 

complete or recomplete the wells w i t h i n 180 days of said 



date under a plan approved by the Aztec d i s t r i c t o f f i c e not 

l a t e r than March 30, 1987. 

4. Applicant was unable t o f i l e a plan t o complete or 

recomplete the wells w i t h i n the time permitted, but now 

desires and i s able t o complete or recomplete said wells 

w i t h i n a reasonable time.
