Q Mr. Corcoran, would you please state your 

name and occupation? 

A My name i s Richard Corcoran and I am a 

landman for Dugan Production Corporation. 

Q Your name i s spelled C-O-R-C-O-R-A-N? 

A That's correct. 

Q Mr. Corcoran, have you previously t e s t i ­

f i e d before the Oil Conservation Division? 

A I have. 

Q What i s your involvement with Dugan Pro­

duction Company insofar as t h i s case i s concerned? 

A I am involved t r y i n g to put together the 

land matters as pertains to the changing of the spacing 

u n i t . 

Q Have you been involved i n the negotia­

tions with the working i n t e r e s t owners i n both the undevel­

oped 320 acres as well as the operator and working i n t e r e s t 

owners i n the 320 acres that was developed by the Seife r t 
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Well? 

A I have. 

MR. KELLAHIN: We tender Mr. 

Corcoran as an expert petroleum landman. 

MR. CATANACH: He i s so q u a l i ­

f i e d . 

Q Let me d i r e c t your a t t e n t i o n t o E x h i b i t 

Number One and l e t ' s use t h i s d i s p l a y t o describe t o the Ex­

aminer what we're t r y i n g to accomplish w i t h the a p p l i c a t i o n . 

A Right. 

Q I f y o u ' l l take j u s t a moment and use the 

di s p l a y t o o r i e n t the Examiner, f i r s t of a l l , t o how you've 

i d e n t i f i e d the boundary of the Gavilan-Mancos Pool. 

A That i s i d e n t i f i e d w i t h the s o l i d orange 

l i n e and i t — i t i s j u s t d e p i c t i n g the nor t h h a l f of the 

pool . 

I n a d d i t i o n to t h a t , j u s t to i n d i c a t e 

t h a t there i s on-going development, we have i n a dashed l i n e 

i d e n t i f i e d the sections t h a t have e i t h e r r e c e n t l y been com­

mi t t e d or completed or have been pooled, force pooled and 

w i l l be d r i l l e d s h o r t l y or have been d r i l l e d . 

A d d i t i o n a l l y , the i n t e r e s t s t h a t we're 

t a l k i n g about or want t o d i r e c t our a t t e n t i o n to here, i s 

Section 22, and t h a t i s o u t l i n e d i n the pink. 

I n t h a t s e c t i o n the east h a l f has a

Q Are you f a m i l i a r w i t h the Commission's 

Order R-7407-E, entered by the Commission on January — June 

8th, 1987? 

A I — yes. 

Q That order e s t a b l i s h e d 640-acre spacing 

f o r the Gavilan-Mancos Pool, d i d i t not? 

A Yes. 

Q I n a d d i t i o n t h a t order provided a — un­

der Rule 2-A, f o r the exempting of c e r t a i n spacing u n i t s 

t h a t p r e v i o u s l y e x i s t e d p r i o r to the pooling change. 

A Okay. 

Q What e f f o r t s have you made w i t h Amoco, as 

operator of the S e i f e r t Gas "A" Well, t o reform t h a t 320 ac­

res i n t o a 640-acre spacing u n i t ? 

A Okay. We — we have been i n communica­

t i o n w i t h Amoco and have worked out d e t a i l s as t o changing 

the e x i s t i n g spacing u n i t t o allow f o r a v o l u n t a r y pool of 

the e n t i r e 640 acres. 

Q What's the reason t h a t Dugan Production 

Corporation has pursued t h a t s o l u t i o n t o spacing i n the 
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A For two reasons. One i s t h a t we have an 

e x p i r i n g Federal lease and i n the event, f o r whatever reason 

any p a r t y were not able t o or chose not t o — t o v o l u n t a r i l y 

pool t h i s — t h i s acreage, then we would want t o go ahead 

and d r i l l a w e l l on a 320 basis or — or be entered i n t o on 

the 640 basis. I know t h a t ' s not very c l e a r . 

And the second reason i s t h a t we don't 

b e l i e v e i t ' s necessary t o a t t h i s — necessary t o d r i l l a 

second w e l l . 

Q The acreage t h a t ' s under an e x p i r i n g 

leases w i t h Dugan, expires on what date? 

A I t expires A p r i l 30th, 1988. 

Q And what acreage i s subject to t h a t 

lease?

That i s the northwest quarter of Section 

Q Would you summarize f o r the Examiner what 

i s the c u r r e n t elements by which Amoco and Dugan have agreed 

f o r the re f o r m a t i o n of the spacing u n i t on 640 spacing and 

the p a r t i c i p a t i o n by which you w i l l accomplish that? 

A Okay, so you're — are you asking me, l e t 

me make sure I understand, what are the terms of our agree­

ment? 

Q Yes. 
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A Okay. The terms of our agreement, basic­

a l l y , provide f o r each of the n o n p a r t i c i p a t i n g i n t e r e s t s i n 

the west h a l f t o do one of the f o l l o w i n g : 

To e i t h e r pay 125 percent of the d r i l l i n g 

and completion cost w i t h i n so many days from the Commis­

sion's order of e s t a b l i s h i n g a 640-acre spacing u n i t , or 

they — those p a r t i e s can have t h e i r i n t e r e s t s , t h e i r 

those p a r t i e s can pay 200 percent penalty plus 100 percent 

of the d r i l l i n g and completion costs out of production. 

And f u r t h e r , the agreement provides t h a t 

i n the event any a d d i t i o n a l w e l l s are t o be d r i l l e d i n t h i s 

s e c t i o n , t h a t they would be operated under an operating 

agreement t h a t ' s i n existence f o r the — f o r the 320-acre 

spacing u n i t covering the east h a l f . This operating agree­

ment, amongst other t h i n g s , has d r i l l i n g w e l l r a tes of $3084 

and producing w e l l r a tes of $384 a month. 

And t h a t ' s the basic terms of t h i s agree­

ment. 

Q A l l r i g h t . The f i r s t element of the ag­

reement was n e g o t i a t i o n s w i t h Amoco by which we could apply 

a p a r t i c i p a t i o n formula f o r the undeveloped acreage t o ac­

q u i r e an i n t e r e s t i n the producing w e l l as i t e x i s t e d , and 

t h a t agreement was t h a t those owners would be afforded the 

o p p o r t u n i t y t o pay t h e i r share of the a c t u a l completed w e l l 

costs plus an a d d i t i o n a l 25 percent. 
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A That's c o r r e c t . 

Q They would pay t h e i r p r o p o r t i o n a t e share 

of t h a t zone. 

A That's r i g h t . 

Q A l l r i g h t , s i r . The other element t h a t 

tahe e x i s t i n g o p e r a t i n g agreement t h a t applies t o the Sei­

f e r t Well — 

A Yes. 

Q — w i l l be the operating agreement t h a t 

w i l l continue t o apply t o a l l the owners i n the undeveloped 

acreage. 

A That, t h a t i s r i g h t . 

Q We w i l l perpetuate t h a t e x i s t i n g agree­

ment w t i h o u t m o d i f i c a t i o n other than to increase the size of 

the spacing u n i t . 

A E x actly. 

Q I f there are subsequent w e l l s to be 

d r i l l e d i n the s e c t i o n , t h a t same operating agreement w i l l 

apply? 

A Yes, i t w i l l . 

Q And the overhead rates t h a t are used i n 

t h a t o p erating agreement are the $48 40 d r i l l i n g — the 

what's the d r i l l i n g w e l l r a t e on a monthly basis? 

A 3 — w e l l , l e t me check i t so I can — 

Q $3840? 
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A Yes, okay, t h a t ' s r i g h t , $3083. 

Q I'm s o r r y , $3083. 

A Right, and the producing w e l l r a t e i s 

$384. 

Q A l l r i g h t . I n the event there are 

p a r t i e s i n the s e c t i o n t h a t e l e c t not to pay t h e i r 

p r o p o r t i o n a t e share of the a c t u a l cost plus the a d d i t i o n a l 

25 percent w i t h i n a 30-day e l e c t i o n period — 

A Yes. 

Q — a t the end of t h a t p e r i o d , then the 

operators t h a t have consented can recover t h a t investment 

form those nonconsenting owners out of production. 

A Yes, but t h a t i s l i m i t e d t o those 

operators having an i n t e r e s t a t t h i s p o i n t i n time i n the 

east h a l f . But, yes, t h a t ' s c o r r e c t . 

Q A l l r i g h t . For terms of the forced 

p o o l i n g order i n the — the f i r s t o p t i o n i s t h a t i n the 

event there are those i n the undeveloped acreage t h a t don't 

want t o p a r t i c i p a t e — 

A Okay. 

Q — then you're asking the Examiner t o 

enter a p o o l i n g order whereby under the pooling order, then, 

y o u ' l l have the same overhead rates as are i n the operating 

agreement. 

A That's r i g h t . 
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Q Okay. What i s the agreement on the e f ­

f e c t i v e date at which the t r a n s f e r w i l l be made so t h a t we 

have 640 acres'? 

A We would — we would ask t h a t t h i s be 

made e f f e c t i v e the date of f i r s t production of the S e i f e r t 

gas w e l l . 

Q I n a d d i t i o n you're asking the Examiner t o 

make a s p e c i f i c f i n d i n g and an order t o delete any exemption 

t h a t may e x i s t now under Rule 2 of the 640-acre Gavilan 

spacing r u l e s . 

A That's c o r r e c t . 

Q A l l r i g h t . I f t h a t t r a n s a c t i o n i s com­

p l e t e d , what w i l l be the e f f e c t on the working i n t e r e s t own­

ers i n the undeveloped acreage? 

A I n the undeveloped acreage --

Q They w i l l now p a r t i c i p a t e i n production 

from the S e i f e r t w e l l . 

A That's c o r r e c t . Okay. 

Q A l l r i g h t . What w i l l happen to the cur­

r e n t ownership i n the developed acreage i n the east h a l f , 

what do they do? 

A The working i n t e r e s t owners' i n t e r e s t s 

would i n t h a t be cut i n h a l f . 

Q A l l r i g h t . What i s the mechanism by 

which t h a t w i l l apply t o the r o y a l t y or o v e r r i d i n g r o y a l t y 
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owners i f — i f there are any i n the section? What happens 

to t h e i r i n t e r e s t , f i r s t of a l l , t o those r o y a l t y and over­

r i d i n g r o y a l t y owners i n the undivided t r a c t ? 

A I n the — 

Q The undeveloped t r a c t ? 

A A l l r i g h t , they would p a r t i c i p a t e on the 

basis of whatever t h e i r p r o p o r t i o n a t e share over 640 acres 

i s . 

Q What happens t o those types of owners i n 

the e x i s t i n g 320 t h a t ' s c u r r e n t l y developed? 

A S i m i l a r l y , t h e i r i n t e r e s t would now be 

based on what i t i s i n 640 acres r a t h e r than w i t h i n 320. 

Q And the predicate upon which a l l t h a t i s 

based i s an engineering analysis t h a t the second w e l l i s an 

unnecessary w e l l . 

A Which w e ' l l speak — yes. 

Q And we have Mr. Roe t o t a l k t o t h a t . 

A That's c o r r e c t . 

Q Okay. Apart from the t e c h n i c a l d e t a i l s 

of the second w e l l — 

A Yes. 

Q — and whether i t ' s necessary or not, 

you're in v o l v e d w i t h land t r a n s a c t i o n s t o formulate — 

A Yes. 

Q — t h i s on a 640-acre basis. 
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A Right. 

Q A l l r i g h t . To what extent i s the Bureau 

of Land Management committed by way of a communitization 

agreement f o r the r e f o r m a t i o n of the spacing u n i t on 640 ac­

res? 

A They r e q u i r e one be submitted p r i o r to 

A p r i l 30th. 

Q Are you i n the process of accomplishing 

that? 

A Yes, we are. 

Q Let's t u r n now t o the s p e c i f i c d e t a i l s of 

whose got how much of what. 

A Okay. 

Q And i f y o u ' l l look a t E x h i b i t Number Two, 

i f y o u ' l l take a moment and e x p l a i n t o the Examiner how the 

e x h i b i t i s prepared. 

A Okay. I t i s a t a b u l a t i o n of the working 

i n t e r e s t ownership i n Section 2 and i t ' s set out according 

to the f o l l o w i n g d i v i s i o n s : 

The f i r s t d i v i s i o n i n d i c a t e s the working 

i n t e r e s t ownership i n the west h a l f . Okay, and t h a t a l s o , I 

j u s t want t o d i r e c t your a t t e n t i o n t o the two pages t h a t are 

attached, the f i r s t being a C-102 f o r the west h a l f and the 

second being a C-102 f o r the S e i f e r t Well as i t e x i s t s (un­

c l e a r ) . 
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Okay, so the f i r s t column i n d i c a t e s work­

ing i n t e r e s t owners i n the west h a l f . 

The second column, the working i n t e r e s t 

owners i n the east h a l f and the t h i r d , the working i n t e r e s t 

owners as they would appear i f we are granted those 640-acre 

spacing u n i t s f o r the e n t i r e s e c t i o n . 

The next column i n d i c a t e s those p a r t i e s 

t h a t v e r b a l l y have committed t o a 640-acre spacing u n i t , or 

— or — t h a t ' s r i g h t , and as y o u ' l l note, t h a t everyone has 

v e r b a l l y i n d i c a t e d t h a t they are i n agreement w i t h t h a t w i t h 

the exception of Meridian, who has not responded p o s i t i v e l y 

or n e g a t i v e l y a t t h i s p o i n t . 

The f o u r t h — or the next column, being 

— i n d i c a t e s those p a r t i e s t h a t have executed an agreement 

to v o l u n t a r i l y pool the 640 acres. 

I need to advise you t h a t — t h a t i n ad­

d i t i o n t o the two t h a t we have i n d i c a t e d t h e r e , Dugan and 

Amoco, there have been three others t h a t have been received. 

I do not have them i n my possession but Amoco has received 

them and they are Carolyn Clark Oatman, Warren Clark Trust, 

Warren Clark Testimentary T r u s t , and w i t h adding the addi-

t i o a l i n t e r e s t s i t increases i t t o a 54.1618 percent. 

The l a s t column i n d i c a t e s the p o s i t i o n of 

the west h a l f working i n t e r e s t owners w i t h regards to the 

d r i l l i n g of the — of a w e l l on the west h a l f , i f t h a t be-
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comes necessary. 

And i t ' s footnoted below, again, s e t t i n g 

out A, i n d i c a t i n g those t h a t approved the AFE, w i t h the 

s t i p u l a t i o n t h a t d r i l l i n g i s a l a s t r e s o r t , on a 320-acre 

spaced basis; and B, v e r b a l l y agreed to p a r t i c i p a t e as a 

l a s t r e s o r t but have no executed an AFE, and there are no 

p a r t i e s t h a t f a l l i n t o the opposing, the d r i l l i n g i t 

v e r v a l l y . 

Q Let's take a couple examples t o see how 

to analyze the d i s p l a y . 

For example, s t a r t w i t h the Dugan 

Production Corporation i n t e r e s t , describe what choices t h a t 

Dugan has made and how t h a t ' s t a b u l a t e d . 

A Okay. Dugan — Dugan has i n Column 1, 

owns a 50 percent i n t e r e s t of the west h a l f i f a w e l l has t o 

be d r i l l e d i n the west h a l f . 

In the east h a l f we own no i n t e r e s t . 

I n the e n t i r e s e c t i o n our i n t e r e s t would 

be 25 percent. 

We have v e r b a l l y committed t o — t o 

poolin g the e n t i r e 640 acres and furthermore, we have 

executed a l e t t e r agreement, or formal l e t t e r agreement, 

w i t h Amoco t o t h i s end, and i t i s our p o s i t i o n t h a t we would 

approve the AFE as a l a s t r e s o r t and d r i l l a w e l l i n the 

west h a l f . 
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Q Let's look a t the Meridian i n t e r e s t as 

another example of what the d i s p l a y shows us, and l e t us as­

sume f o r the discussion t h a t despite e f f o r t s t o reach a v o l ­

untary agreement w i t h Meridian, they f a i l e d t o do so. 

A Okay. 

Q And t h e r e f o r you w i l l need the compulsory 

pool i n g order on 640-acre spaces — basis — i n order t o 

complete the commitment of a l l the working i n t e r e s t owners 

to the we11. 

Let's take Meridian and see what they 

have. 

I n the west h a l f — 

A Okay. 

Q — what i n t e r e s t ? 

A I n the west h a l f they have no i n t e r e s t . 

I n the east h a l f they own a 6.25 percent i n t e r e s t . That i n ­

t e r e s t , over the e n t i r e 640 acres i s 3.125 percent. 

As of t h i s date they have not committed, 

e i t h e r v e r b a l l y nor i n w r i t i n g , t o v o l u n t a r i l y pool the 640 

acres. 

Q Because they don't have an i n t e r e s t i n 

the undeveloped acreage, what we're asking them t o do i s ap­

prove the d i l u t i o n of t h e i r i n t e r e s t . 

A That's c o r r e c t , we are. 

Q And t h a t would be accomplished w i t h the 
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compulsory p o o l i n g order or i n the a l t e r n a t i v e by t h e i r v o l ­

untary agreement. 

A That's r i g h t . 

Q A l l r i g h t , l e t ' s take another example of 

an owner t h a t i s i n only the west h a l f . 

A Okay. 

Q Hooper, Kimball and W i l l i a m s , f o r exam­

ple . 

A Okay, t h e i r i n t e r e s t i n the west h a l f 

amounts t o 16.66 percent. They have no i n t e r e s t i n the east 

h a l f ; consequently, t h e i r i n t e r e s t i n the e n t i r e s e c t i o n i s 

8.33 percent. 

They have v e r b a l l y i n d i c a t e d t h a t they — 

t h a t they would p r e f e r a 640-acre spacing u n i t . They have 

not executed a p o o l i n g agreement as of t h i s time. We be­

l i e v e t h a t ' s forthcoming. 

And t h e i r p o s i t i o n regarding d r i l l i n g i n 

the west h a l f i s t h a t they have v e r b a l l y agreed as a l a s t 

r e s o r t but they have not executed an AFE t o accomplish t h i s . 

Q A l l r i g h t , l e t ' s assume t h a t Hooper, Kim­

b a l l and Williams signs the v o l u n t a r y agreement and i s f u l l y 

committed t o 640. 

A Yes. 

Q What percentage of the 125 percent of the 

a c t u a l w e l l cost do they pay f o r t h e i r p r o p o r t i o n a t e share? 
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A I t would — 

Q I s i t the 16 percent or the 8 percent? 

A I t ' s the 8 — 

Q Which one i s i t ? 

A Yes, the 8.33 percent times the — t h e i r 

p r o p o r t i o n a t e share — or times the 125 percent. 

Q A l l r i g h t . I n the — l e t ' s assume under 

the other hypothesis t h a t they don't execute a v o l u n t a r y 

agreement and are subject t o the pooli n g order. 

A Yes. 

Q At t h a t p o i n t , then, the owners i n the 

developed acreage, Amoco and the r e s t — 

A Yes. 

Q — can recover out of Hooper's share of 

the production Hooper's share of the costs of the w e l l plus 

t h a t 25 percent. 

A Plus 200 percent. 

Q Plus 200 percent — 

A Yes. 

Q — a t t h a t p o i n t because they have gone 

beyond the v o l u n t a r y e l e c t i o n p e r i o d . 

A That's c o r r e c t . 

Q A l l r i g h t . 

A And t h a t would come out of production. 

Now t h a t ' s i n the event of a 640 spacing u n i t . Did you — 
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Q Yes. 

A No, i n the event of a 320-acre spacing 

u n i t , they would be back t o the 16.66 percent and t h a t 

they would have a choice t o e i t h e r pay 100 percent of the 

cost as the Commission would see f i t t o order, or — or a 

penalty as the Commission would see f i t t o order. 

Q So t h i s d i s p l a y can be u t i l i z e d t o deter­

mine what the impact i s on each of the various owners i n the 

two combinations of choices t h a t you're suggesting. 

A That's r i g h t . 

Q Let's go on now and discuss the timeframe 

i n which you have s t a r t e d your e f f o r t s t o reform the S e i f e r t 

spacing u n i t t o 640 acres. 

When d i d you f i r s t commence t h a t p r o j e c t 

or d i d Dugan Production Corporation commence i t ? 

A Dugan recognized t h a t they had a lease 

they needed something to do w i t h back i n mid t o — mid-part 

of '87, and a t t h a t p o i n t i n time when they were doing work 

in-house, they also were involved i n two other w e l l s , one 

being the Loddy and one being the High Adventure, which both 

had s i m i l a r spacing concerns, and they were due t o be held 

— or heard s h o r t l y , or p r i o r t o t h i s . 

Consequently, we began telephone conver­

sations i n maybe October or November of '87; some place 

around t h e r e , and we were w a i t i n g f o r — f o r — f o r the out-
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come of the Commission hearings on those other w e l l s t o 

guide us i n t o what t o do here. 

And subsequent t o t h a t , we — we began 

w r i t i n g l e t t e r s and — 

Q Let's go through the correspondence, 

then, and i d e n t i f y f o r the Examiner the various e f f o r t s you 

have made t o reach v o l u n t a r y agreement w i t h a l l the neces­

sary p a r t i c i p a n t s . 

I f y o u ' l l s t a r t w i t h E x h i b i t Three and 

i d e n t i f y t h a t f o r us. 

Q Okay. Just p r i o r to t h a t I would l i k e to 

p o i n t out t h a t t h i s — t h a t we had discussions regarding 

t h i s p r i o r t o the w r i t t e n , the w r i t t e n m a t e r i a l . 

E x h i b i t Three i s a l e t t e r dated January 

29th and i t ' s — i t ' s the i n i t i a l w r i t t e n request t o a l l 

working i n t e r e s t owners as we knew them to be a t the time i n 

the s e c t i o n and requesting t h a t they v o l u n t a r i l y pool the 

e n t i r e s e c t i o n . 

I t also has attached t o i t the r e t u r n r e ­

c e i p t s i n d i c a t i n g r e c e i p t of the l e t t e r . 

Q A l l r i g h t , s i r , what i s the next E x h i b i t , 

Number Four? 

A The next e x h i b i t was the same date, Jan­

uary 29th, and i t ' s t o the working i n t e r e s t owners i n the 

west h a l f . I t b a s i c a l l y advises them t h a t we, Dugan Produc-
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t i o n Corporation, would p r e f e r a 640-acre spacing u n i t but 

as a l a s t r e s o r t we would d r i l l a 320-acre spacing u n i t , and 

requested t h a t each of these p a r t i s , by farmout or p a r t i c i ­

p a t i o n or — would — would support our e f f o r t s and we en­

closed an AFE t o t h a t end. 

I t also has the r e t u r n r e c e i p t s attached, 

i n d i c a t i n g d e l i v e r y . 

Q A l l r i g h t , s i r , would you i d e n t i f y Exhi­

b i t Number Five f o r us? 

A Number Five i s an APD f o r the west h a l f 

and i t was submitted to the BLM j u s t i n the event t h a t we 

had t o d r i l l t h i s w e l l , t h a t we wanted to be prepared to 

d r i l l the west h a l f , i f necessary. 

Q Dugan's i d e n t i f i e d t h a t second w e l l i n 

the s e c t i o n as the Rasmes ( s i c ) Well? 

A Ramses, yes. 

Q Ramses Well? 

A Yes, t h a t ' s c o r r e c t . 

Q Okay. 

A The next e x h i b i t i s Number Seven and i t ' s 

Q Let's see, Six — 

A I'm s o r r y . 

Q — at t h i s p o i n t , Mr. Corcoran, i s the — 

A Okay, excuse me. 
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Q — c e r t i f i c a t e of m a i l i n g f o r the hear­

i n g . 

A I'm out of order here, I'm s o r r y , and 

t h a t ' s e x a c t l y what i t i s . I t ' s a n o t i c e from our att o r n e y 

of the a p p l i c a t i o n f o r t h i s hearing and attached t o i t are 

the r e t u r n r e c e i p t s , again, i n d i c a t i n g they were sent and 

received by a l l the — by the p a r t i e s t h a t we i n d i c a t e d on 

the E x h i b i t Two. 

Q And those are the i n t e r e s t owners i n the 

east h a l f of the se c t i o n as w e l l as the working i n t e r e s t 

owners i n the west h a l f of the s e c t i o n . 

A Yes, they are, as we knew them to be at 

t h a t time. 

Q A l l r i g h t . A l l r i g h t , what i s Number 

Seven? 

A Okay, Number Seven i s a l e t t e r again from 

Dugan Production Corporation and i t ' s t o the working 

i n t e r e s t owners i n the west h a l f and a copy was sent to the 

working i n t e r e s t owners i n the east h a l f . 

I t advises of the terms under which Dugan 

had reached agreement w i t h Amoco. I t f u r t h e r urges these 

p a r t i e s t o support a l i k e agreement as t o t h e i r i n t e r e s t s 

and i t continues t o e x p l a i n t h a t Amoco would be sending a 

s i m i l a r agreement to a l l — a l l of those p a r t i e s ; a l l those 

p a r t i e s i n the west h a l f . 
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Q A l l r i g h t , s i r , l e t ' s t u r n t o E x h i b i t 

Number Eight and have you i d e n t i f y t h a t e x h i b i t . 

A E x h i b i t Number Eight i s the — Amoco's 

formal l e t t e r agreement t o a l l working i n t e r e s t owners again 

s e t t i n g out the terms f o r v o l u n t a r y pooling of a l l of Sec­

t i o n 22 and attached to i t i s the operating agreement t h a t 

— t h a t t h i s new spacing u n i t would be operated under or any 

new w e l l would be operated under, as w e l l as the e x i s t i n g 

wel 1. 

We — I b a s i c a l l y touched on the terms of 

t h i s agreement but i f you'd l i k e , I could go on more. 

Q This l e t t e r represents the a c t u a l , s p e c i ­

f i c s of the terms and c o n d i t i o n s t h a t we generalized e a r l i e r 

i n your testimony. 

A That's — t h a t ' s c o r r e c t . 

Q And i t also shows the approximate cost on 

the S e i f e r t Well as being $600,000? 

A Yes, i t ' s — t h a t ' s completion and equip­

ment. 

Q Apart from the correspondence, d i d you 

have telephone conversations or conferences i n person w i t h 

any of the working i n t e r e s t owners? 

A Yes, I have. We have pooled — p o l l e d by 

phone p r i o r t o the o r i g i n a l date t h a t t h i s — t h i s hearing 

was set f o r , and then again about a week ago, what each of 
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these p a r t i e s t h a t we have i d e n t i f i e d on t h a t E x h i b i t Two, 

what t h e i r f e e l i n g was towards a l l of the — towards a l l the 

f a c t o r s t h a t I ' d set out i n those various columns, whether 

t h e i r — what t h e i r f e e l i n g was towards 320, 640, and exact­

l y how strong they f e l t about i t . 

Q Have — w i t h a l l your conversations and 

correspondence and e f f o r t s i n discussing t h i s matter w i t h 

the working i n t e r e s t owners i n the e n t i r e s e c t i o n , have you 

received any comments or communications from any of the 

working i n t e r e s t owners t h a t they w i l l refuse t o p a r t i c i p a t e 

on a v o l u n t a r y basis i n the 640-acre? 

A No, not — none whatsoever. 

Q Because of the time c o n s t r a i n t s of your 

e x p i r i n g lease, Mr. Corcoran, i s i t possible to devote any 

more time t o o b t a i n i n g v o l u n t a r y agreement before i n i t i a t i n g 

compulsory pooling? 

A We're — we're i n a r e a l time c o n s t r a i n t 

and we're down t o the w i r e . Am I answering your question? 

Q Yes, s i r . W i l l you continue to negotiate 

on a v o l u n t a r y basis w i t h these working i n t e r e s t owners? 

A We w i l l and we, you know, intend t o c l e a r 

up any other matters t h a t are brought t o our, you know, t h a t 

have been brought t o our a t t e n t i o n . 

Q I n the event however, t h a t you are unable 

to do so by the time your lease e x p i r e s , you would propose 
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to use the compulsory poo l i n g order i n order t o complete the 

communitization approval --

A Yes. 

Q — by the BLM. 

A That's r i g h t . That's r i g h t , we do need 

t h a t assistance. 

Q And i n the absence of any of these 

working i n t e r e s t owners approving the communitization 

agreement, --

A Yes. 

Q — then under the procedures of the BLM 

you must use the compulsory poo l i n g order t o s a t i s f y t h a t 

missing s i g n a t u r e . 

A That's r i g h t , and they w i l l and do accept 

t h a t . 

Q Do you have anything else? 

A No. 

MR. KELLAHIN: We'd move the 

i n t r o d u c t i o n of E x h i b i t s One through Eight a t t h i s time, Mr. 

Catanach. 

MR. CATANACH: E x h i b i t s One 

through Eight w i l l be admitted i n t o evidence. 
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CROSS EXAMINATION 

BY MR. CATANACH: 

Q As I understand i t , Mr. Corcoran, the — 

should we decide on 640 acres, a l l the i n t e r e s t owners would 

be governed by the ope r a t i n g agreement now i n e f f e c t . 

A That's c o r r e c t . They would be. 

Q The options you would want i n the order, 

i n the D i v i s i o n order, would be t h a t any nonconsenting 

i n t e r e s t owner has the r i g h t w i t h i n 30 days t o pay t h e i r 

t o consent t o the d r i l l i n g of the w e l l and pay 125 percent 

of t h e i r share of the w e l l cost. 

A That's r i g h t . Those are p a r t i e s i n the 

west h a l f , t h a t ' s c o r r e c t . 

Q Any nonconsenting owner would pay 200 

percent plus an a d d i t i o n a l — I mean 100 percent plus an 

a d d i t i o n a l 200 percent out of production. 

A I f they choose not t o pay t h e i r money i n 

the time a l l o t t e d , yes. 

Q Right. Okay, and the proposed overhead 

rates f o r the 640-acre u n i t are $3083 wh i l e d r i l l i n g ? 

A Yes. 

Q And $384 production. 

A That's r i g h t . 

Q I n the event of a 320-acre u n i t , what — 
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do you propose the same overhad rates? 

A No, we don't. What — John, do you have 

them? 

MR. KELLAHIN: Mr. Roe's got 

some discussion about those overhead r a t e s , Mr. Examiner. 

MR. CATANACH: And on the — 

how about the r i s k penalty, has t h a t been decided? 

MR. KELLAHIN: Yes, s i r , he's 

got testimony on t h a t issue. 

Q Mr. Corcoran, do you know i f the east 

h a l f was o r i g i n a l l y a v o l u n t a r y u n i t ? 

A Yeah, Yes, I b e l i e v e i t was, according 

to the record. Yes, i t was. 

Q So Meridian — Meridian d i d p a r t i c i p a t e 

i n t h a t w e l l ? 

A Yes, I b e l i e v e they d i d p a r t i c i p a t e i n 

the we11. 

Q Okay. And they are the only ones who you 

haven't heard from — 

A That's — 

Q — e i t h e r way i n t h i s proposal. 

A Uh-huh, t h a t ' s c o r r e c t . 

MR. KELLAHIN: Well, he's heard 

from them but they have not been able t o t e l l him yes or no. 

A Yeah, I have heard from them but they — 
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t h e i r management hasn't had a chance t o make the d e c i s i o n . 

MR. CATANACH: I t h i n k t h a t ' s 

a l l I have r i g h t now. The witness may be excused. 

JOHN D. ROE, JR., 

being c a l l e d as a witness and being duly sworn upon h i s 

oath, t e s t i f i e d as f o l l o w s , t o - w i t : 

DIRECT EXAMINATION 

BY MR. KELLAHIN: 

Q Mr. Roe, would you please s t a t e your anme 

and occupation? 

A My name i s John D. Roe, Junior. 

Q Mr. Roe, have you pr e v i o u s l y t e s t i f i e d 

before the D i v i s i o n as an expert petroleum engineer? 

A Yes, I have. 

Q And you've t e s t i f i e d on numerous 

occasions about Gavilan-Mancos and Gavilan-Mancos w e l l s . 

A Yes, I have. 

Q You have made an engineering study and 

eva l u a t i o n of the S e i f e r t Gas Com "A" Well, i s t h a t i t ? 

A Yes. Yes, s i r . 

Q And t h i s i s Section 22 — 

A Yes. 

Q — i n Rio A r r i b a County, New Mexico. 
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A Yes. 

MR. KELLAHIN: We tender Mr. 

Roe as an expert petroleum engineer. 

MR. CATANACH: He i s so q u a l i ­

f i e d . 

Q Mr. Roe, l e t ' s lay a foundation of some 

of the i n f o r m a t i o n t h a t you have re-evaluated and re - s t u d i e d 

i n the Gavilan-Mancos as i t applies t o the Amoco S e i f e r t 

Well. 

And l e t me d i r e c t your a t t e n t i o n now to 

E x h i b i t Number Nine and have you simply i d e n t i f y t h a t f o r 

me. 

A Okay. E x h i b i t Number Nine i s an e x h i b i t 

t a h t I prepared. I t co n s i s t s of four pages and the f i r s t 

two pages are b a s i c a l l y my summary of the i n f o r m a t i o n t h a t 

I had a v a i l a b l e as i t p e r t a i n s t o the S e i f e r t Gas Com "A" 

Well No. 1, operated by Amoco. 

And the l a s t two pages of E x h i b i t Number 

Nine would be copies of the completion r e p o r t s f i l e d w i t h 

the Commission, the Commission Form C-105. 

The t h i r d page of t h i s would r e f l e c t the 

completion t h a t was f i l e d f o r the Gallup or what I r e f e r to 

as the Mancos fo r m a t i o n , and t h i s i s the completion or the 

— b a s i c a l l y the i n t e r v a l w i t h i n the Gavilan-Mancos Pool. 

The l a s t page would r e f l e c t a completion 
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attempt i n the Dakota f o r m a t i o n , an unsuccessful attempt. 

That p a r t i c u l a r completion was plugged and abandoned on Jan­

uary 13th of 1987. 

Q Because of your involvement over the 

years w i t h the development of the Gavilan-Mancos r u l e s be­

f o r e the Commission and your involvement on behalf of your 

company and other companies w i t h regards t o the d r i l l i n g and 

completion of these w e l l s , I t h i n k i t would be h e l p f u l i f 

you would give us a b r i e f summary of how we got to where we 

are now on the S e i f e r t Well. 

I f y o u ' l l t a l k t o the Examiner about the 

t r a n s f e r from 320 to 640-acre spacing i n the Gavilan and how 

t h a t occurred as a r e s u l t of Order 7407-E. 

A Well, i f I could back j u s t a l i t t l e ear­

l i e r , i n i t i a l l y the spacing w i t h i n the Gavilan-Mancos Pool 

was e s t a b l i s h e d i n 1980 — the e a r l y p a r t of '84, I f o r g e t 

the exact date, but i t was e s t a b l i s h e d f o r a temporary basis 

as 320-acre spacing. 

Beginning about t h a t time we — there was 

a tremendous amount of development w i t h i n the Gavilan-Mancos 

Pool. During t h i s development there was a tremendous amount 

of engineering data t h a t was compiled. I n f a c t there was 

even an e f f o r t by a l l operators w i t h i n the Gavilan-Mancos 

Pool t o review the data and evaluate and study what was hap­

pening i n the Gavilan-Mancos Pool i n an e f f o r t t o determine

i f there was a b e t t e r way t o develop the r e s e r v o i r or an e f ­

f o r t t o determine the optimum method f o r development. 

In the — the pool r u l e s were set f o r an 

i n i t i a l p e r i o d of three years. That hearing reopening 

the o r i g i n a l case was reopened i n March, l a t t e r p a r t of 

March and A p r i l of 1987 a t the end of the 3-year p e r i o d , and 

during t h a t — t h a t 5-day hearing the spacing was changed 

from the temporary 320-acre spacing u n i t t o 640-acre on a 

permanent ba s i s , based upon the engineering and geologic da­

ta t h a t had been accumulated during the i n i t i a l development 

of the poo l , which encompassed about 75 w e l l s . 

The S e i f e r t Gas Com "A" Well No. 1 was, 

as I've i n d i c a t e d on the f r o n t page of E x h i b i t Nine, or as 

can be seen from the completion r e p o r t s , was a c t u a l l y spud­

ded October 25th of 1986. Amoco i n i t i a l l y — and a t the 

time they spudded the w e l l , there was a tremendous amount of 

data a v a i l a b l e t o suggest t h a t 640 acres was probably a more 

appropriate spacing than 320 acres; however, 320 acres was 

the c u r r e n t spacing a t the time. 

Amoco, because of the e f f e c t i v e spacing 

being 320, put the 320-acre spacing u n i t comprising the east 

h a l f and the working i n t e r e s t ownership was Kindermac Part­

ners, Meridian, and Amoco, w i t h Amoco owning greater than 5 0 

percent. 

The completion and t e s t i n g of the S e i f e r t 
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Gas Com r e s u l t e d i n the w e l l a c t u a l l y being — or not actu­

a l l y having a completion f i l e d u n t i l June 28th of 1987, ap­

proximately 20 days a f t e r the pool r u l e s were e f f e c t i v e , 

making or adopting 640 acres as the o f f i c i a l spacing f o r the 

Gavilan-Mancos Pool r u l e s . 

Having no i n t e r e s t i n the S e i f e r t Gas Com 

"A" Well No. 1 durin g i t s i n i t i a l d r i l l i n g and completion 

e f f o r t s , our i n f o r m a t i o n i s l i m i t e d p r e t t y much to what's 

a v a i l a b l e through the Commission, but i t does appear t h a t 

Amoco completed the w e l l i n a manner s i m i l a r t o what most — 

most other w e l l s w i t h i n the Gavilan-Mancos Pool are com­

pl e t e d and i t had an i n i t i a l pumping p o t e n t i a l of 54 b a r r e l s 

of o i l a day and 120 MCF per day. 

Q At t h i s p o i n t as a r e s u l t of the spacing 

change, there was the S e i f e r t spacing u n i t , as w e l l as other 

spacing u n i t s i n which there was yet j u s t a s i n g l e Gavilan-

Mancos w e l l i n a s e c t i o n . 

A That i s c o r r e c t . 

Q You have — have you examined t o det e r ­

mine whether or not a second w e l l ought t o be d r i l l e d i n 

Section 22? 

A Yes, yes, I have. 

Q And what i s your conclusion about the 

prudent operation of d r i l l i n g a second w e l l i n the west h a l f 

of Section 22? 
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A As a r e s u l t of my study of t h i s area and 

as i t r e l a t e s t o the r e s t of the Gavilan-Mancos Pool, 

there's no doubt i n my mind t h a t i f the acreage w i t h i n the 

west h a l f of Section 22 i s req u i r e d t o d r i l l a second w e l l 

i n order t o place t h a t acreage i n a developed s t a t u s , i t 

w i l l probably be the best example of an unnecessary wellbore 

t h a t e x i s t s i n Gavilan. 

Q Let's come back t o the issue of the sec­

ond w e l l and go forward w i t h whether or not you have made a 

study of how the undeveloped acreage can p a r t i c i p a t e w i t h 

the developed acreage i n the S e i f e r t Well on a reasonable 

basis. 

Have you made such a study? 

A I , yes, I've been involved w i t h t h a t par­

t i c u l a r issue f o r — Dugan Production has been involved i n , 

as Mr. Corcoran said e a r l i e r , there were two other cases ac­

t u a l l y before the Commission, one by Mesa Grande Resources 

i n the Federal Invader Well No. 1, and a second case by Mesa 

Grande Li m i t e d i n the Loddy No. 1, a w e l l operated by Sun i n 

Section 20 of 25 North, Range 2 West. 

Because Dugan has an i n t e r e s t both i n the 

developed and/or undeveloped acreage i n those two w e l l s , we 

were involved throughout t h a t and we have also been attemp­

t i n g t o come up w i t h a manner t h a t would deal w i t h t h i s 

exact issue because Dugan also has several other instances 
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t h a t t h i s — a s i m i l a r s i t u a t i o n e x i s t s . 

Q What was the Commission's choice on par­

t i c i p a t i o n i n the Federal Invader Well between Mallon and 

Mesa Grande? 

A Well, the case was a c t u a l l y dismissed 

p r i m a r i l y , i t ' s my understanding Mesa Grande f e l t t h a t they 

would concentrate t h e i r e f f o r t s i n the Loddy, t h a t the Fed­

e r a l Invader was not a very good w e l l , and they were becom­

in g f r u s t r a t e d w i t h an e f f o r t t o develop a 640-acre spacing 

u n i t and the poorer a w e l l gets the harder i t becomes. 

Q So there was no — u l t i m a t e l y no order 

issued by the Commission deciding p a r t i c i p a t i o n i n the Fed­

e r a l Invader Well. 

A That i s c o r r e c t . 

Q And the Commission has not yet entered an 

order on the Loddy Well. 

A That's c o r r e c t . That p a r t i c u l a r case was 

heard and — and we were watching t h a t very c l o s e l y , hoping 

t h a t maybe some g u i d e l i n e s would r e s u l t from t h a t order be­

cause i t i s very s i m i l a r t o the s i t u a t i o n we have here. 

Q Has the Commission entered a p a r t i c i p a ­

t i o n a l l o c a t i o n when the pool was re-spaced from 40's t o 

32's and allowed undeveloped acreage t o p a r t i c i p a t e i n an 

e x i s t i n g w e l l ? Has t h i s occurred before? 

A Well, we had a very — the circumstances 
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were e x a c t l y the same i n i t i a l l y . The pool was i n i t i a l l y a 

few w e l l s d r i l l e d on undesignated 40-acre spacing. At the 

time the pool r u l e s were i n i t i a l l y set at 320. The Commis­

si o n , as p a r t of t h a t order, mandated t h a t the operators, 

and they provided I f o r g e t the exact time, but I believe i t 

was 60 days, f o r the operators of a l l e x i s t i n g w e l l s to 

e i t h e r o b t a i n a nonstandard spacing u n i t from the Commission 

a f t e r hearing or create a 320-acre spacing u n i t , and i f 

n e i t h e r were accomplished at the end of 60 days, or the 

timeframe, t h a t t h e i r allowable would be cancelled. 

Q Do you have an opini o n as t o whether or 

not the 125 percent p a r t i c i p a t i o n i s a reasonable method by 

which the undeveloped acreage can p a r t i c i p a t e i n the S e i f e r t 

Well? 

A Yes. I — I t h i n k 125 percent r e f l e c t s a 

number t h a t Dugan Production can l i v e w i t h because we are 

involved on both sides and i t i s a number t h a t does r e f l e c t 

a reasonable value both from the d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s and the 

n o n d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s . 

Q Let me d i r e c t your a t t e n t i o n t o E x h i b i t 

Number Ten, Mr. Roe and have you summarize f o r us how you 

have supported and reached your conclusion t h a t the 125 per­

cent p a r t i c i p a t i o n formula i s f a i r and reasonable t o a l l 

p a r t i e s . 

A Okay. This — t h i s , again, i s an e f f o r t 
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t o come up w i t h a number t h a t w i l l help remove the emotion 

t h a t becomes inv o l v e d when you're dealing w i t h t a k i n g a w e l l 

t h a t only h a l f of the people have taken a l l of the r i s k on, 

have d r i l l e d , i n some instances have produced, they may have 

a good w e l l or they may have a bad w e l l . There i s j u s t 

whole, whole bunch of t h i n g s t h a t happen when you say, 

you've taken a l l of the r i s k , you've done a l l of the work, 

you complied w i t h the r u l e s , but now we want h a l f of what 

you've got, and so the people t h a t are d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s , 

they b a s i c a l l y have t o take the d i l u t i o n of i n t e r e s t . The 

people t h a t were not o r i g i n a l l y d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s , they r e ­

sent having t o pay too awful much ex t r a simply because they 

d i d n ' t p a r t i c i p a t e i n the w e l l , p r i m a r i l y because they had 

no o p p o r t u n i t y t o p a r t i c i p a t e i n the w e l l ; i n other words, 

the spacing u n i t t h a t was i n e f f e c t a t the time was com­

p l i e d w i t h and i t d i d not include the undeveloped acreage. 

But i t ' s e n t i r e l y possible t h a t had the 

undeveloped acreage been o f f e r e d the o p p o r t u n i t y , they would 

have j o i n e d and shared i n whatever r i s k e x i s t e d . 

So what I've presented here on E x h i b i t 

Ten i s t r i e d to f i g u r e out what — what r i s k r e a l l y d i d 

d i d occur and — and i t ' s my f e e l i n g t h a t we'd have to r e ­

move the q u a l i t y of the w e l l as a c o n s i d e r a t i o n , because you 

— you have, you know, everybody wants t o p a r t i c i p a t e i n a 

good w e l l and not n e c e s s a r i l y everybody wants t o p a r t i c i p a t e 
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i n an e x i s t i n g bad w e l l . 

So i t ' s my b e l i e f t h a t w e l l q u a l i t y has 

to be removed from the c o n s i d e r a t i o n i f we can agree t h a t 

640 acres i s the proper spacing, which i t ' s my opinion t h a t 

i s — i s the f a c t . 

So the only other r i s k t h a t r e a l l y i n v o l ­

ves i s the r i s k i n — i n e f f e c t i v e l y d r i l l i n g and g e t t i n g a 

wellbore t o t o t a l depth and i n a manner t h a t you can com­

p l e t e i t , and t h a t r i s k i s somewhat l i m i t e d by the f a c t t h a t 

most d r i l l i n g c o n t r a c t o r s are w i l l i n g to guarantee a w e l l ­

bore t o TD, guarantee your logs from TD, and guarantee you 

t h a t you can get t o TD, and t h i s i n g e n e r a l l y tendered i n 

the form of a turnkey b i d . 

The l a s t page of E x h i b i t Number Ten i s a 

copy of such a turnkey b i d t h a t I asked Four Corners D r i l ­

l i n g Company to submit t o Dugan Production f o r the d r i l l i n g 

of our Ramses 2 Com Well No. 1, which i s our proposed w e l l 

i n the northwest quarter of Section 22, i n the event t h a t we 

have no other a l t e r n a t i v e t o develop our acreage but to 

d r i l l . 

So i n the event we f e e l we have t o d r i l l 

a w e l l , which we — E x h i b i t Number Five was the APD which 

r e f l e c t s our plans t o do t h a t as a l a s t r e s o r t , the — t h i s 

l e t t e r was tendered t o Dugan Production as a proposal by 

Four Corners, and they w i l l guarantee us a w e l l t o TD f o r a 
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t o t a l p r i c e I've got i n handwritten notes a t the bottom as 

Item A f o r $262,000, approximately, we can have our w e l l t o 

TD and our logs recorded. 

They also set f o r t h i n t h i s l e t t e r , i f we 

want t o absorb a l l of the r i s k of accomplishing t h a t 

ourselves, i t ' s my estimate, using t h e i r — t h e i r numbers 

t h a t they gave us, t h a t we would spend about $147,145 to do 

the same t h i n g . 

So the r e a l r i s k i nvolved t h a t we as 

d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s take upon ourselves, i s the d i f f e r e n c e 

between those two numbers, or approximately $114,800. 

That's the a c t u a l cash r i s k or exposure, because at any 

poiont p r i o r t o d r i l l i n g we could have turnkeyed the w e l l 

f o r a f i x e d p r i c e . 

Now, i f you r e l a t e t h a t $114,800 to our 

AFE, which was included i n one of our p r i o r e x h i b i t s , o t 

d r i l l the Ramses 2 Com No. 1, which we're e s t i m a t i n g a 

d r i l l e d and completed cost of $479,000, t h a t r i s k f a c t o r 

represents 24 percent of what i t would cost us t o d r i l l and 

complete a w e l l i f a l l goes w e l l . 

I f we r e l a t e t h a t t o Amoco's estimated 

a c t u a l d r i l l i n g and completion costs on the S e i f e r t Gas Com 

"A" Well No. 1, t h a t $114,800 represents 19.1 percent of the 

t o t a l c ost. 

The second f a c t o r t h a t I f e e l i s reason-
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able t o — i s reasonable f o r the n o n - d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s to 

provide the d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s w i t h a compensation, i s f o r the 

f a c t t h a t the d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s d i d spend the money; they d i d 

pay f o r t a k i n g — f o r whatever work was done. They b a s i c a l ­

l y have t h e i r money t i e d up w i t h no r e t u r n on i t , no i n t e r ­

est being paid. 

So I took a look a t what would happen i f 

Dugan Production spent $479,000 f o r a w e l l , took i t out of 

service f o r approximately s i x months, which i s probably an 

o v e r a l l average from the time you spud the w e l l u n t i l you 

a c t u a l l y have production going t o the tank. I t ranges any­

where from two months — the S e i f e r t Well, i t was nearly 

t h i r t e e n months before they were able to a c t u a l l y have t h e i r 

f a c i l i t i e s i n place, a l l of the r i g h t - o f - w a y s , and have the 

w e l l producing. 

So using an average of s i x months, the 

i n t e r e s t t h a t would r e l a t e t o $479,000 being out of service 

i s a value of about $20,000 t o Dugan's share — I mean based 

upon our AFE, or about $25,000 i f you r e l a t e i t t o Amoco's 

act u a l cost. 

And comparing these two numbers the aver­

age of — and I f e e l $479,000 represents a f a i r l y t r o u b l e -

f r e e w e l l , and the — Amoco's number, $600,000 represents 

probably a f a i r l y t y p i c a l w e l l d r i l l e d by most of the opera­

t o r s . 
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Dugan has d r i l l e d more than h a l f of the 

w e l l s i n Gavilan and we were — we f e e l t h a t there are some 

things we do t h a t a l low us to have a l i t t l e lower cost. But 

a t any r a t e , the $479-to-600,000 does give you the range of 

a c t u a l w e l l cost we would expect t o encounter, and the com­

pensation t h a t I've o u t l i n e d hered f o r the r i s k plus the i n ­

t e r e s t compensation averages about 25 percent of the w e l l 

cost, and t h a t i s what we propoe i s a reasonable number to 

— f o r the n o n d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s t o pay t o the d r i l l i n g par­

t i e s f o r the f a c t t h a t they're coming i n t o an e x i s t i n g w e l l . 

Q Turn now t o E x h i b i t Number Eleven, Mr. 

Roe, and ask you whether or not you've made an economic ana­

l y s i s based upon v o l u n t a r y p a r t i c i p a t i o n on a 640-acre 

basis using t h i s 125 percent formula t o determine whether or 

not the remaining reserves a t t r i b u t a b l e t o the w e l l w i l l 

j u s t i f y and support t h a t p a r t i c i p a t i o n . 

A Yes, I have made t h a t analysis and Exhi­

b i t Eleven i s a copy of the p r i n t o u t from a computer program 

t h a t b a s i c a l l y d i d t h i s a n a l y s i s . I t p r e t t y much r e f l e c t s 

what I b e l i e v e t o be the f u t u r e production performance of 

the S e i f e r t Gas Com "A" No. 1. The economics presented on 

t h i s page r e f l e c t the economics as they r e l a t e t o Dugan Pro­

duction's 25 percent i n t e r e s t i n the 640-acre spacing u n i t . 

I t ' s my b e l i e v e t h a t i f Dugan Production 

does pay as a f r o n t end investment 125 percent of the 
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$600,000 our share of t h a t would pay out i n 3.7 years, and 

i t would generate an undiscounted cash flow t o Dugan Produc­

t i o n of about $84,000, which our share of the 125 percent 

investment would be approximately $181,000, so our p r o f i t to 

investment r a t i o i s about 1/2 t o 1. 

These economics n a t u r a l l y are contingent 

upon a l o t of t h i n g s . I have t o f i x o i l and gas p r i c e s t h a t 

vary from day-to-day. I have t o be accurate t h a t the f o r e ­

c a s t , as you can see, the S e i f e r t Well i s not going o t be a 

great w e l l . I t ' s — I f o r e c a s t t h a t there w i l l be about 

59,000 b a r r e l s of o i l recovered from t h i s w e l l , and approxi­

mately 3 4 2 - m i l l i o n cubic f e e t of gas. But — 

Q These are not great econmics but they are 

s u f f i c i e n t i n your mind f o r Dugan's p a r t i c i p a t i o n i n order 

to avoid the d r i l l i n g of t h a t unnecessary w e l l . 

A Yes, s i r . I t ' s my opinion t h a t I can i n 

c l e a r conscience recommend t o Mr. Dugan t h a t t h i s j u s t i f i e s 

our p a r t i c i p a t i o n and we're not doing i t because i t ' s an 

economically sound deal but i t ' s an econmically sounder deal 

than us d r i l l i n g a second w e l l t o develop our acreage. 

Q Let's t u r n now, Mr. Roe, t o f u r t h e r docu­

mentation you have t h a t supports your o p i n i o n t h a t the 

second w e l l i n f a c t i s an unnecessary w e l l i n t h i s reser­

v o i r . 

Can you i d e n t i f y f o r us E x h i b i t Number 
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Twelve? 

A Okay. E x h i b i t Number Twelve i s a t a b u l a ­

t i o n on which I have attempted to summarize the pressure da­

t a t h a t has been accumulated from ten w e l l s t h a t are located 

i n the general v i c i n i t y of the S e i f e r t Well. 

Now, the s p e c i f i c w e l l s t h a t are pre­

sented on E x h i b i t Number Twelve are i f you would r e f e r t o 

E x h i b i t Number One, which was the map of the general area, 

the w e l l s t h a t we've got blue c i r c l e s w r i t t e n around, those 

are the w e l l s t h a t I have u t i l i z e d pressure data from and 

the pressure t h a t I'm using i s the pressure t h a t b a s i c a l l y 

was obtained i n compliance w i t h Commission's Order 7407-E, 

wherein we were t o shut i n both the West Puerto Chiquito and 

Gavilan-Mancos Pools completely f o r a 72-hour period and we 

measured w i t h these c o n d i t i o n s a bottom hole pressure on 

June 30th of 1987, November 19th of 1987, and the l a s t t e s t 

ordered by the Commission was taken on February 23rd of 

1988. 

Q During t h a t t e s t p e riod was the Sun Ex­

p l o r a t i o n W i l d f i r e No. 1 Well used as an observation well? 

A Yes. During t h i s p e r i o d , and t h a t ' s why 

the W i l d f i r e i s so important t o consider i n — i n our analy­

s i s here, i s the W i l d f i r e , not only was i t used as a pres­

sure observation w e l l , as — as were the other w e l l s — but 

the W i l d f i r e was not producing. I t was shut i n awaiting e f -
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f o r t s t o get right-of-ways and p i p e l i n e s and i t was shut i n . 

There was no production t h a t occurred from the W i l d f i r e dur 

ing t h i s p e r i o d . 

Q With the W i l d f i r e as the observation 

w e l l , what other w e l l s were being produced? What's the 

c l o s e s t o f f s e t t i n g w e l l t h a t was being produced? 

A Well, the nearest w e l l t h a t was producing 

c o n s i s t e n t l y throughout t h i s — t h i s time, w i t h the s t a r t of 

t h i s time being June 30th of 1987, was a w e l l operated by — 

c u r r e n t l y operated by Hixon Development Company i n the 

southwest quarter of Section 35, and i t ' s approximately a 

mile t o the south. 

A l i t t l e more than a mile to the east, 

another w e l l operated by Hixon i s the Tapacitos No. 2. 

During t h i s time period the S e i f e r t Gas 

Com "A" Well No. 1, which i s located to the northwest, was 

not producing and so i t — even though the completion was 

th e r e , i t was shut i n a w a i t i n g on a p i p e l i n e connection. 

Q Did the W i l d f i r e w e l l experience any loss 

i n pressure d u r i n g the period? 

A Yes, as y o u ' l l note t h e r e , the f i r s t 

pressure i n the f i r s t column under the June 30th, 1987, 

date, now a l l of these pressures have been adjusted t o a 

common datum of +370 f e e t above sea l e v e l , which i s a datum 

depth t h a t the engineering study committee i n t h e i r e f f o r t s 
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to analyze Gavilan, t h a t i s a datum t h a t they selected, and 

abundant — the abundance of pressure i n f o r m a t i o n t h a t has 

been t e s t i f i e d to the Commission has been a t t h i s datum. 

But i f we look a t the pressure we 

measured, and, again, t h i s i s measured w i t h a bottom hole 

pressure bomb, June 30th of 1987 we had 1190 psia a t our 

datum depth. 

November 19th of 1987 we measured a pres­

sure of 1028 p s i a , which i s a decrease of 162 p s i , f o r an 

average o v e r a l l of about 3 5 pounds a month. 

I f we look f u r t h e r a t the pressure t h a t 

was recorded on Februry 23rd of 1988, the pressure had con­

t i n u e d t o d e c l i n e and was now a t 969 p s i a , which i s an ad d i ­

t i o n a l d e c l i n e of 59 p s i , or during t h i s l a t t e r p e r i o d , 

which was the lower production r a t e s from the r e s e r v o i r , the 

r a t e of pressure d e c l i n e was — averaged 18 pounds per 

month. 

Q As a r e s u l t of the analysis of the pres­

sure i n f o r m a t i o n from the Gavilan Pool, what's your conclu­

sion about Section 22 i n the S e i f e r t Well? 

A Okay. Well, from — i t would have been 

great i f we would have been able t o have had pressure i n f o r ­

mation i n the S e i f e r t Well. 

I t was not one of the w e l l s designated t o 

observe pressure, the c l o s e s t w e l l being the W i l d f i r e . I 
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shows me f i r s t o f f t h a t the pressure, say, i n June 30th of 

1987, of 1190 pounds, t h a t compares f a i r l y close t o an over­

a l l average of 1134 pounds f o r the ten w e l l s . 

I f I look a t the February pressure of 969 

p s i i n the W i l d f i r e , t h q t compares reasonably w e l l w i t h the 

o v e r a l l a r i t h m e t i c average of the ten w e l l s we're looking a t 

of 912 p s i . 

So, f i r s t o f f , I know t h a t a t l e a s t at 

the W i l d f i r e the pressure a t t h a t p o i n t i n the r e s e r v o i r i s 

connected f a i r l y w e l l w i t h what's happening i n the r e s t of 

Gavilan, again remembering t h a t the W i l d f i r e i s not produc­

i n g . The pressure d e c l i n e we see i s a r e s u l t of some other 

mechanism somewhere i n Gavilan. 

A second t h i n g t h a t makes me f e e l t h a t 

t h i s pressure communication i n the W i l d f i r e , a t l e a s t t h a t 

f a r n o r t h , i s — i s very good, not only i s i t a t the same 

magnitude of pressure but I see t h a t the r a t e of pressure 

de c l i n e between June and November of 3 4 compared t o an over­

a l l pool average of 42, t h a t i s very s i m i l a r . The r a t e of 

pressure d e c l i n e between November and February, 18 pounds 

per month, compared t o an o v e r a l l pool average of about 8, 

t e l l s me t h a t the — what's happening i n the W i l d f i r e i s r e ­

f l e c t i n g very w e l l what's happening somewhere else i n Gavi­

la n . 
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Q How do you apply t h a t t o what's o c c u r r i n g 

i n the S e i f e r t Well, now? 

A Well, we — we have some other informa­

t i o n t h a t t e l l s us t h a t there's — t h a t leads us t o bel i e v e 

t h a t the f r a c t u r i n g doesn't stop a t the W i l d f i r e . The f r a c ­

t u r e d nature of the r e s e r v o i r i s evidenced i n the Bear Can­

yon Unit w e l l s . Dugan Production i s a working i n t e r e s t own­

er w i t h i n those w e l l s and we do know t h a t — 

Q And they're t o the no r t h of the S e i f e r t 

Well? 

A Yes. I n other words, the S e i f e r t would 

be located b a s i c a l l y between the Bear Canyon Unit and the 

W i l d f i r e . 

So having followed the d r i l l i n g and com­

p l e t i o n of the Bear Canyon Unit w e l l s , we know t h a t the 

f r a c t u r e d nature of the Mancos formation e x i s t s w i t h i n the 

Bear Canyon U n i t . Having the pressure data t h a t i s measured 

data i n the W i l d f i r e , we know t h a t the f r a c t u r e d nature of 

the Mancos e x i s t s to the W i l d f i r e , and so we have p r o j e c t e d 

t h a t the S e i f e r t , i t ' s very reasonable t o expect t h a t ac­

reage t o also be enclosed by the n a t u r a l f r a c t u r i n g , which I 

f e e l i s responsible f o r t h i s tremendous pressure communica­

t i o n throughout the Gavilan-Mancos r e s e r v o i r . 

Q Based upon your s t u d i e s , Mr. Roe, do you 

have an op i n i o n as t o whether a second w e l l i n the s e c t i o n 
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w i l l develop reserves t h a t won't be produced by the S e i f e r t 

Well? 

A Yes, I have an opinio n on t h a t . 

Q And what i s t h a t opinion? 

A I t ' s my op i n i o n t h a t — t h a t about h a l f 

of the w e l l s w i t h i n Gavilan should be shut i n r i g h t now, but 

an a d d i t i o n a l w e l l i n Section 22 w i l l not r e s u l t i n addi­

t i o n a l reserves being developed. 

Q Let's t a l k f o r a moment about the r i s k 

f a c t o r penalty t o be applied i n two instances. One, where 

the undeveloped acreage owners f a i l w i t h i n the e l e c t i o n per­

iod o t pay t h e i r share of the S e i f e r t costs and are sub j e c t , 

then, t o a penalty t o be recovered out of production, and i n 

the second a l t e r n a t i v e , the r i s k f a c t o r penalty to be ap­

p l i e d i n the event your — you have t o go forward w i t h d r i l ­

l i n g a w e l l i n the west h a l f h a l f . 

What penalty would you propose i n a per­

centage be ap p l i e d i n both those instances? 

A I was — I was a n t i c i p a t i n g your ques­

t i o n , Mr. K e l l a h i n . I d i d n ' t f o l l o w through completely. 

In — i n the west h a l f we would propose 

t h a t i n the event there was a nonconsenting p a r t y , t h a t the 

penalty be 200 perent i n a d d i t i o n t o the w e l l cost and t h i s 

would be — t h i s i s b a s i c a l l y the same arrangement t h a t ex­

i s t s under the o p e r a t i n g agreement t h a t i s i n e f f e c t f o r the 
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S e i f e r t Well i n the east h a l f . 

Q I n the event there i s s u f f i c i e n t agree­

ment t o go forward w i t h the reformation on a 640 basis and 

we have a p a r t y t h a t doesn't reach v o l u n t a r y agreement on 

the 640 and we need the mechanism of the compulsory pooling 

order t o give them a n o t i c e and o p p o r t u n i t y t o pay t h e i r 

share of the cost plus the 25 percent, and they f a i l t o do 

so, what should Amoco and the other owners i n the developed 

t r a c t be allowed t o recover out of production t o compensate 

them? 

A They — 

Q Should i t be 125 percent or should i t be 

some other percentage? 

A The percentage t h a t Dugan Production has 

agreed t o and i s s t i p u l a t e d i n t h e i r o p erating agreement, 

t h a t i s i n e f f e c t , i s Amoco and the i n i t i a l d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s 

only w i l l be allowed t o recover the w e l l costs plus 200 per­

cent from the people t h a t e l e c t t o not p a r t i c i p a t e i n the 

i n i t i a l d r i l l i n g or up f r o n t , the w e l l ' s already d r i l l e d , so 

I can't say i n i t i a l d r i l l i n g , but those t h a t do not pay Amo­

co and the i n i t i a l d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s t h e i r share of 125 per­

cent of Amoco's $600,000 w e l l cost, then they would be sub­

j e c t to the i n i t i a l d r i l l i n g p a r t i e s recovering w e l l cost 

plus 200 percent. 

Q A l l r i g h t . I n your opinion i s t h a t 200 
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percent number f a i r and reasonable? 

A Yes, i t i s . 

Q As ap p l i e d t o the 200 percent r i s k f a c t o r 

i n the west h a l f i f t h a t w e l l i s d r i l l e d on a 320, you've 

i n d i c a t e d a 200 percent r i s k f a c t o r was reasonable i n t h a t 

instance. 

A I n f a c t , our reason f o r asking f o r 200 

percent i n the west h a l f b a s i c a l l y i s the same l i n e of 

t h i n k i n g t h a t r e s u l t e d i n Amoco having 200 percent i n t h i r 

c u r r e n t o p e r a t i n g agreement, i s t h a t t h a t i s a reasonable — 

i t ' s the maximum t h a t i s allowed by the Commission. 

Q We've spent a l o t of time t a l k i n g about 

the c o r r e l a t i v e r i g h t s and how t o be f a i r among the working 

i n t e r e s t owners i n the s e c t i o n so t h a t they can p a r t i c i p a t e 

i n the S e i f e r t Well and avoid the unnecessary w e l l . 

Do you have an o p i n i o , Mr. Roe, as t o 

whether or not there are any adverse impacts on the c o r r e l a ­

t i v e r i g h t s of r o y a l t y or o v e r r i d i n g r o y a l t y owners i f t h i s 

agreement i s approved? 

A I t ' s my f i r m b e l i e f t h a t there w i l l be no 

negative impact. I t i s t r u e t h a t — t h a t i f we d i d nothing 

the r o y a l t y — i n other words, compared t o doing nothing, 

everybody's i n t e r e s t i n the S e i f e r t Well i s going t o be r e ­

duced i n h a l f , but i f the west h a l f i s put i n a p o s i t i o n 

t h a t the only way t o put t h a t acreage i n t o development i s by 
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d r i l l i n g a w e l l , there's going t o be a t l e a s t t h a t 50 per­

cent r e d u c t i o n i n revenue even though the ownership doesn't 

change. I t ' s my f i r m b e l i e f t h a t a second w e l l i n t h a t sec­

t i o n w i l l reduce the u l t i m a t e recovery from the S e i f e r t . 

Q The impact i s t h a t the r o y a l t y owner i n 

the developed acreage may received a l a r g e r share of income 

but over a shorter period of time. 

A A shorter period of time and probably a 

smaller number; a smaller u l t i m a t e recovery, a smaller v o l ­

ume . 

Q And t h a t ' s simply a f a c t of having two 

w e l l s compete f o r the same reserves. 

A That i s c o r r e c t . 

Q Where one w e l l , i n f a c t , would do the 

j o b . 

A Right. 

Q Let's t u r n now t o the AFE on the w e l l i n 

the west h a l f , Mr. Roe. I t h i n k i t ' s marked as E x h i b i t Num­

ber T h i r t e e n . Would you i d e n t i f y t h a t f o r us? 

A Okay. This i s nothing more than a copy 

of the AFE t h a t Dugan Production sent t o the working i n t e r ­

est owners i n the west h a l f of Section 22 of Township 26 

North, Range 2 West, and we t r a n s m i t t e d t h i s w i t h our Janu­

ary 29th l e t t e r , which was E x h i b i t Number Four, and t h i s — 

te reason f o r t h i s being E x h i b i t T h i r t e e n i s t h i s i s what we 
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and completion costs i n the event we have no other a l t e r n a ­

t i v e t o develop our acreage but t o d r i l l a w e l l , and t h a t 

w e l l w i l l be the Ramses 2 Com Well No. 1. 

Q This AFE i s generated by Dugan Production 

Corporation and represents, as you understand i t , a f a i r and 

reasonable estimate of those costs? 

A Yes, t h a t i s c o r r e c t . 

Q Let's t u r n now t o what you would request 

of the Examiner f o r overhead rates i n the pooling order i f 

we're r e q u i r e d t o go forward w i t h the west h a l f w e l l , and 

l e t me i n v i t e your a t t e n t i o n t o E x h i b i t Number Fourteen. 

A E x h i b i t Fourteen i s a two-page — two 

pages out of the 1986 survey of — of d r i l l i n g and producing 

w e l l overhead rates throughout the U.S. This — these two 

pages are from t h e i r 19 86 survey and i t i s my understanding 

there probably i s a more recent survey a v a i l a b l e , although 

t h i s i s the most recent I had a v a i l a b l e and we are w i l l i n g 

t o use t h i s as g u i d e l i n e s . 

I , i n blue, have h i g h l i g h t e d the numbers 

t h a t are p e r t i n e n t t o our p a r t i c u l a r w e l l and t h a t i s we are 

d e a l i n g w i t h a w e l l t h a t would f a l l i n t o the region t h a t 

they i d e n t i f y as the Colorado Plateau, and we are dealing 

w i t h a w e l l t h a t would — an o i l w e l l t h a t would range or 

f a l l i n t o the depth bracket of the 5000 t o 10,000 f o o t 
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depth, and the average monthly d r i l l i n g w e l l overhead r a t e 

t h a t i s reported here would be $4138 and the average monthly 

producing w e l l overhead r a t e would be $446. 

Now Dugan Production i s proposing and 

asking the Commission t o accept as p a r t of our forced pool­

i n g of the west h a l f of Section 22 i n the event we d r i l l , a 

producing w e l l r a t e of $400 per month and a d r i l l i n g w e l l 

overhead r a t e of $4000 per month. 

And again, those numbers, the 40 0 and 

4000 aren't h i g h l i g h t e d but the numbers w i t h which we f e e l 

we're i n range of are h i g h l i g h t e d i n t h i s . 

Q I n your o p i n i o n , Mr. Roe, w i l l approval 

of t h i s a p p l i c a t i o n be i n the best i n t e r e s t s of conserva­

t i o n , the prevention of waste, and the p r o t e c t i o n of c o r r e l ­

a t i v e r i g h t s ? 

A Yes, t h a t i s my b e l i e f . 

Q Why? 

A Well, the — i f — i f we are not able to 

put together a spacing u n i t f o r the S e i f e r t Gas Com "A" Well 

No. 1, because of our e x p i r i n g lease — i n other words, i f 

we aren't able t o put together a 640-acre spacing u n i t f o r 

t h a t w e l l , Dugan Production w i l l be i n the p o s i t i o n t h a t we 

have t o d r i l l a w e l l t h a t we've i d e n t i f i e d as the Ramses 2 

Com Well No. 1. We have our APD submitted. I t i s pending 

approval; however, we a n t i c i p a t e r e c e i v i n g t h a t approval so 
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t h a t we can commence d r i l l i n g operations on or before A p r i l 

30th, which i s our l a s t r e s o r t t o place our lease i n produc­

t i o n . 

I n the event we have to r e s o r t t o d r i l ­

l i n g f o r development, i t w i l l be c o n t r a d i c t o r y t o a l l of 

the other work t h a t we've done w i t h i n the Gavilan-Mancos

I've presented on one of my e x h i b i t s 

pressure data t h a t d e f i n i t e l y suggests t h a t one w e l l i s 

being drained by — or a t l e a s t i n pressure communication 

w i t h 640 acres, and t h a t being the f a c t , a second w e l l i n 

Section 22 i s j u s t going to b a s i c a l l y r e d i s t r i b u t e the r e ­

serves t h a t are i n t h i s general area of the Gavilan-Mancos 

Pool. 

I t ' s , c onsidering the f a c t t h a t the pres­

sure i n t h i s area of the r e s e r v o i r i s c u r r e n t l y a t roughly 

50 percent of i t s v i r g i n pressure, i t ' s questionable i n my 

mind t h a t Dugan's economics by d r i l l i n g a w e l l i n the west 

h a l f would even be a v i a b l e economic venture, although we're 

w i l l i n g t o take t h a t r i s k as a l a s t r e s o r t .

my examination of Mr. Roe.

the i n t r o d u c t i o n of E x h i b i t s Nine through Fourteen. 

MR. CATANACH: E x h i b i t s Nine 
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through Fourteen w i l l be admitted i n t o evidence. 

CROSS EXAMINATION 

BY MR. CATANACH: 

Q Mr. Roe, what i s the date of f i r s t pro­

d u c t i o n from the Amoco we l l ? 

A Okay. I — on my E x h i b i t Number Nine, 

the bottom of the f i r s t page, I've — there's r e a l l y two 

dates of f i r s t p r o d u c t i o n . 

During June of 1987, during the comple­

t i o n of the w e l l , Amoco produced 1930 b a r r e l s of o i l and d i d 

r e p o r t t h a t t o the Commission on t h e i r Form C-115? however, 

upon producing t h a t o i l the w e l l was shut i n u n t i l they had 

t h e i r gas l i n e i n place and were able t o cease ven t i n g the 

gas and d e l i v e r gas i n t o a sales market. That w e l l then was 

returned t o production on January 12th of 1988. 

On the second page of t h a t I have tabu­

l a t e d the d a i l y r a t es t h a t Amoco has reported t o the Commis­

sion i n compliance w i t h the t e s t i n g ordered by R-7407-E, the 

d a i l y r a t e s through February 15th of 1988, which i s the data 

I had a v a i l a b l e a t the time I made t h i s e x h i b i t . 

Q Well, what I'm t r y i n g o t get a t i s you 

requested t h a t the — an order p o o l i n g 640 acres be e f f e c ­

t i v e the date of f i r s t p r o d u c t i o n . Which date would yo r e ­

commend? 
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A The — what we discussed w i t h Amoco and 

— i s t h a t q u i t e honestly, we d i d n ' t address whether t h a t 

should be June, 1987, which would be my proposal, but I 

t h i n k I could say t h a t t h a t should not be something t h a t 

would keep us from agreeing, whether we make i t June 1st of 

1987 and include the 1930 b a r r e l s of o i l , or we make i t Jan­

uary 12th of 1988, which i s r e a l l y the date t h a t the w e l l 

commenced producing on a sustained basis. 

I — Dugan Production has been able so 

f a r t o work something out. I t ' s t h a t important t o us t o set 

t h i s 640. So I wouldn't l e t t h a t be a b i g f a c t o r , although 

I would propose t h a t we make the f i r s t production being 

June, '87. 

Q Okay, then i t i s your o p i n i o n t h a t t h a t 

second w e l l would be unnecessary. I t wouldn't d r a i n any ad­

d i t i o n a l reserves i n t h a t — i n a 640 area. 

A Based upon a l l of the pressure data we've 

had and analyzed, yes. I b e l i e v e t h a t . 

The only way you're ever going t o know 

t h a t f o r sure i s t o d r i l l but we sure do have a l o t of data 

to t e l l us t h a t t h a t w i l l be the case. 

MR. CATANACH: I t h i n k t h a t ' s 

a l l I have of the witness. 

I s there any other questions of 

the witness? 
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MR. LUND: May I ask one, Mr. 

Examiner? 

MR. CATANACH: Sure. 

CROSS EXAMINATION 

BY MR. LUND: 

Q Mr. Roe, j u s t one question. I n your 

conclusions t h a t t h i s ought t o be developed on 640 i n a l l of 

Section 22, i s i t also your o p i n i o n t h a t Section 22 ought t o 

be subject t o the pool r u l e s f o r the Gavilan-Mancos Pool? 

A Yes. The e f f e c t — the e n t i r e s e c t i o n 

f a l l s w i t h i the boundary of the Gavilan-Mancos Pool now and 

so upon re-spacing i t , the f u l l s e c t i o n would a c t u a l l y oper­

ate under the same pool r u l e s which j u s t the east h a l f i s 

c u r r e n t l y o p e r a t i n g under. 

Q Thank you. 

MR. LUND: Nothing f u r t h e r . 

MR. CATANACH: Okay, there being 

nothing f u r t h e r i n t h i s case, Case — 

MR. LUND: Oh, Mr. Examiner, we 

wouldn't have any o b j e c t i o n t o making i t e f f e c t i v e a t the 

e a r l i e r date, t h a t June date which Mr. Roe — 

MR CATANACH: Okay. 

MR. LUND: — mentioned. 

MR. CATANACH: Okay. There 
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being nothing f u r t h e r i n Case 9327, i t w i l l be taken under 

advisement.
