Inasmuch as Section 11 of the Unit Agreement provides that "Additional D r i l l ­
ing Blocks, subject to any limitations elsewhere set out i n this agreement, shall be 
admitted to the participating area on the f i r s t day of the month following the month 
in which i t has been established that a well capable of production of unitized substances 
in paying quantities has been d r i l l e d on any such D r i l l i n g Block, and the percentage 
of allocation shall be revised accordingly," this expansion w i l l be effective on Septem­
ber 1, 1958. 

Attached is Schedule X showing the Ninth Expanded Participating Area for the 
Pictured C l i f f s Formation for the San Juan 30-4 Unit Area. This describes the Expanded 
Participating Area, shows the percentage of unitized substances allocated to each uni­
tized tract, and the exact breakdown of percentage allocated to each tract according 
to the various ownerships i n said tract. Inasmuch as this needs no o f f i c i a l approval, 
no provision is made therefor, and in the absence of disapproval, this Ninth Expanded 
Participating Area w i l l become effective as of September 1, 1958.

Gentlemen: 

By letter dated December 28, 1954, E l Paso Natural Gas Company, as Unit Operator, 
filed a dr i l l i n g program regarding tne above captioned Unit for the calendar year 1955. 
This d r i l l i n g program was approved by the United States Geological Survey, Commissioner of 
Public Lands of the State of New Mexico, and Oil Conservation Commission of the State of 
New Mexico. 

There were two (2) wells that were to be drilled on this program. They were to 
be located in the SE/4 of Section 16 and the SW/4 of Section 16, Township 30 North, Range 
4 West. The San Juan 30-4 #8 Well located in the SE/4 of section 16 was spudded on May 23, 
1955 and completed on June 15, 1955 at a total depth of 4412 feet. After being shut-in for 
gauge for fourteen (14) days the well was tested on June 29, 1955 and gauged an IP of 25,000 
MCFGPD. This well was included in the Third Expanded Participating Area effective July 1, 
1955. 

The San Juan 30-4 #9 Well located in the SW/4 of Section 16, Township 30 North, 
Range 4 West was spudded on June 18, 1955 and completed on July 12, 1955 at a total depth 
of 4460 feet. After being shut-in for gauge for nine (9) days, the well was tested on 
July 21, 1955 and gauged an IP of 426 MCFGPD. On the basis of i t s low IP the well was de­
clared non-commercial on July 21, 1955. 

By letter dated April 22, 1955, E l Paso Natural Gas Company, as Unit Operator of 
the San Juan 30-4 Unit, f i l e d an Amended Drilling Program for 1955 which was approved by 
the United States Geological Survey, Commissioner of Public Lands of the State of New Mexico, 
and the Oil Conservation Commission of the State of New Mexico. This amended dr i l l i n g pro­
gram called for the dr i l l i n g of the two above mentioned wells and also called for an addi­
tional Mesaverde test well to be drilled in the W/2 of Section 27, Township 30 North, Range 
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4 West. This well was the San Juan 30-4 #10 Well which was spudded on July 16, 1955 and 
reached a t o t a l depth of 6795 feet. The Mesaverde formation was tested and found non­
productive and the well was completed i n the Pictured C l i f f s formation on November 3, 1955 
afte r being plugged back to a t o t a l depth of 4400 fe e t . After being shut-in f o r gauge f o r 
seven (7) days, the well was tested on November 10, 1955 and gauged an IP of 434 MCFGPD. 
Due to i t s low IP the #10 Well was declared non-commercial on November 10, 1955. 

During the calendar year 1955, El Paso Natural Gas Company, as Unit Operator, 
reworked three (3) wells which were included on the amended d r i l l i n g program. They were 
the San Juan 30-4 #2, #3, and #5 Wells. El Paso Natural Gas Company f e l t that the poten­
t i a l of these wells could be increased by workovers. 

The San Juan 30-4 #2 WelL located i n the E/2 of Section 19, Township 30 North, 
Range 4 West was d r i l l e d by El Paso Natural Gas Company. The well was spudded on June 28, 
1952, and d r i l l i n g was finished on August..2, 1952, a f t e r c i r c u l a t i o n was l o s t at 6748 feet. 
Work was commenced again on August 3, 1952, and on October 4, 1952, the well gauged a natu­
r a l p o t e n t i a l of 10 m.c.f. from the Mesaverde formation. On October 6, 1952, after gauging 
a potential of 27 m.c.f., the well was shot with 1100 quarts of nitroglycerine. After be­
ing shot, the well then gauged a pot e n t i a l of 80 m.c.f. On November 18, 1953 the well was 
temporarily abandoned i n the Mesaverde formation. Work commenced again on June 9, 1955 and 
the well was completed i n the Pictured C l i f f s formation on June 21, 1955 a f t e r being plugged 
back to a t o t a l depth of 4400 fe e t . The Pictured C l i f f s formation between 4248 feet and 
4300 feet was treated with a sand-oil f r a c t u r i n g process. The well was shut-in f o r gauge 
for eight (8) days and then tested on June 29, 1955 at which time i t gauged an IP of 970 
m.c.f.

After being, shut-in for gauge f o r sixteen (16) days the well 
was tested on July 14, 1955 and gauged an IP of 869 m.c.f. 

The San Juan 30-4 #5 Well located i n the W/2 of Section 9, Township 30 North, 
Range 4 West was spudded on September 26, 1953, and was completed i n the Pictured C l i f f s 
formation on October 27, 1953 aft e r reaching a t o t a l depth of 4300 feet. After gauging a 
potential of 108 m.c.f., the well was determined non-commercial on January 6, 1954. Re­
working operations were commenced again on June 29, 1955 and the well was recompleted on 
July 2, 1955. On July 1, 1955 the Pictured C l i f f s formation between 4223 feet and 4290 
feet was treated with a sand-oil f r a c t u r i n g process. The well was shut-in f o r gauge and 
tested on July 21, 1955 and then retested on August 10, 1955 gauging a potential of 919 
m.c.f. The well was then declared commercial and was included i n the Fourth Expanded 
Par t i c i p a t i n g Area e f f e c t i v e September 1, 1955. 

Therefore, with the completion and reworking of these wells, the 1955 D r i l l i n g 
Program has been s a t i s f i e d . 

There was a t o t a l production of 47,530 m.c.f. i n the San Juan 30-4 Unit from 
January 1, 1955 through October 31, 1955. The t o t a l value i n sales, including natural 
gas, gasoline, butane, propane and condensate, was $4,874.81.

On December 28, 1954, £1 Paso Natural Gas Company, as Unit Operator, submitted 
for your approval a Drilling Program for the calendar year 1955, for the San Juan 30-4 
Unit Area. By letters dated February 4, 1955, and February 10, 1955, respectively, the 
United States Geological Survey and the New Mexico Oil Conservation Commission, accepted 
the Drilling Program and required an Amended Plan be filed on or before April 15, 1955. 
By letter dated April 18, 1955, the United States Geological Survey extended the time for 
filing this Amended Drilling Program until May 15, 1955. 

All working interest owners in this Unit have been contacted for the purpose 
of complying with these requests, and El Paso Natural Gas Company, as Unit Operator, now 
submits for your approval an amended Drilling Program for the calendar year 1955, pro­
viding for the drilling of three (3) Mesaverde wells, unless as stated above, production 
in paying quantities is found at a lesser depth, and the reworking and recompletion of 
three (3) additional wells. These wells are to be drilled on the following locations: 

E/2 Section 16, 
W/2 Section 16, 
W/2 Section 27, 

T-30-N, R-4-W 
T-30-N, R-4-W 
T-30-N, R-4-W 

These wells will be drilled in accordance with your operating regulations and 
due care will be taken to protect known horizons. 

The San Juan 30-4 #2 Well located in the E/2 of Section 19, T-30-N, R-4-W, was 
drilled by E l Paso Natural Gas Company. This well was spudded on June 28, 1952, and 
drilling was finished on August 2, 1952, after circulation was lost at 6748 feet. Work 
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was commenced again on August 3, 1952, and October 4, 1952, the well gauged a natural 
potential of 10 MCF. On October 6, 1952, after gauging a potential of 27 MCF the well 
was shot with 1100 quarts of nitroglycerine. After being shot the well then gauged a 
potential of 80 MCF. On November 18, 1953, the well was temporarily abandoned in the 
Mesaverde formation. El Paso Natural Gas Company feels that production of gas in 
commercial quantities could be obtained in the Pictured Cliffs formation. Subject to 
your approval we will recomplete this well in the Pictured Cliffs formation by perforating 
the production string and sand oil fracturing the Pictured Cliffs formation. 

The San Juan 30-4 #3 Well located in the E/2 of Section 29, T-30-N, R-4-W, was 
spudded July 17, 1953, and was completed August 17, 1953. The well was drilled to a total 
depth of 4100 feet and the pay section between 4035 feet and 4100 feet was shot with 250 
quarts of nitroglycerine. After testing the well gauged a potential of 232 MCF and on 
September 11, 1953, the well was included in the Initial Participating Area. E l Paso 
Natural Gas Company feels that this well can be improved by subjecting the Pictured Cliffs 
formation to a sand oil fracturing treatment. As this well is in the Participating Area 
but has a lower potential than the other participating wells El Paso feels an attempt 
should be made to improve this well. Therefore subject to your approval, E l Paso Natural 
Gas Company will sand oil fracture the Pictured Cliffs formation in. an effort to increase 
the potential. 

The San Juan 30-4 #5 Well located in the W/2 of Section 9, T-30-N, R-4-W, was 
spudded on September 26, 1953, and was completed on October 27, 1953. The well was drilled 
to a total depth of 4300' and the pay section between 4233' and 4285' was shot with 208 
quarts of nitroglycerine. After gauging an Initial Potential of 108 MCF the well was 
determined non-commercial on January 6, 1954. El Paso Natural Gas Company feels that this 
well might be commercial i f the Pictured Cliffs formation was subjected to a sand o i l 
treatment. Subject to your approval E l Paso will also sand-oil fracture the Pictured 
Cliffs formation of this well in an effort to increase the potential. 

It is understood that the Plan of Development herein outlined may be modified 
from time to time with the approval of the Supervisor, the Commissioner, and the Commission 
to meet changing conditions. 

If this Drilling Program is acceptable, please signify your approval of this 
Drilling Program as required under Section 10 of the Unit Agreement in the space provided 
below, and return an approved copy to E l Paso Natural Gas Company.

By copies of the enclosed letters from the United States 
Geological Survey and the New Mexico Oil Conservation Commission, 
we have been advised that our proposed 1955 d r i l l i n g program for 
the above unit has been only conditionally approved, and that 
additional wells must be drilled in 1955 and an amended plan of 
development filed. 

This letter i s to inform you of this situation and in­
quire whether any working interest owner desires additional wells 
dri l l e d on his acreage. You have previously advised us, as Unit 
Operator, that you did not desire any wells drilled on your acre­
age and the only wells being drilled in the San Juan 30-4 Unit 
are those on £1 Paso Natural Gas Company acreage, on which we 
are obliged to pay the i n i t i a l d r i l l i n g cost. 

I f we must d r i l l additional wells, we feel that some of 
these wells should be on acreage other than that of E l Paso Natural 
Gas Company. In other words, we do not feel that we should carry 
the entire load of these unit obligations. We would appreciate 
hearing from you as soon as possible on this matter. 

Perhaps i t would be advisable to have a meeting with a l l 
of the working interest owners to discuss the d r i l l i n g of addi­
tional wells.

You approved the request for approval of the i n i t i a l 
participating area which contained the San Juan 30-4 #1 and the 
San Juan 30-4 #3 wells on June 17, 1954. We would like to have 
your approval of the i n i t i a l participating area set aside due to 
the fact that before i t was approved we had made a redetermination 
that one of the wells was not a commercial well, and also doe to the 
fact that this redetermination had been aade and sent out prior to 
approval of the i n i t i a l participating area. 

For sone time we have been giving very serious con­
sideration to what should and what should not be considered coaaer-
cia l wells as defined In our Unit Agreements, and we have come to 
the conclusion that the San Juan 30-4 #3 well which was coapieted 
with an i n i t i a l potential of 238 MCJT in the Pictured Cliffs forma­
tion i s not a co»aeroial well. The San Juan 30-4 #1 well which we 
s t i l l believe i s eesaierclal had as i n i t i a l potential of 1,300 MCF. 
You can see that there i s a rather large discrepancy between the 
in i t i a l potential of the two wella.
