The purpose of this transmittal i a to coafira our telephone conversation 
of Eoveaber 2, 1965", concerning the mechanics of waterflooding the subject 
leases. 

The produced water froia the Dodd "A" and Dodd nB B leases is currently 
disposed of into trc> earthen pits, one located on each of the leases. I t 
is proposed to continue this disposition of produced water which currently 
anounts to about 30 bbls. per day on each lease u n t i l a sufficient amount 
is available to supply the required injection volume of one injection v a i l 
or an estimated 100-200 BPD. This w i l l msan each p i t w i l l take about 50-
100 EPD u n t i l this condition is reached. Otherwise fresh water w i l l be 
the sole injection source and purchased frcm Yucca Water Company of 
Lovington, New Mexico, At no time during the l i f e of the project do wa 
propose to co-mingla fresh and produced water. 

In regards to ceiaent lining or internal protection of injection tubing 
strings or systems, we propose to use unprotected pipe and tubing where 
fresh ;;ater is to be handled. VJhen produced water injection begins, the 
systems handling this water and the tubing strings of tha wells i n which 
produced water i s injected w i l l be internally lined with cement.
