Pima Environmental Services, LLC. (Pima) has been contracted by Devon Energy Production Company, LP (Devon) to submit this Reclamation 
Closure Report for a produced water release that occurred at the Cotton Draw Unit 167 CTB (Cotton). The initial C-141 was submitted on 
February 3, 2021 (Appendix C). This incident was assigned Incident ID NAPP2103458288 by the New Mexico Oil Conservation Division 
(NMOCD). 

Site Characterization 

The Cotton is located approximately twenty (20) miles southeast of Malaga, NM. This spill site is in Unit N, Section 36, Township 24S, Range 
31E, Latitude 32.167493 Longitude -103.732874, Eddy County, NM. Figure 1 references a Location Map. 

Per the New Mexico Bureau of Geology and Mineral Resources, the geology is made up of Interlayered eolian sands and piedmont-slope 
deposits along the eastern flank of the Pecos River valley, primarily between Roswell and Carlsbad. Typically capped by thin eolian deposits. 
The soil in this area is made up of Berino complex, 0 to 3 percent slopes according to the United States Department of Agriculture Natural 
Resources Conservation Service soil survey (Appendix B). The drainage class in this area is well drained. There is a low potential for karst 
geology to be present around the Cotton (Figure 3). 

According to the New Mexico Office of the State Engineer, depth to the nearest groundwater in this area is 222 feet below grade surface 
(BGS). According to the United States Geological Survey (USGS), the nearest groundwater is 406 feet BGS. The closest waterway is the Pecos 
River located approximately 13.75 miles to the west of this location. See Appendix A for referenced water surveys.

NAPP2103458288: On January 21, 2021, a line to the heater treater developed a leak causing a fluid to be released on the pad. The released 
fluids were calculated to be approximately 11.9 barrels (bbls) of produced water. A vacuum truck was able to recover approximately 10 bbls 
of standing fluid. 

Remediation Activities, Site Assessment, and Soil Sampling Results 
 

June 15, 2023, Pima mobilized personnel to the site to begin collecting soil samples from spill area. The laboratory results of this sampling 
event can be found in the following data table. A Site Map can be found in Figure 4.

On July 19, 2023, the Devon Construction Department mobilized personnel and equipment to begin immediate remediation activities. They 
began excavating the area to a depth of 2’ BGS. The contaminated soil 28 cubic yards was hauled to an approved, lined disposal facility and 
clean backfill material was brought in. 

 
On July 24, 2023, after sending a 48-hour notification (Appendix C), Pima returned to the site to collect confirmation samples of the 
excavation. The results of this sampling event can be found in the following table. A Confirmation Sample Map can be found in Figure 5. 
Complete laboratory reports can be found in Appendix E.

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Based on the sample results, the bottoms and sidewalls were below NMOCD Closure Criteria 19.15.29 NMAC. The contaminated material 
was sufficiently removed then transported to an NMOCD approved disposal site. The excavation was then backfilled with clean like material, 
machine compacted and returned to its previous state. See Appendix D for Photographic Documentation. 
 
A Remediation Closure Report was submitted on August 3, 2023, and was approved by NMOCD on January 17, 2024, pending submission 
of a Reclamation Closure Report. 
 
Reclamation Activities 

 
The release and reclamation extent were on the pad and the area was remediated according to 19.15.29.12 NMAC. The confirmation lab 
sample results verified all samples within the top 4 feet of soil in this area includes non-waste containing, earthen material with chloride 
levels that are less than 600 mg/kg and TPH concentrations less than 100 mg/kg per 19.15.29.13 NMAC.  
 
On May 2, 2025, two 5-point composite samples were collected from the backfilled area. The results of this sampling event are provided in 
the following table. The lab results from this sampling event were received on May 6, 2025, and verified that the excavated area was backfilled 
with clean soil. Complete Laboratory Reports can be found in Appendix E.

Reclamation activities will be carried out within 25 years, provided that production and/or subsequent drilling operations have been 
completed. Seeding will be completed when the caliche is removed at the time of final reclamation of the site. Devon personnel will 
monitor vegetative growth to ensure the reclamation activities performed were sufficient. Monitoring will include inspections conducted 
at least semi-annually until revegetation is considered complete. The inspections will include monitoring and treating the reclamation for 
unauthorized traffic, erosion, and invasive or noxious weeds. When it has been determined that vegetation has been established that 
reflects pre-disturbance vegetation cover with a total percent plant cover of greater than 70% of pre-disturbance area levels, excluding 
invasive or noxious weeds, a final revegetation report will be submitted for review/approval.
