On 12/26/2023 a release occurred due to stuffing box failure. The release area (GPS:  
32.50102, -103.16052) is located north of Eunice, New Mexico in unit letter P section 4 
township 21S range 37E. A groundwater search was conducted utilizing data from NMOSE, 
USGS, and direct measure from a SB (32.49932, -103.15306) conducted in 2021. The 
nearest well suggest that groundwater beneath the release is 58 feet. 
 
The release on the lease pad (11,600 ft2) was lightly scraped to remove the oil stain. The 
pasture area (400 ft2) was excavated to a depth of 1 foot. All excavated material (72 yards) 
was hauled to an OCD approved disposal facility. 5-point bottom and wall composites 
samples were collected not to exceed 200 square feet. All samples collected were submitted 
to a commercial laboratory for analysis of chloride, TPH, and BTEX. The area on the lease pad 
was backfilled with clean imported caliche to restore the pad. The pasture area was backfilled 
with clean imported topsoil to ground surface and contoured to the surrounding area. The 
pasture area was reseeded in consultation with the surface landowner. 
 
Apache Corporation has completed remediation to table one standards for releases 51-100 
feet to groundwater and reclaimed the pasture in accordance with 19.15.29 NMAC. Apache 
respectfully request closure of event nAPP2400824944.
