Reference i s made t o your recent a p p l i c a t i o n f o r an 
exception t o Rule 303-A of the D i v i s i o n Rules and Regulations 
t o p e r m i t the subject w e l l t o commingle the p r o d u c t i o n from 
both pools i n the w e l l b o r e . 

I t appearing t h a t the subject w e l l q u a l i f i e s f o r approval 
f o r such exception pursuant t o the p r o v i s i o n s of Rule 303-C, 
and t h a t r e s e r v o i r damage or waste w i l l not r e s u l t from such 
downhole commingling, and c o r r e l a t i v e r i g h t s w i l l not be 
v i o l a t e d thereby, you are hereby a u t h o r i z e d t o commingle the 
pr o d u c t i o n as described above. 

I n accordance w i t h the p r o v i s i o n s of Rule 303.C.4., t o t a l 
commingled o i l p r o d u c t i o n from the subject w e l l s h a l l not 
exceed 40 b a r r e l s per day, and t o t a l water p r o d u c t i o n from the 
w e l l s h a l l not exceed 80 b a r r e l s per day. The maximum amount 
of gas which may be produced d a i l y from the w e l l s h a l l be 
determined by m u l t i p l y i n g 2,000 by top u n i t allowable f o r the 
Tubb O i l & Gas Pool. 

Assignment of all o w a b l e t o the w e l l and a l l o c a t i o n of 
pr o d u c t i o n from the w e l l s h a l l be on the f o l l o w i n g b a s i s : 

Upper Pool: O i l 58%, Gas 31% 
Lower Pool: O i l 42%, Gas 69%

by t h i s order may be rescinded by the Division Director i f , i n 
his opinion, conservation i s not being best served by such 
commingling.
