You have requested to drill this horizontal well at an unorthodox oil well location described above
in the referenced pool or formation. 19.15.16.15(B)(1)(a) NMAC governs this proposed well and
provides that the operator shall dedicate to each horizontal oil well a standard horizontal spacing
unit that comprises of one or more contiguous tracts that the horizontal oil well’s completed
interval penetrates, each of which consists of a governmental quarter-quarter section or equivalent.

This well’s completed interval is as close as 95 feet to the eastern edge of the horizontal spacing
unit. Encroachment will impact the following tracts.
