The wells complete horizontal spacing unit comprises of two Wolfcamp pool/formations with a
total acreage of 1296.1 acres. The area of encroachment pertains to the latter portion of the
producing zone. Which is governed by special rules, R-14262, for the Purple Sage; Wolfcamp
(Gas) Pool. Which provides for 320-acre units, with wells located at least 330 feet from a unit
outer boundary.

This well’s completed interval is as close as 100 feet to the southern edge. Encroachment will
impact the following tract.
