Division ("Division") in Santa Fe, New Mexico on July 5, 2005 {administrative application reference No. 
pSEMO-518728885); and (ii) the Division's records in Hobbs and Santa Fe: all considering COG Operating 
LLC's ("COG") request for an unorthodox Queen oil well location for its proposed M. D. Self Well No. 9 to 
be drilled 1350 feet from the North line and 1770 feet from the West line (Unit F) of Section 6, Township 26 
South, Range 38 East, NMPM, Lea County, New Mexico. Pursuant to Division Rule 104.B (1), the SE/4 
NWM of Section 6 is to be dedicated to this well in order to form a standard 40-acre oil spacing and proration 
unit within the Langlie-Mattix (Yates-Seven Rivers-Queen-Grayburg) Pool (37240). 

Your application has been duly filed under the provisions of Division Rules 104.F and 1207.A (2). 

It is the Division's understanding that all of Section 6 is included within a single Federal lease issued 
by the U. S. Bureau ofLand Management (17. S. Government lease No. NM-0889) with common mineral interest 
in which COG is the leasehold operator. 

By the authority granted me under the provisions of Division Rule 104.F (2), the above-described 
unorthodox oil well location within the Langlie-Mattix (Seven Rivers-Queen-Grayburg) Pool (37240) is hereby 
approved. 

Jurisdiction of this cause is retained for the entry of such further orders as the Division may deem 
necessary.
