Linn Energy (Linn) has retained Rice Environmental Consulting and Safety (RECS) to address
potential environmental concerns at the above-referenced site.

Background and Previous Work

The site is located approximately 6.8 miles west of Maljamar, New Mexico at UL/D sec. 9 T17S
R31E. This site is in an area of no known groundwater.

On June 7" 2012, a valve failed in the battery releasing 8 barrels of oil and 2 barrels of produced
water over 17,545 sq ft of battery and pasture land. None of this material was recovered. On
June 13“‘, 2012, NMOCD and BLM were notified of the release. An initial C-141 was submitted
to both agencies and NMOCD approved the C-141 on June 21%, 2012 (Appendix A).

Two other environmental companies worked this site previously to RECS taking over
remediation activities. When RECS obtained the site, the battery had already been excavated to
1.5 — 3 ft bgs and a request to backfill the site had been approved by BLM on July 26", 2013. As
part of permission to backfill, BLM had a stipulation that Sample Point 1 needed to be delineated
to find closure levels. The site was backfilled and contoured to the surrounding location.

RECS took over the project on August 27" 2013. A vertical was attempted at Point 1 on
September 17‘“, 2013; however, installation was aborted when a fiberglass line was found below
Point 1. On September 20“‘, 2013, RECS met with NMOCD and NMOCD stated that RECS
needed to assess the release outside the bermed battery area. On September 25", 2013, RECS
met with BLM and BLM stated that the work was completed inside the battery and RECS
needed to assess the release outside the battery. Both agencies required RECS to submit a CAP
to remediate this area.



RECS sampled that area outside the battery on beginning on October 8™ 2013. Samples were
taken from the surface at seven points within the release area outside the bermed battery and one
sample, Point 7, was taken as background sample (Figure 1). The samples were field tested for
chlorides and organic vapors and the samples were taken to a commercial laboratory for analysis
(Appendix B). All the samples returned chloride values below 1,000 mg/kg, GRO values of non-
detect and DRO values below regulatory standards, except for the background sample at Point 7,
which returned a DRO value of 5,890 mg/kg.

A Corrective Action Plan (CAP) was submitted to NMOCD and BLM on December 5™ 2013.
BLM approved the CAP on December 6™ 2013 and NMOCD approved the CAP on February
11", 2014. Based on the laboratory analysis, all sampling outside the bermed battery was below
regulatory standards. Therefore, the CAP stated that this area would have soil amendments
added as necessary and then the area would be seeded with a blend of native vegetation.
Vegetation provides an infiltration barrier for the site, since plants capture water through their
roots thereby reducing the amount of water traveling through the vadose zone to groundwater.

As a stipulation for approval of the CAP, NMOCD requested that since this release encompasses
another release at the site (Appendix A), a final C-141 for the 2RP-950 be enclosed with the final
documentation for this site (Appendix D).

RECS personnel were on site on February 24", 2014 to conduct the CAP work. Soil
amendments were added to the site and the site was seeded with BLM mix #2 and #4. The
remainder of contamination from the release will be addressed at site abandonment. Photo
documentation of all activities at the site can be found in Appendix C.

Given that the CAP activities have been completed as approved by NMOCD and BLM, Linn
respectfully requests ‘remediation termination’ and site closure. Final C-141s will be found in
Appendix D.
