At 3:15 P.M. called
for a truck to pickup water.Notified Rick Rickman at 3:30 P.M. of leak.

Describe Area Affected and Cleanup Action Taken.* : Area of water on ground was 22feet long X 21 feet wide by 2in deep. (pictures make the spill
looking bigger than area actually was to due rain in area.) At 4:30 P.M. truck on location, went to emptying tinhom to see if leak was on lateral line or on
trunk line. After empying tinhorn, determined that leak was on lateral line. was able to isolate lateral, to get field back going. Picked up about 7 barrells of
water off of ground. Will have to do one call before line can be repaired. '
