Transfer lines were open ended after being rigged up but tied into a centrifugal pump on pits. A valve was not checked when starting a mix pump and the 
mud was released through the transfer lines. A vacuum truck recovered 80 bbls of produced water and the valve was closed. 

Describe Area Affected and Cleanup Action Taken.* 

The area affected was approximately 100' x 80' on the north end of the location both on and off the well pad. Remediation was completed in accordance 
with the remediation plan verbally approved by Mike Bratcher of NMOCD.
