We have reviewed your application for downhole commingling the Otero Chacra and Basin Fruitland Coal 
formations in the referenced well. The Chacra formation has been producing since 1981 and presently has an 
estimated bottom hole pressure of 364 psia. The Fruitland Coal formation is to be completed and has an 
estimated bottom hole pressure of 624 psia. Allocation will be accomplished by subtracting the projected 
Chacra production from the total production of both zones, and the difference will be allocated to the Fruitland 
Coal formation.
