(a) your application (administrative application reference No. pCLP07-
05038036) submitted to the New Mexico Oil Conservation Division (the Division) in 
Santa Fe, New Mexico on February 15, 2007, on behalf of Cimarex Energy Co. of 
Colorado (Cimarex), and 

Cimarex has requested to drill its Scout 17 Fed. Well No. 1 to the Seven Rivers 
formation at an unorthodox oil well location, 1460 feet from the South line and 590 feet from the 
West line (Unit L) of Section 17, Township 19 South, R ange 34 East, N.M.P.M., in Lea County, 
New Mexico. The NW/4 of the SW/4 of Section 17 will be dedicated to this well in order lo 
form a standard 40-acre oil spacing and proration unit in the undesignated Tonto-Scven Rivers 
Fool (59470). This request is governed by statewide Rule 104.B(1), which provides that wells 
may be located no closer than 330 feet to a unit boundary. The proposed location is less than 
330 feet from the southern boundary ofthe proposed unit. 

Your application on behalf of Cimarex has been duly filed tinder the provisions of 
Division Rules 104.1-and 1210.A(2).
