In the near future, we plan to f i l e a 9-331C and C-102 with the Bureau 
of Land Management Di s t r i c t Office i n Carlsbad for permission to d r i l l a 
new Jalmat gas well as a Section 103 i n f i l l well at a non-standard 
location consisting of 330' FSL & 660' FWL Section 4, T-25-S, R-37-E, 
Lea County, New Mexico.

(Gas) producer, and upon the drilling--and completion- of the / newly 
proposed Wells Federal No. 18, both the Wells Federal No. 3 and the 
Wells Federal No. 18 w i l l be simultaneously dedicated to the existing 
120-acre proration unit consisting of the N/2 SW/4 & SW/4 SW/4 Section
