Fossil Fuels Inc. respe c t f u l l y requests an unorthodox location 
variance i n regards t o our Zuni T r i b a l #1-Y Well, which i s located 
i n Section 4, T8N, R18W, Cibola County, New Mexico. The footage 
location i s 1373' from the west l i n e and 2453» from the south l i n e 
of Section 4. 

This location was chosen because of the high density of a r t i f a c t s 
and other items of archeological importance i n t h i s area. The 
location has been approved by the archeologists i n the Zuni 
Archeological Program. 

This location i s a replacement well f o r the Zuni T r i b a l #1 Well, 
which was d r i l l e d and abandoned. Attached i s a copy of our "lease 
p l a t " , which notes our lease lines and the location of the #1-Y 
Zuni T r i b a l w e l l . One section (#8), which i s a diagonal o f f s e t t o 
our loca t i o n i s unleased. This section i s a part of the Zuni 
Reservation.

Dear Ms. Pearce: 

Reference is made to your application of June 14, 1989 for a non-standard location 
for your Zuni Tribal Well No. 1 to be located 2303 feet from the South line and 1373 
feet from the West line (Unit K) of Section 4, Township 8 North, Range 18 West, 
NMPM, Cibola County, New Mexico. Said well to be drilled to a depth of 
approximately 2500 feet to test the Yeso and San Andres formations. I f oil is 
encountered, the NE/4 SW/4 of said Section 4 is to be dedicated to said well 
forming a standard statewide 40-acre oil spacing and proration unit; or i f gas is 
encountered, the SW/4 of said Section 4 is to be dedicated to said well forming a 
standard 160-acre gas spacing and proration unit (pursuant to General Rule 
104.B.( I I ) ) . 

By the authority granted me under the provisions of General Rule 104 F ( l ) , the 
above-described unorthodox location is hereby approved.
