Reference is made to your application dated September 29, 1992 for a non-standard gas well 
location in the Basin-Dakota Pool for the Rincon Unit Well No. 130E located 2040 feet 
from the South line and 2060 feet from the East line (Unit J) of Section 32, Township 27
