Reference is made to your application on behalf of the operator, David H. Arrington Oil & 
Gas, Inc., dated November 30, 1998 for a non-standard oil well location within the Undesignated 
Diamond-Strawn Pool for its proposed Yellow Humpy Well No. 1 to be drilled 2310 feet from the 
South line and 1479 feet from the West line (Unit K) of Section 15, Township 16 South, Range 36 
East, NMPM, Lea County, New Mexico. The NE/4 SW/4 of Section 15 is to be dedicated to this 
well in order to form a standard 40-acre oil spacing and proration unit for this pool.
