that the proposed unit conforms with the requirements of said

1. Said unit consists of contiguous quarter-
quarter sections (and/or l o t s ) . 

2. Said unit lie s wholly within a single govern­
mental section,, 

3. The entire proposed unit may be reasonably 
presumed to be productive of gas. 

4. The length or width of said unit does not 
exceed 5,280 feet. 

5. Copies of this application have been furnished 
by registered mail to a l l offset operators 
and a l l operators within 1,500 feet of said 
well. 

A plat i s attached hereto showing to the best of our 

knowledge of belief the proposed u n i t , the location of the well 

and the offset ownership. 

In view of the facts set out herein i t i s respectfully 

requested that the Commission issue an order approving the non­

standard gas proration unit for Continental Oil Company's Sophia 

Meyer A-26 No. 1 well as described above.
