The remaining fill was used to backfill 85 1,253
the excavation and clean. imported soil was used as a top cap and to ¢contour to the 70" 1,119
surrounding area. On 6/18/2007. the site was seeded with a blend of native vegetation and 75 1,125
is expected to return to a productive capacity at a normal rate. An identification plate was 80 1,045
placed on the surface above the former junction to mark the presence of the clay below.

To further investigate depth of chloride presence. four soil borings were Initiated on

10/31/2007 and 11/1/2007. Soil borings #1 and #2 were advanced to a depth of 85 ft BGS. soll boring £3 was advanced to a depth of 60 ft

BGS. and soil boring #4 was advanced to a depth of 50 ft BGS. Soil samples were collected every 5 ft and fleld tested for chiarides. The

deepest sample from sach soil boring was sent to a commercial laboratory for analysis of chloride. which confirmed elevated concentrations.

Each borehole was plugged with bentonite to the ground surface. NMOCD was notifled of potential groundwater impact on 1/9/2009.
