Gentlemen: 

On behalf of our c l i e n t , David Fasken, we request your approval of 
off-lease storage of o i l production from the subject lease. There w i l l be no 
commingling of production with any other lease. This request involves only the 
physical location of a tank battery o f f the lease at a location on Fee lands in 
the SW/4 NE/4 Section 8, T-17-S, R-37-E, NMPM, Lea County, New Mexico. 

This w i l l be the f i r s t productive well from the Strawn formation of 
this lease and w i l l not be commingled with production from any other lease. 

There w i l l not be any intercommunication of the handling, separating, 
treating or storage with any other lease. 

This lease is a l l State of New Mexico lands under the subject lease and 
we have attached hereto the approval of Alex J. Armijo, Commissioner of Public 
Lands of the State of New Mexico relating to this request. 

The attached land plat shows the area of this lease and the attached 
surveyor's plat shows the physical location of the State Highway, Railroad, and 
Texas-New Mexico Pipeline with respect to State Lease E-8563-I. Also shown on 
the surveyor's plat is the conduit which we have in s t a l l e d on the Warren Lease 
underneath the Highway, Railroad, and Texas-New Mexico Pipeline. We are propos­
ing to use the extra capacity in the conduit for flow lines for the portion of 
State Lease E-8563-I lying east of the highway. By locating the proposed tank
