Reference is made to your letter of December 17, 1963, wherein
you regquest an amendsent to Administrative Order PC-170 to permit
the commingling of Yates production with Paddock and San Andres
production on your Btats "V" Lease located in the R/2 SR/4 of Sec-
tion 27, Township 17 South, Ranges 35 Rast, Vacuum Field, Lsa County,
New Mexico.

Facilities, * including the requiremsnt for non-reset counters on
the meters, and provided further, that you shall notify the Nobbe
District Office of the Commission at such time as this imstallation
is complete in oxder that a field inspection may be made of the
installation prior to putting it in operxation.
