Mexico Oil Conservation Division in Aztec and Santa Fe: all concerning Phillips Petroleum Company's request for an 
exception to the well location requirements provided within the "Special Rules and Regulations for the Basin-Dakota 
Pool" as promulgated by Division Order No. R-10987-B, issued in Case No. 12290 and dated June 30,2000, for a non­
standard infill gas well location within an existing standard 320-acre stand-up gas spacing and proration unit for the 
Basin-Dakota Pool comprising the W/2 of Section 30, Township 29 North, Range 5 West, NMPM, Rio Arriba County, 
New Mexico.
