2 Case 22592 Matador Production.

3            MR. BRUCE:  Jim Bruce on behalf of Matador. 

4            HEARING EXAMINER BRANCARD:  Are there any other 

5 interested persons for Case 22592?

9            MR. BRUCE:  Mr. Examiner, in this case 

10 Mr. Matador received Order R-21219 for a horizontal Bone 

11 Spring well unit in the W/2 W/2 of Sections 9 and 16, 23 

12 South, 28 East for the Jack Sleeper wells. 

13            Once again, the order was to expire April 2, 

14 2021, Matador requested a one-year commencement which was 

15 granted by Order R-2129-B.  Matador still intends to 

16 commence the well right around April 2 and is only seeking 

17 an extension of a couple of months just in case some problem 

18 comes up. 

19            So they are not, this isn't a full blown 

20 Coronavirus drilling rig reduction deal, they are going to 

21 drill it, it's on their drilling schedule, they just want to 

22 make sure that they don't mess up if there is some -- in 

23 getting the well commenced by April 2 of this year, they 

24 just want a very brief extension. 

25            The only other issue, there is one issue, notice 
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1 was given by certified mail, have not gotten back all the 

2 green cards, affidavit of publication was or is submitted as 

3 Exhibit 5 and in going through this sometime late on Tuesday 

4 night, the affidavit of publication so far as I can tell was 

5 published one day late. 

6            And if I could, I would file a  -- I was going to 

7 file a motion for a continuance, but I had a little bit too 

8 much going on.  If I could file a motion to continue this to 

9 March 17 just to cure the publication date, that would be 

10 it.  And I would move the admission of Exhibits 1 through 5.

11            HEARING EXAMINER BRANCARD:  Thank you.  Mr.

13            TECHNICAL EXAMINER McCLURE:  No, I have no 

14 questions on this case.  Thank you.
