Afternoon... After review of your proposal, BLM has the following stipulations:

1.   The other "fingers" will need to be sampled and addressed.
2.   Need to attempt to achieve minimal surface damage while removing
 contaminated material.
3.   The area that is stained (nondetect areas) will still need to be tilled or
 turned under in some way.  Trying to prevent in possible future issues with
 vegetation regrowth and or cosmetic (i.e. a lay person walking around and coming
 across the stain and raising an issue where there is none).
4.   Need to reseed the area with a 50/50 mix of BLM Seed Mix 3 and BLM Seed
 Mix 4.
5.   Samples will also need to be gathered in any pooling areas (even if they do
 not fall into you "100 foot sample point distance."

Please keep me updated as to status of cleanup.  

The BLM approval/acceptance does not relieve the operator of liability should their operations have failed
 to adequately investigate and remediate contamination that may pose a threat to groundwater, surface
 water, human health or the environment or if the location fails to reclaim properly.  In such an event that
 the location does not revegetate, or future issues with contaminants are encountered, the operator will be
 asked to address the issues until the contaminant issues are fully mitigated and the location is successfully
 reclaimed. In addition, BLM approval does not relieve the operator of responsibility for compliance with any
 other federal, state or local laws/regulations.
