will occur only after the contents have been stabilized to ensure a 
representative sample (only required for a pit used for multiple wells). 

o WPX will submit the photo documentation and testing stated above with 
the C-144 closure. 

o All APD #s and well names will be placed on the C-l 44 form when the 
closure form is filed, 

o No additional proposed changes except as noted above, WPX will 
comply with the rest of the original Closure Plan. 

WPX realizes this does not relieve them of any of the requirements of 19.15.17 NMAC. 
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
