Dear Mr. Hendrix:

The 2018 Bradenhead test on the above well indicates a failure. In order to comply with Rule 
19.15.16.11, prevent waste and protect fresh water, you are hereby directed to submit apian of 
action before November 30, 2018, and to initiate remedial activity before January 30, 2019. 

Initial Surface Casing psi was 54. Initial Production Casing psi was 243. Five-minute shut-in 
pressure on Surface Casing was 46.

Gas analysis from 2017 appears to show bradenhead and production casing to be the same. 
Wellbore schematic has been received in 2017. Attempt to fix in June of this year did not work.
