MRC Permian Company (“MRC” or “Applicant”), through undersigned attorneys, hereby
files this application with the Oil Conservation Division pursuant to the provisions of NMSA 1978,
§ 70-2-17, for an order (a) approving a standard 479.6-acre, more or less, overlapping horizontal
well spacing unit in an interval of the Wolfcamp formation underlying Lot 1, SE4NE4, and the
E2SE4 of Section 2, and the E2E2 of Sections 11 and 14, Township 24 South, Range 33 East,
NMPM, Lea County, New Mexico, (b) pooling all uncommitted mineral interests the correlative
stratigraphic interval from 12,412> MD as shown in the Dual Laterolog of the Stevens 11 #1 well
(API No. 30-025-34246) to the base of the Wolfcamp formation. In support of its application,
MRC states:

1. Applicant is a working interest owner in the proposed overlapping horizontal
spacing unit and has the right to drill thereon.

2. Applicant seeks to designate Matador Production Company (OGRID No. 228937)
as the operator of the proposed overlapping horizontal spacing unit.

3. Applicant seeks to initially dedicate the above-referenced overlapping horizontal
spacing unit to the proposed Charles Ling Fed Com 224H well, to be horizontally drilled from a
surface location in the NE4NE4 (Unit A) of Section 2 to a bottom hole location in the SE4SE4

(Unit P) of Section 14.
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4. This 479.6-acre horizontal well spacing unit will overlap the following existing
horizontal well spacing units covering portions of the subject acreage:

e 160-acre horizontal well spacing unit comprised of the E2E2 of Section 11,
dedicated to the Charles Ling Fed Com 214H (API: 30-025-45083); and

e 160-acre horizontal well spacing unit comprised of the E2E2 of Section 14,
dedicated to the Strong 14-24S-33E AR (API: 30-025-44442).

5. Applicant has sought and been unable to obtain voluntary agreement for the
development of these lands from all interest owners in the subject spacing unit.

D. Approving the actual operating charges and costs of supervision while drilling and

after completion, together with a provision adjusting the rates pursuant to the

COPAS accounting procedures; and
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E. Imposing a 200% penalty for the risk assumed by Applicant in drilling and
completing the well against any working interest owner who does not voluntarily

participate in the drilling of the well.

MRC has limited the pooled interval to an
area of uniform ownership within Wolfcamp formation. Shallower depths within the Wolfcamp
above the 12,412° MD referenced above have different owners and ownership percentages created
by prior conveyances in certain tracts included in the spacing unit.

6. Due to the existing development in the Wolfcamp formation underlying this
acreage, MRC has provided notice of the proposed overlapping spacing unit to all affected working
interest owners in the proposed and existing Wolfcamp spacing units. MRC Exhibit A-1 is a copy
of this notice letter. MRC has not received any objection to the proposed development plan. Since
none of the affected working interest owners have objected to the proposed development plan, the
request for Division approval of the overlapping horizontal well spacing unit can be dismissed.

7. MRC Exhibit A-2 contains a draft Form C-102 for the initial well. This form
demonstrates that the completed interval will comply with statewide setbacks for oil wells. MRC
understands that the pool for this acreage is the WC-025 G-09 S243310P;UPPER WOLFCAMP
[98135].

8. MRC Exhibit A-3 identifies the tracts of land comprising the horizontal spacing
unit. This subject area is comprised of state, federal and fee tracts.

9. MRC Exhibit A-4 identifies the working interest owners MRC seeks to pool, the
tracts in which they hold an interest, and the respective ownership interest in the proposed
horizontal spacing unit. Exhibit A-4 also contains a list of the overriding royalty interest owners
and a record title holder that MRC seeks to pool.

10. MRC Exhibit A-5 contains a sample of the well proposal letter and AFE for the

proposed well that was sent to the working interest owners. The costs reflected in the AFE are

wells.

12.  MRC Exhibit A-6 contains a general summary of the communications with each
of the remaining uncommitted working interest owners. In addition to sending the well proposal
letters, MRC has contacted each of the working interest owners that it seeks to pool and undertaken
good faith efforts to reach a voluntary agreement.

13. MRC has provided the law firm of Holland & Hart LLP with the names and
addresses of the parties that MRC seeks to pool and instructed that they be notified of this hearing.

My name is Liz Olson and I am employed by MRC Energy Company, an affiliate of
Matador Production Company (“Matador”), as a Senior Geologist.

1. I have previously testified before the New Mexico Oil Conservation Division as an
expert witness in petroleum geology. I am familiar with the applications filed by Matador in these
consolidated cases and have conducted a geologic study of the lands in the subject area.

2. Under these consolidated cases, MRC seeks orders pooling four standard
overlapping horizontal well spacing units in a limited interval of the Wolfcamp formation
underlying certain portions of Sections 2, 11, and 14, Township 24 South, Range 33 East, NMPM,

Lea County, New Mexico.

3. Matador Exhibit B-1 is a locator map outlining the subject area with a black box
shaded in yellow.
4. The target interval for the initial wells in the proposed spacing units is the Wolfcamp

B interval of the Wolfcamp formation.
5. Matador Exhibit B-2 is a subsea structure map that I prepared for the top of the
Wolfcamp formation. The contour interval is 50 feet. The structure map shows the Wolfcamp

formation dipping to the west/southwest. The structure appears consistent across the proposed

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spacing units and I do not observe any faulting, pinch outs, or other geologic impediments to
horizontal drilling.

6. Also included on Matador Exhibit B-2 is a line of cross section from A to A’.

7. Matador Exhibit B-3 is a structural cross-section that I prepared displaying open-
hole logs run over the Wolfcamp formation from the three representative wells denoted from A to
A’. For each well in the cross-section, the following logs are included, when available: gamma
ray, caliper, resistivity, and porosity. The target interval of the proposed wells is labeled and
marked with a yellow shaded area. The logs in the cross-section demonstrate that the targeted
interval, within the Wolfcamp formation, is consistent in thickness across the entirety of the
proposed spacing unit.

8. Based on my geologic study of the area, I have not identified any geologic
impediments to drilling horizontal wells within the Wolfcamp formation underlying the area
comprising the proposed spacing units.

9. In my opinion, each quarter-quarter section will be productive and contribute more-
or-less equally to production from the horizontal spacing units.

10. The proposed spacing units are limited in depth to the correlative stratigraphic
interval from 12,412° MD as shown in the Dual Laterolog of the Stevens 11 #1 well (API No. 30-
025-34246) to the base of the Wolfcamp formation.

11.  Matador Exhibit B-4 is a type log of the Stevens 11 #1 well (API No. 30-025-
34246). 1 have bracketed on this type log the pooled interval, which includes the target interval
for the initial wells.

12. In my opinion, horizontal drilling will be the most efficient method to develop this

acreage, to prevent the drilling of unnecessary wells, and to result in the greatest ultimate recovery.
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13. In my opinion, the standup orientation is the preferred orientation for development
in this area for the target interval of this well because the maximum horizontal stress is east-west
in this area.

14.  Approving Matador’s application will be in the best interest of conservation, the
prevention of waste, and protection of correlative rights.
