APPLICATION 

Matador Production Company (“Matador” or “Applicant”), through its undersigned 

attorneys, files this application with the Oil Conservation Division to amend Order R-22227-A to 

allow additional time to commence drilling the initial well authorized by the pooling order. In 

support of its application, Matador states:  

1. On August 29, 2022, the Division issued Order R-22227 in Case No. 22420 creating

a standard 320-acre, more or less, horizontal well spacing unit in the Wolfcamp formation (Jal; 

Wolfcamp, West [33813]) comprised of the E/2 SW/4 of Section 18, the E/2 W/2 of Section 

19, and the E/2 NW/4 of Section 30, Township 24 South, Range 36 East, NMPM, Lea 

County, New Mexico (the “Unit”).  Matador is the designated operator of the Unit and Order R-

22227 dedicates the Unit to the proposed Lonnie King Fed Com 212H well.  

2. On September 11, 2023, the Division issued Order No. R-22227-A extending the

time to commence drilling the initial well to August 29, 2024.   

3. Good cause now exists to extend the drilling deadline to August 29, 2025.
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WHEREFORE, Applicant requests that this application be set for hearing before an 

Examiner of the Oil Conservation Division on August 8, 2024, and, after notice and hearing as 

required by law, the Division enter an order extending the time for Matador to commence drilling 

the initial well authorized by Order R-22227.

ORDER

FINDINGS OF FACT 

1. Matador Production Company (“Operator”) submitted an application (“Application”)
requesting an extension to drill the well(s) as required by Order R-22227, as amended
(“Order”).

2. Operator identified the owners of uncommitted interests in oil and gas minerals in the
Unit and provided evidence that notice of the Application was given.

3. Operator has demonstrated good cause to extend the deadlines in the Order.

4. The Application was heard by the Hearing Examiner, during which Operator presented
evidence through affidavits in support of the Application.  No other party presented
evidence at the hearing.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

5. OCD has jurisdiction to issue this Order pursuant to NMSA 1978, Section 70-2-17.

6. Operator satisfied the notice requirements for the Application and the hearing as
required by 19.15.4.12 NMAC.

7. OCD satisfied the notice requirements for the hearing as required by 19.15.4.9 NMAC.

ORDER 

8. The period to drill the well(s) is extended until August 29, 2024.

9. This Order shall terminate automatically if Operator fails to comply with Paragraph 7
unless prior to termination Operator applies, and OCD grants, to amend the Order for
good cause shown.

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10. OCD retains jurisdiction of this matter for the entry of such orders as may be deemed 
necessary.
