THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Perfect. Let's
get you -- let's get everyone sworn in again. |It's
been about a nonth. And, normally, | wouldn't swear
you in a second tinme, but it's been such a long tine.

So woul d everyone raise your right
hands, please? Do you swear or affirm under penalty

of perjury that the testinony you're about to give is
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the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth?

MULTI PLE SPEAKERS: Yes.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Ckay. | heard
four yeses, so everyone is now sworn in.

Now, M. Rankin, do you want to give us
a short reorientation of where we are in this case?

MR. RANKIN: Sure, M. Exam ner. Thank
you very nuch. M. Examner, we had submtted initial
exhibits in this case, Exhibits A and B, in advance of
the last hearing in January. Those exhibits were
admtted to the record.

The division undertook cross-
exam nation of Oxy's experts and witnesses on several
I ssues relating to the proposed pilot project. The
pilot project, as a rem nder, is a -- involves a plan
to re-inject produced gas into a single well within a
project area, and then to produce oil fromthat sane
wel | sinmultaneously while the produced gas is being
I nj ect ed.

It's a advanced or new technol ogy that
Oxy is intending to evaluate for -- to determ ne
whet her it's a potential new EOR or advanced oi
recovery technique that it may be able to apply nore
broadly. And so they are eager to undertake this

effort to -- under this pilot project to evaluate the

potential for this technol ogy.

So we presented evidence and the
W tnesses at hearing in January. Division had sone
addi ti onal questions about several things, including
conpl eti ons issues, construction of the well bore,
managenent of the well bore, and then also sone
addi ti onal reservoir engineering questions.

The Division submtted those questions
to us in witing by email so that Oxy would be able to
prepare, in advance, exhibits and additional
testinmony. And then, so we did review those questions
and presented additional testinmny and sone exhibits
that were filed | ast week in advance of the state's
heari ng.

We filed on Thursday | ast week a notice
of suppl emental exhibits and a revised exhibit packet.
The exhi bit packet has Exhibits A, B, and then
suppl enmental Exhibits C, D, and D1 as well. And then
Exhibits E and F, which were previously presented,
which are the notice exhibits for both proof of
mailing certified mail, and then al so proof of notice
by publication.

(Exhibits A through F were marked for

i dentification.)

MR. RANKI N: So Exhibit C, D, and D1,
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M. Exam ner, are the revised additional or

suppl enental exhibits. Exhibit Cis a supplenental
self-affirmed statenment of Eduardo Seoane. He's the
conpl eti ons engi neer who previously testified. He
addresses many of the questions that were posed by
M ster -- Examner Harris in the Division.

And then Exhibit Dis the suppl enental
self-affirnmed statenent of Xueying Xie. She's the
reservoir engineer who i s addressing the reservoir
engi neeri ng questions that were raised by the Division
as well. She has an exhibit that is a inmage fromthe
reservoir sinulation explaining to sone extent how the
si mul ati on was conduct ed.

Wth that, M. Exam ner, |'m hoping
that the Division had tinme to review the questions
and, I'lIl nake both of our -- all four of our
W t nesses avail able, as a panel, for any additional
guestions that the Division my have.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Thank you,

M. Rankin. Let's get those exhibits admtted into
evi dence before we go any further. So M. Rankin, why
don't you offer them up?

MR. RANKIN. Sure. M. Exam ner, |'d
nove for the adm ssion of Exhibits A through F and

their attachnents for adm ssion into the record.
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THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Hearing no
obj ection, they are admtted into evidence.

(Exhibits A through F were received

I nto evidence.)

THE HEARI NG OFFICER: What |'d like to
do is for the new exhibits, | think you said they were
Cand D? |I'mnot worried about E and F right now.

MR. RANKIN:. Xueying is her first nane.
Xueying. And then -- I'"'m-- nmy son is taking
Mandarin, so I'mtrying to get my pronunciation
better. But it's -- | think it's Xie. But Xueying
can give us the correct pronunciation. |'m worKking
really hard on it.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Ch. s it Xie?
Xie. Okay. Thank you. So let's start with
M. Seoane. Wuld you call M. Seoane and --

MR. RANKIN. M. Seoane, will you
pl ease state your nane for the record?

MR. SEOANE: Yes, ny nane is Eduardo
Seoane.

so it's going to take ne coupl e seconds.
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MR. HARRIS: That's okay. It's on the
screen.

MR. SEOANE: | have the question.
Yeah. | have the question. Oh, okay. You got it
there on the screen. Perfect.

MR. HARRIS: Okay. If we could just
scroll towards the bottom please. Yeah. OCkay. So
just up a little bit, please.

Just want to confirmthe pressure
rating for the well head spool and the side outl et
valves for the candidate well is 5,000 PSI. But is
this a standard design for all the wells proposed in

this project?

MR. SEOANE: Yes. It's -- it's the
sane design. |It's the sane vintage of -- of wells.
Correct.

MR. HARRI S: Okay. Very good.
Scrolling down to page 89, | noticed that your -- the

pl an has changed fromtwo and seven-ei ght hs tubing
down to two and three-eighths or -- yeah -- two and
three-eighths. So the original plan was for two and
seven-eighths. |s there any reason for the decreased
di aneter? Is it for --

MR. SEOANE: No. No. So | think -- so

that was a typo. Initially was two and three-eighths
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for the plan to be able to fit the swellabl e packers
into the five and a half inch casing.

MR. HARRI S: Ckay. Okay. So your
di aneter, obviously, will be smaller than the two and
seven-eighths that was originally nmentioned in the
package. So in ternms of when we get into the details
of , eventually, the plug and abandonnent of this,
well, do you see any issues with getting cutting tools

i nside that reduced di aneter to be able to cut the

t ubi ng?

MR. SEOANE: No. No. We do it all the
tine in EORin Perman, so no issues with -- with
t hat .

MR. HARRI S: Ckay. Very good.

| guess in -- if I could -- if we could
go to page -- bear with ne for a nonent here -- to

page 96, the exhibit package. And at the bottom of
t hat page you've got a diagram Yeah, there we go.

So your current plan right now, as
stated in your exhibit packet, you have no intention
to recover the section bel ow the production packer and
| eadi ng down to the swell packers. That section would
not be recovered.

But just as a rem nder here is that one

of the requirenments we will have in the order, which
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I's consistent with our new plugging -- the New Mexico
O | Conservation Division' s new plugging and
abandonnment conditions of approval, is that for

hori zontal welds, we do require the heel section of
the well to be plugged and filled with cenent.

So in keeping with that, it wll be
necessary to renmove what | would call the internmediate
section of tubing between the production packer and
t he uppernost swell packer. Just want to make t hat
clear that that'll be a condition in --

MR. SEOANE: Okay.

MR. HARRI'S: -- should this proposal be
approved. Do you have any concerns with that?

MR. SEOANE: No, no. No concerns.

MR. HARRI S: Ckay. And the fact that
it's two and three-eighths versus two and seven-
ei ghths, no concerns with being able to access that
either wwth a wire |ine, conveyor tractor, or whatever
means may be necessary to cut that tubing in the
hori zontal section?

MR. SEOANE: Not at all with -- wth
coil. Correct.

MR. HARRI S: Ckay. So you would use
coil to cut that?

MR. SEOANE: Yes. We can use coil to
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cut it. O we can go in and try to latch on the
t ubi ng and burn through the packer and basically
remove it. So no -- no concerns with that.

MR. HARRI S: Okay. Very good. That's
all nmy questions, M. Exam ner. Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: M. Harris, thank
you. M. Gebrenm chael? M crophone.

MR. GEBREM CHAEL: Can you hear ne?

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Yes.

MR. GEBREM CHAEL: Yeah. So we -- OCD
Is pretty nmuch satisfied with the suppl enental answers

that are provided by Oxy. As long as M. Harris is

satisfied with the response he get, |I think we are
good to proceed with this. | don't have any
guesti ons.

MR. RANKIN. Thank you,
M. Gebrem chael .
THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Okay. Thank you

M. Gebrem chael and M. Harris. |If there are no
further questions for the witnesses, we will close
this hearing, and we wll take this case --
M. Rankin?

MR. RANKIN: | have one -- | have one

i ssue, M. Exam ner.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Yes.
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MR. RANKIN: | would like to bring to
the Division's attention, this is just sonething that
| -- that actually the client identified that | hadn't
noticed. And that is in our notice of publication, we
had an incorrect range for the notice.

Now, | went back and confirnmed that
each of the affected parties actually did get notice
and received -- we have confirmation that they
received certified mail. But so, | nean, ny --
because it's a -- because notification is a
requi rement for injection by publication. | just want
to make sure there's no issues.

| propose to reissue notice by
publication just to make sure there's no issues with
the correct range. | would like to be able to do that
wi t hout holding up the Division's review. And if |
m ght ask for a special docket or to have this on the,
you know, on the -- March is a | ong way away. But as
|l ong as it doesn't hold up the review of the Division,
| think March could be fine.

| just -- it would only take us about,
you know, less than two weeks to get this thing
published. And if it's possible to get this under a
speci al docket, | don't want to burden the Division

because there's plenty going on. So |I'malso fine
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doing it on March -- of the first docket of March.
But | just want to raise that for the Division.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: | appreciate your
candi dness. And you're saying that publication by
notice is a requirenent for an injection, even if
actual notice is sufficient?

MR. RANKIN:. That's my view.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Ckay.

MR. RANKIN: Unlike a pooling order;
okay? A pooling order just requires notification to
the parties, and you rely on publication by notice
If -- for constructive notice if you can't find them
Here, it's a separate requirenent.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Ckay.

MR. RANKIN:  Okay.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Okay. So then
what | would propose is we can cone -- we can add this
case to any of our dockets.

MR. RANKIN:  Okay.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: It doesn't have
to be an affidavit or a status conference. |t could
even be a special docket so that we don't hold up the
revi ew.

Article 5, Rule 1-030

(e) Review by Witness; Changes; Signing.

If requested by the deponent or a party before
completion of the deposition, the deponent shall
have thirty (30) days after being notified by the
officer that the transcript or recording is
available in which to review the transcript or
recording and, 1if there are changes in form or
substance, to sign a statement reciting such
changes and the reasons given by the deponent for
making them. The officer shall indicate in the
certificate prescribed by Subparagraph (1) of
Paragraph F of this rule whether any review was
requested and, if so, shall append any changes made

by the deponent during the period allowed.

DISCLAIMER: THE FOREGOING CIVIL PROCEDURE RULES
