This cause came on for hearing at 8:15 a.m. on December 15, 1994, at Santa Fe, New
Mexico, before Examiner Michael E. Stogner.

NOW, on this 2 ls c day of December, 1994, the Division Director, having considered
the record and the recommendations of the Examiner, and being fully advised in the premises,

FINDS THAT:

(1) Due public notice having been given as required by law, the Division has
jurisdiction of this cause and the subject matter thereof.

(2) The applicant, Amoco Production Company, seeks approval to downhole
commingle conventional West Kutz-Pictured Cliffs Pool gas production (160-acre standard
dedication comprising the NE/4) with gas production from the Basin-Fruitland Coal (Gas) Pool
(320-acre standard dedication comprising the N/2) within the wellbore of its existing McGrady
Gas Corn "C" Well No. 1-E located at a standard gas well location for both intervals 1000 feet
from the North line and 1740 feet from the East line (Unit B) of Section 14, Township 
North, Range 12 West, NMPM, San Juan County, New Mexico.

(3) Prior to the hearing, the applicant requested this matter be dismissed.

(4) Dismissal of this case should therefore be granted.
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IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED THAT:

Case No. 11154 is hereby dismissed.
