ORDER OF THE COMMISSION

BY THE COMMISSION:

This cause came on for hearing at 9 o'clock a.m, on
November 19, 1958, at Santa Fe, New Mexico, before Elvis A. Utz,
Examiner duly appointed by the Oil Conservation Commission of New
Mexico, hereinafter referred to as the "Commission," in accordance
with Rule 1214 of the Commission Rules and Regulations.

NOW, on this %léﬁ day of November, 1958, the Commission,
a quorum being present, having considered the application, the
evidence adduced and the recommendations of the Examiner, Elvis A.
Utz, and being fully advised in the premises,

FINDS:

(1) That due public notice having been given as required
by law, the Commission has jurisdiction of this cause and the
subject matter thereof.

(2) That the applicant, Chaco 0il Company, is the owner
of two 40-acre units in the Red Mountain-Mesaverde 0il Pool consist-
ing of the SW/4 SE/4, Section 20 and the NW/4 NE/4, Section 29,
both in Township 20 North, Range 9 West, NMPM, McKinley County,
New Mexico, with four producing oil wells on said units.

(3) That applicant seeks permission to drill four addition-
al wells on said 40-acre units with no increase in allowables with
the proposed locations as follows:

Well No. 20-9, located 110 feet from the South line
and 1910 feet from the East line of Section 20
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Well No. 29-18, located 100 feet from the North
line and 1380 feet from the East line of Section 29

Well No. 29-19, located 100 feet from the North
line and 1800 feet from the East line of Section 29

Well No. 29-20, located 300 feet from the North
line and 1800 feet from the East line of Section 29

all in Township 20 North, Range 9 West, NMPM, McKinley County,
New Mexico.

(4) That the preponderance of the evidence indicates that
the drilling of the proposed wells within the two 40-acre units now
producing will result in greater ultimate recovery of oil from said
Red Mountain-Mesaverde 0il Pool.

(5) That the subject application should be approved.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the application of Chaco 0il Company for permission
to drill the four following-described wells on the two presently
existing 40-acre units in the Red Mountain-Mesaverde 0il Pool be
and the same is hereby approved:

Well No. 20-9, located 110 feet from the South
line and 1910 feet from the East line of Section 20

Well No. 29-18, located 100 feet from the North
line and 1380 feet from the East line of Section 29

Well No. 29-19, located 100 feet from the North
line and 1800 feet from the East line of Section 29

Well No. 29-20, located 300 feet from the North
line and 1800 feet from the East line of Section 29

all in Township 20 North, Range 9 West, NMPM, McKinley County, New
Mexico.
