This cause ¢am~ on for hearing at 9 olclook a. m. on May 19, 1953, at
Santa Fe, New Mexico~ before the Oil Conservation Commission of )[ew Mexico,
hereinafter referred to as the "Commission.’,

NqW, on this lOth day of June, 19~3j the Commission~ a quorum being
oresent, having considered the testimony adduced and the exhibits received at
said hearinK, and being fully advised in the premises~

FINDS :

(I) That due public notice having been given as required by law, %he
Commission has jurisdiction of this cause and the subject matter thereof.

(2) That there is need for re~ision of Rule hO2 of the Commission’s Rules
and Regulations relating to procedures for taking shut-in pressure tests.

(3) That a new form should be provided by the Commission for the report
ing by operator of the results of such shut-in pressure tests.

IT IS TP~REFCPE ORDERED:

(I) That the application of the Oil Conservation Commission be, and the
same hereby is approved, as set forth below.

(2) That Section ’F’ (Natural Gas Production Operating Practice) of 
Co~mission’s Rules and Regulations be altered in order that Rule hO2 may read
as follows :

RULE hO2. )~ETHOD AND T~E OF SHUT-IN PRESSURE TESTS:

(a) Shut-in pressures shall be taken by the operator on
all gas wells during the months of ~pril and October l
of each year, unless the taking of such pressures
is co~ered by a special pool order.

(b) Shut-in pressures shall be taken with dead-weight gauge
after a minimum shut-in pe~imd] of twenty-four hours.
~÷?qen the shut-in period exce~-<~L twenty-four hours,
such shut-in period shall be reported to the
Gommission, All shut-in pressures shall be reported
to the Commission on Form 0-12~.

(3) That Section ’M’ (Reports of the Commission’s Rules and 
gulations be extended to include a new Rule l12h providing for Form C-125,
said rule to read as follows;
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Rule l12h: GAS ~;JELL SHUT-IN PRESSDRE TESTS:

Form C-125 shall be s~ibmitted in triplicate to
the 0il Conservation Commission, Santa Fe, New
Mexico, and shall be used to report shut-in
pressure tests on gas wells as required under the
provisions of Ru!e~02.
